A special card with 400 spaces is assigned for each car and driver. 
A scorer and assistant will be assigned to each car. Every time a driv­
er rides by, the scorer checks the time showing on the spec ial card 
clock, marks it down on his card and by this system an accurate 
check can be made of the time required for every lap of the race. 
This card can also be checked against the pit stop records.

For timing the entries, the famous Daytona Beach timepiece, 
the Geartner timing machine, designed and built for the purpose 
of clocking speed machines on the famous beach, was used to clock 
every entry. The tape recorder shows the time required by every car 
down to the i/iooth of a second. The intricate machine is valued 
at §10,000.

TIMING AND SCORING
()ne ol the major problems for any successful race is efficient timing and 

storing.
Flic NASCAR system, adopted from the scoring system originated by 

the American Motorcycle Association, has proved to be the best for long-dis­
tance races.

The scoring system is being used for today’s race. To operate this sys­
tem. 150 scorers and five clerks are necessary to keep the crowd posted on re­
sults every 10 laps. New score boards have been erected for this purpose.

Joe Epton, Spartanburg, S. C., is heead scorer and timer for the NASCAR 
events at Darlington Raceway. Joe will have 150 scorers in the stands at the 
lower turn. T wo scorers for each car who will alternate on their shifts dur­
ing the long grind.
