notably with respect to tires, fuel 
lines and reinforcing. Perhaps the most 
significant change is the addition of 
five race-officials, who will function 
during the race, one starting judge and 
four caution judges. The flagrant and 
unprecedented violation of caution rules 
during the running of the 1959 race, 
which resulted in the disqualification 
of two drivers, a penalty that was well 
merited by ten times that number had 
their violations been noted or brought 
to official attention by way of protests, 
as in the case of the two who were dis­
ciplined, constituted the background 
for the increase in officials. These men 
will act as observers during the race 
and judge the ccnduct of all drivers 
during such laps as may be run under 
the caution flag. Any driver or drivers 
whom these officials shall judge as rule 
violators will be automatically penal­
ized in accordance with the ground rules 
in force at Langhorne Speedway. These 
provide for setting back the violator a 
full lap, for each violation, in the 
official finish, or setting him back to 
his starting position depending upon 
the extent of the rule violation. The 
necessity for this is regrettable but 
apparent. The very keynote of sports 
competition is equal, fair and honest 
opportunity to compete in accordance 
with the rules of the sport. The manage­
ment of Langhorne Speedway will not 
tolerate racing conduct that is detri­
mental to the great sport of auto-racing 
regardless of the personalities that 
may be subjected to disciplinary action. 
The appointment of these additional 
officials bespeaks the management’s at­
titude more effectively than mere words.

The 1960 National C^>en Championship 
for auto-racing’s sportsman stock car 
class, its tenth annual presentation at 
the 100 mile distance on the world’s 
fastest one-mile track, has had in its 
preparation, the largest number of par­
ticipating speedways in the history of 
the race. Twenty-six National Champion­
ship qualifying races were held at as 
many speedways during August and Septem­
ber, their winners or second place al­
ternates qualifying for the first twen­
ty-six starting positions in today’s 
race. Each winner was presented with the 
engraved silver bowl that has become 
emblematic of victory in the annual 
qualifying series. Enlarged editions 
are traditionally presented to both the 
owner and driver of the winning car in 
the 100 mile championship competition, 
a ceremony that will be repeated to-day 
immediately following the race.

Many changes in the conditions and 
arrangements governing this event have 
been made in the past year. The cash 
prize awards have been increased to a 
record $10,000.00, offering to the win­
ner a possible $2,500.00, depending up­
on the number of laps during which he 
has held the lead. For the first time 
in the history of the race, lap prize 
awards are being made to the leader in 
each lap of the race, beginning with the 
tenth lap. The practice of affording 
guaranteed starting positions to past 
winners of the race, has been discon­
tinued. They must now either win a qua­
lifying race during the current year or 
take their chances of gaining one of the 
last thirty-four starting positions via 
time trials. In the interest of safety, 
the specifications have been tightened

The 
remaining qualifiers will start in the order 
of their official time trials with the fastest 
of them getting the first position behind the 
slowest qualifying race winner.

THE GREEN FLAG . . . Here we go again. 
This is the starting gun, the opening whis­
tle .. . the race is on! The green flag tells 
us that the race is ofTicially started, and 
during the long events, keeps us informed 
that the track is clear ahead . . . hang on! 
Here comes that first turn!

THE WHITE FLAG . . . This one means 
simply “one more lap’’ . . . we’ve been a 
little too busy to count them, and this lets 
us know that we are starting on that last 
long lap. We’re always glad to see this one, 
but the one we really wait for is:

THE CHECKERED FLAG . . . This is the 
big one, the one we’ve been waiting for . . . 
it means it's all over but the shouting. We 
all want to get under this one first, but of 
course we can’t all do it. We keep trying, 
though, and I guess that’s why you keep 
coming back. Thanks for the ride? Don't 
mention it . . . come again. And remember, 
when you drive your own car, although 
there are no flag signals, .keep your eye 
on those traffic signs and obey them . . . 
they’re the “flag signals of the highway.”

THE RED FLAG ... As always, this is the 
danger flag. Just like the red in a stop sign, 
it means STOP . . . and right now! There 
may have been a bad spill . . . perhaps 
someone has been hurt, or the track is 
completely blocked . . . when we see this 
one, we get stopped as quickly as we can. 
The race may be restarted, but let’s find 
out what happened first.

THE BLACK FLAG . . . This is the “con­
sultation flag,” telling me to pull into the 
pits on the next lap . . . it is often called 
the disqualification flag, but it doesn’t nec­
essarily mean that I have done something 
wrong ... a part may be hanging loose 
from my car, about to fall on the track in 
front of the other machines in the race. 
Can’t ignore this signal ... if I get it more 
than twice, I’ll be disqualified!

THE YELLOW FLAG . . . This is the “cau­
tion flag.” It tells us to slow down; to hold 
our position until the green flag is thrown 
again. The yellow flag indicates that there 
has been an accident on the track, or that 
the track has been partially blocked by a 
stalled car or a thrown wheel or other ob­
ject. The yellow flag will remain out until 
the officials have determined that no one is 
injured seriously or that the track is not 
completely blocked. If there is a “safety 
cur,” we must remain in line behind it until 
either the red. or green flag is displayed.

THE BLUE FLAG WITH DIAGONAL 
STRIPE . . . This is the “passing flag.” 
It indicates that a faster car is about to 
lap me ... he has already passed me, and 
he now has a complete lap on me. This 
flag tells me to “hold my groove” or posi­
tion on the track until I am passed. There 
he goes . . . but I’m not worried ... he 
may not last long at that pace.

Although the drivers that you will sec in competition today may appear to be the most haphazard and 
devil-may-care competitors in the world of sports, their actions while on the track, either in practice or 
competition, arc very strictly covered by the racing flag code, and the penalty for disobeying these flags is 
disqualification. Although the meanings of the vari-colored flags are well known to most racing fans, let’s 
review them as you will sec them used today by the starter. Imagine yourself the passenger in one of the 

competing cars as the driver explains the meanings of the various flags:

THE CROSSED FLAGS . . . Half way! 
Crossed flags tell us that the race is half 
over. It makes no difference which ones 
the starter uses. He holds the cloth of the 
flags along the handle so we don’t confuse 
his meaning ... if it’s a “hundred-miler,” 
this signal means that there are only fifty 
to go . . . can’t back off yet!

(a) All cars must have fenders and running boards if

Welded steel 
bars may be used to that point if the fender fails 
to cover that far. Where running board is lacking 
a rub-rail covering the same area is permissible.
