The starting field will be limited to the 18 fastest qualifiers. If all posi tions are not filled at the end
of the period allotted for time trials, entrants ready to run (and not yet qualified) will be eligible to
draw numbers for the remaining positions. The lowest numbers drawn will be assigned positions to

complete the field.

If conditions make it necessary to halt the race before the completion of 50 laps, officials will order
a re-start with all cars lined up in the order they were running at the end of the last complete lap prior

to the display of the red flag.

If conditions make it necessary to halt the race at any time after the leader has completed 50
laps, it will be regarded as a complete race. Prize money will be paid on the basis of the standing at

that time and championship points will be awarded accordingly.

In case rain prevents the race as scheduled today, it will be run next Saturday, September 22,
with the order of the day unchanged.

The purse to be divided by the starting field will amount to 40 per cent of the gate receipts (after
the deduction of federal tax), plus added money in the form of lap prizes and accessory awards.

The winner of the race will receive a replica of the Roger G. Wolcott cup and suitable awards
also will be presented to the fastest qualifier and the owner of the winning car by the State Fair Board.
Hoosier Hundred jackets with HARF emblems will be awarded to the driver winning the pole position,
the first three drivers to finish the race and the chief mechanic of the winning car.

Information about most of the drivers in the “Hoosier Hundred"” is provided in this program,
beginning on page 14. They are listed in the order of the car number they will drive today.
