The rules, regulations, conditions and specifications 
to afford an equal opportunity for fair competition t 
and to provide the maximum safety conditions possible.

In the event that weather conditions shall 
require the cancellation of time trials, then 
starting positions shall be determined by a 
drawing, to be held as follows:

1. The preferred starters will draw for the 
finst five starting positions.

Every driver who shall have won a National 
Championship Qualifying Race in the current 
series shall be designated as a preferred 
starter in the 100 Mile National Open Champion­
ship Race. All preferred starters are required 
to file entries and take official time trials. 
The fastest five preferred starters will have 
the first five starting positions in the order 
of their qualifying times. The remaining pre­
ferred starters will be awarded starting posi­
tions in the order of their qualifying times 
along with the fastest qualifiers from among 
the general entries, subject to restrictions 
set forth below.

All veteran drivers and those who in the 
opinion of the stewards and officials shall 
have had a sufficient background of profess­
ional stock car racing experience, and who 
shall have conpeted in at least four open com­
petition or independently sanctioned race pro­
grams, or in four programs at qualifying speed­
ways during the current race season, shall be 
eligible to compete in the of ficial time trials.

In the event that weather conditions shall 
interrupt time trials to the extent that the 
starting fields for any of the race events can­
not be completed, then the Race Officials shall 
in their discretion determine the best and 
fairest method of completing the starting 
fields, i.e., by combination of times offici­
ally recorded and one or more drawings.

REFUND OF FEES

1. An approved quick release safety belt and 
shoulder harness must be used. Both must be 
securely fastened to frame. Crash helmet must 
be in good condition.
2. Qualifying trials, the two special 20 mile 
races and the 100 Mile Championship Race will 
be conducted in accordance with the ground 
rules in force at Langhorne Speedway.
3. Standard flag signals will be used.
4. After the race is underway, cars may be 
started by hand pushing in the pit area only. 
Under no circumstances is any oar to be pushed 
or towed to the race track from the pit area.
5. All cars must be numbered in numerals not 
less than eighteen (18) inches high on both 
sides, roof and rear deck. In the event of 
duplication of numbers among the entries, the 
entry first filed in point of time shall take 
precedence and number of the later entry shall 
be changed. In such cases numbers shall be as­
signed by the stewards.
6. All entrants are required to comply with 
the conditions and requirements set forth in 
the pre-race bulletin, which will be mailed to 
all entrants with notice of acceptance of en­
try.
7. Any protests must be made within 30 minutes 
of the dropping of the checkered flag.
8. The three first finishers will be impounded 
for inspection. (Cont'd on Page 21)

All preferred starters who qualify at 100 
M.P.H. or faster, the fastest twenty qualifiers 
from the time trials and the winners of the 
two special races. All preferred starters who 
fail to qualify at 100 M.P.H. or better shall 
be replaced in the starting field from among 
the front finishers in the two special races 
starting with the 2nd place finishers. If an 
odd number are to be replaced, then the great­
er number of replacements shall be taken from 
that special race which is run in the fastest 
t ime.

1. In the event that any entry is rejected on 
the basis of insufficiency of driver's racing 
experience, or for any other cause, notice of 
rejection will be given and refund of entry 
and inspection fees will be made on or before 
September 29, 1966. Where rejection is based 
on driver qualifications, the car owner shall 
have the option of substituting another driver.
2. In the event that anycar shall fail to pass 
inspection, the entry fee will be refunded. The 
inspection fee will not be refunded in such 
case.
3. Entries withdrawn voluntarily by owners and 
drivers prior to September 30th will receive a 
refund of both entry and inspection fees. En­
tries withdrawn between September 30th and 
October 7th will receive a refund of the in­
spection fee only.

The fastest fifty non

qualifying times, in odd and even numbers. 
First, third, fifth, etc. to 49th shall con­
stitute the starting field for the first spec­
ial race. Second, fourth, sixth, etc. to 50th 
shall constitute the starting field for the 
second special race.

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THE WHITE FLAG . . . This one means 
simply “one more lap” . . . we’ve been a 
little too busy to count them, and this lets 
us know that we are starting on that last 
long lap. We're always glad to see this one, 
but the one we really wait for is:

THe CHECKERED FLAG . . . This is the 
big one, the one we’ve been waiting for . . . 
it means it's all over but the shouting. We 
all want to get under this one first, but of 
course we can't all do it. We keep trying, 
though, and I guess that’s why you keep 
coming back. Thanks for the ride? Don t 
mention it . . . come again. And remember, 
when you drive your own car, althoj^ff 
there are no flag signals. keep^y<nir eye 
on those traffic signs and obey them . . . 
they’re the “flag signals^of the highway.”

THE RED FLAG ... As always, this is the 
danger flag. Just like the red in a stop sign, 
it means STOP . . . and right now! There 
may have been a bad spill . . . perhaps 
someone has been hurt, or the track is 
completely blocked . . . when we see this 
one, we get stopped as quickly as we can. 
The race may be restarted, but let’s find 
out what happened first.

