REMBRANDT of the Raceways, Ron
Burton, an artist that can put on "can-
vas' a likeness of a race car which is
almost photographically perfect in detail

Nicknamed "Remy' - short for Rem-
brandt - by members of the racing fra-
ternity. Burton has no formal art training.
He does, however, have an extensive racing background. Everett
Burton, Ron's father was a race driver, he lost his life at Kokomo,
Indiana. Ron's brothers are all involved in racing. Brother Dale is a
driver, Larry is a mechanic, a story in himself for he was stricken by
polio in 1962 and has since been confined to a wheel chair, but
nevertheless is one of racing's best. Joe, the youngest of the four
Burfons is also a mechanic.

Ron, in addition to having natural talent with a pencil or brush, is
also handy with the mechanical end of a race car. In 1962, while
working on a race car in California, Ron broke his leg. Being laid up
he began to sketch race cars. It wasn't long before the talent, un-
discovered until that time, began to show through. At first, Ron gave
the sketches and pictures to the drivers and car owners. Since that
time, Ron estimates that he has sold over 300 of his art pieces and
several of his originals have been reproduced and sold throughout
the nation.

In addition to his sketches and reproductions, Ron also does por-