THE BLACK FLAG . . . This is the “con­
sultation flag,” telling me to pull into the 
pits on the next lap ... it is often called 
the disqualification flag, but it doesn’t nec­
essarily mean that I have done something 
wrong ... a part may be hanging loose 
from my car, about to fall on the track in 
front of the other machines in the race. 
Can’t ignore this signal ... if I get it more 
than twice, I’ll be disqualified!

THE BLUE FLAG WITH DIAGONAL 
STRIPE . . . This is the “passing flag.” 
It indicates that a faster car is about to 
lap me ... he has already passed me, and 
he now has a complete lap on me. This 
flag tells me to “hold my groove” or posi­
tion on the track until I am passed. There 
he goes . . . but I’m not worried ... he 
may not last long at that pace.

THE GREEN FLAG . . . Here we go again. 
This is the starting gun, the opening whis­
tle .. . the race is on! The green flag tells 
us that the race is officially started, and 
during the long events, keeps us informed 
that the track is clear ahead . . . hang on! 
Here comes that first turn!

THE YELLOW FLAG . . . This is the “cau­
tion flag.” It tells us to slow down; to hold 
our position until the green flag is thrown 
again. The yellow flag indicates that there 
has been an accident on the track, or that 
the track has been partially blocked by a 
stalled car or a thrown wheel or other ob­
ject. The yellow flag will remain out until 
the officials have determined that no one is 
injured seriously or that the track is not 
completely blocked. If there is a “safety 
car,” we must remain in line behind it until 
either the red. or green flag is displayed.

Although the drivers that you will see in competition today may appear to be the most haphazard and 
devil-may-care competitors in the world of sports, their actions while on the track, either in practice or 
competition, are very strictly covered by the racing flag code, and the penalty for disobeying these flags is 
disqualification. Although the meanings of the vari-colored flags are well known to most racing fans, let’s 
review them as you will see them used today by the starter. Imagine yourself the passenger in one of the 

competing cars as the driver explains the meanings of the various flags:

THE CROSSED FLAGS . . . Half way! 
Crossed flags tell us that the race is half 
over. It makes no difference which ones 
the starter uses. He holds the cloth of the 
flags along the handle so we don’t confuse 
his meaning ... if it’s a “hundred-miler,” 
this signal means that there are only fifty 
to go . . . can’t back off yet!

Dual wheels are not permitted. Safety hubs on 

front wheels are recommended.

All components carrying and housing lubricants 
must be tight so as to avoid dripping or spillage 
of oil.

2. BODIES
(a) In models where fenders are a molded part of 

the body, they may not be removed or abbrevi­
ated except to the extent necessary for tire 
clearance. In models where fenders and run­
ning boards as separate parts are removed, 
they must be replaced by substantially in­
stalled rub-rails, nerfinq bars and crash 
rails to prevent contact and locking of spin­
ning wheels in competition.

(b) A) 1 doors must be bolted (half-inch bolts), or 
welded, or secured with not less than 3/8" dia­
meter cable and nUn bolts. Where bolts are used 
wing nuts are required. Where doors are welded 
they must be cut down six inches and the metal 
rolled so as to leave no sharp edges. Remaining 
door section must be reinforced from within.

(c) The top part of the engine hood is compulsory, 
must extend over the radiator and must be safe­
ly fastened. Side panels of hood may be bored 
with holes not exceeding 5 inch in diameter 
for cooling.

(d) Floorboa rds must be compl ete in driver compart­
ment between front and rear firewalls.

(e) Nothing may be cut or abbreviated except for 
clearance and/or reinforcement.

(f) Distance from top of frame to roof of body, 
and body width, must conform to stock measure­
ment for the year, make and model of the body.

5. STARTER AND BATTERY(a) A11 cars must be equipped with self starter in 
working order and must be able to leave pits 
and starting line under their own power.

(b) Any type ignition permitted. Batteries must be 
located under floor or engine hood and may not 
be located in driver or fuel compartment.

6. EXHAUST
Exhaust pipes must extend past cowl and driver 

and terminate out of the side or rear of the body. 
A flexible metal pipe not less than 6 inches in 
length must be installed between the point where 
the exhaust leaves the engine and the point where 
it is fastened to the frame.

(d) It is recommended that fuel lines run under 
bottom of body. Plastic fuel lines are not per­
mitted. Copper lines running through body must 
be covered by rubber hose. Approved fire proof 
aviation hose allowed. Braided neoprene hoses 
are permissible. Fuel pump must be under floor 
of car or under engine hood. Fuel pump bowls 
may not be made of glass.

(e) No rubber hose connections will be permitted 
from fuel tank to the filler spouts. Filler 
spout must not extend outside of body shell or 
be fastened to oody or rear deck lid.

9. GLASS
(a) Head Iights must be removed and holes suitably 

covered.
(b) A safety plass windshield is compulsory on 

driver's side. Other glass may be removed.
(c) Rear window openings may be en larged only enough 

to permit entry of tires.

10. RADIATOR AND COOLING SYSTEM
Any type may be used except that no auxiliary 

cooling tanks or radiators may be located in dri­
ver's compartment. Catch can required.
11. SEATS. BELTS AND HARNESS

Bucket type seats must be used. Back of seat 
must extend to the top of drivers' shoulders with 
substantially padded headrest above. Seats must 
be welded or bolted to frame of car. Approved 
quick release safety belt must be used. Belt must 
be securely fastened to both sides of seat and 
also fastened to a chain which is looped around 
frame. An approved shoulder or diagonal type har­
ness with quick release is mandatory and must be 
securely fastened to the frame of the car.
12. STEERING

All steering parts must pas ssafety inspection.

13.CHASSIS, WHEEL BASE i GROUND CLEARANCE
(a) Chassis may be strengthened but not altered or 

cut except as hereinafter provided. Wheel base 
and tread must conform to stock measurement, 
to be governed by the year, make and model of 
the body. The race stewards are empowered to 
permit a uniform degree of tolerance in check­
ing these measurements.

(b) ChanneIing and sectioning not permitted. Chop­
ping permitted only to the ex tent-necessary to 
accommodate modern racing drive lines.

15.ROLL BARS
Front and rear roll bars, connected by cross 

and side bars and securely fastened to the frame 
are mandatory. Rear roll bars must be padded with 
foam rubber not less than one inch thick taped 
from the bottom of the window opening on the left 
side to center of the top rear roll bar.

The changes 
made for 1966 insure a starting field of not 
more than forty-five cars and drivers all whom 
can be reasonably expected to meet average 
racing speeds of 100 M.P.H. plus. In regard to 
this change, one still unknown factor is wheth­
er or not forty-five starters will still con­
stitute too much traffic for the track size 
and speed potential. There's no choice on this 
point but to proceed by trial and error, how­
ever with the sound knowledge that the direc­
tion already taken is the right one.

Another anticipatory move made for the 1965 
race that didn't pan out, in fact one that 
caused a considerable amount of confusion, was 
the requirement that at least 90 laps of the 
race had t o be run on the green light, all 
laps being scored, and the distance of the 
race being extended by the number of caution 
laps in excess of ten. This move was made be­
cause of the well known fact that cleaning up 
oil and water spills on a macadam track during 
a raze can under some circumstances become ex­
tremely time consuming, resulting in an exces­
sive number of laps being run under caution. 
It turned out to be a well-intentioned but ill 
advised method of insuring the distance that 
would be raced on the green. Even though the 
scoring proved to be 100% accurate, the con­
fusion that this system caused led to an un­
usual number of post-race protests. The speed­
way management still believes that the condi­
tions of the race should continue to preclude 
the possibility that a fair share of the 100 
miles be consumed under caution flags, and has 
accordingly devised a new approach to this 
problem. Under the system in force for this 
year's race there must be 100 miles of racing 
under the green. The method for accomplishing 
this is described under Supplementary Regula­
tions which appears on page 24 of this issue.

One conclusion that can readily be drawn 
from the foregoing is that in creating a race 
as unique as the 100 Mile National Open Cham­
pionship. the rules, regulations and conditions 
can't simply be whatever any particular indi­
vidual or individuals would like them to be. 
They are in fact formulated and dictated by 
the march of events and by physical conditions, 
in short by the very components that combine 
to make it a race.

The final paragraph of the feature article 
in the 1965 edition of this issue of the Lang­
horne Souvenir Program read as follows: ‘The 
point to remember is that doing the job for 
this race is going to take a lot of doing and 
far from everyone is going to get it properly 
done the first time around. Neither the writ­
er nor any one else connected with the Speed­
way or with the race itself could at that time 
fully appreciate just how prophetic those 
words were. For a period of fourteen years, 
knowledge and experience on the part of man­
agement, officials, car owners, mechanics and 
drivers had grown and had been built layer by 
layer, with periodic changes dictated by the 
combined experience of all concerned, gradual­
ly shaping the event into what it had become 
by the year of 1964. It could truthfully have 
been said at that time that there were a lot 
of experts on the subject of Langhorne's 100 
Mile National Open Championship Race. Many of 
the car owners and mechanics had become par­
ticularly sharp at preparing and setting up 
the cars for the race. The officials knew what 
to look for and how to deal with the situa­
tions that generally developed. Management had 
learned to walk upon pretty firm ground in its 
annual planning for the race and in the devel­
opment and evolution of its rules, regulations 
and specifications. The basic factor in all of 
this that had remained fairly constant down 
thru the years was the track itself--the one 
mile circle of oiled dirt. Even though its' 
changing condition from year to year presented 
problems for many, still many others had be­
come experts at dealing with its vagaries.

The year of 1965 became the great leveler 
for this race. Everyone realized in advance 
that the new macadam track would change the 
complexion of the race considerably and vari­
ous alterations in rules, regulations and con­
ditions were made in anticipation of the ex­
pected ‘new look'. As things turned out, what­
ever anyone had thought was insufficient; the 
changes didn't go far enough; many things were
