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THE WHITE FLAG . . . This one means 
simply “one more lap’’ . . . we’ve been a 
little too busy to count them, and this lets 
us know that we are starting on that last 
long lap. We're always glad to see this one, 
but the one we really wait for is:

THt CHECKERED FLAG . . . This is the 
big one. the one we've been waiting for . . . 
it means it's all over but the shouting. We 
all want to get under this one first, but of 
course we can't all do it. We keep trying, 
though, and I guess that's why you keep 
coming back. Thanks for the ride? Don't 
mention it . . . come again. And remember, 
when you drive your own car, although 
there are no flag signals, keep your eye 
on those traffic signs and obey them . . . 
they're the “flag signals of the highway.”

THE RED FLAG ... As always, this is the 
danger flag. Just like the red in a stop sign, 
it means STOP . . . and right now! There 
may have been a bad spill . . . perhaps 
someone has been hurt, or the track is 
completely blocked . . . when we see this 
one, we get stopped as quickly as we can. 
The race may be restarted, but let’s find 
out what happened first.

THE BLACK FLAG . . . This is the “con­
sultation flag,” telling me to pull into the 
pits on the next lap ... it is often called 
the disqualification flag, but it doesn’t nec­
essarily mean that I have done something 
wrong ... a part may be hanging loose 
from my car, about to fall on the track in 
front of the other machines in the race. 
Can’t ignore this signal ... if I get it more 
than twice, I’ll be disqualified!

THE YELLOW FLAG . . . This is the “cau­
tion flag.” It tells us to slow down; to hold 
our position until the green flag is thrown 
again. The yellow flag indicates that there 
has been an accident on the track, or that 
the track has been partially blocked by a 
stalled car or a thrown wheel or other ob­
ject. The yellow flag will remain out until 
the officials have determined that no one is 
injured seriously or that the track is not 
completely blocked. If there is a “safety 
ear,” we must remain in line behind it until 
either the red. or green flag is displayed.

THE BLUE FLAG WITH DIAGONAL 
STRIPE . . . This is the “passing flag.” 
It indicates that a faster car is about to 
lap me ... he has already passed me, and 
he now has a complete lap on me. This 
flag tells me to “hold my groove” or posi­
tion on the track until I am passed. There 
he goes . . . but I’m not worried ... he 
may not last long at that pace.

THE GREEN FLAG . . . Here we go again. 
This is the starting gun, the opening whis­
tle .. . the race is on! The green flag tells 
us that the race is officially started, and 
during the long events, keeps us informed 
that the track is clear ahead . . . hang on! 
Here comes that first turn!

Although the drivers that you will see in competition today may appear to be the most haphazard and 
devil-may-care competitors in the world of sports, their actions while on the track, either in practice or 
competition, are very strictly covered by the racing flag code, and the penalty for disobeying these flags is 
disqualification. Although the meanings of the vari-colored flags are well known to most racing fans, let’s 
review them as you will see them used today by the starter. Imagine yourself the passenger in one of the 

competing cars as the driver explains the meanings of the various flags:

THE CROSSED FLAGS . . . Half way! 
Crossed flags tell us that the race is half 
over. It makes no difference which ones 
the starter uses. He holds the cJoth of the 
flags along the handle so we don’t confuse 
his meaning ... if it’s a “hundred-miler,” 
this signal means that there are only fifty 
to go . . . can’t back off yet!

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Long Pond, Pa.—Bryan Osgood, a used car dealer from Elmira, New York, 
bested an outstanding field of Modified/Sportsman stock car drivers Sunday at 
Pocono International Raceway to claim victory in the 150 lap Modified/Sports­
man National Championship race held on the Pocono 3A mile oval. Osgood 
shot past Dutch Hoag to take the lead on the 123rd lap and held his advantage 
throughout the final laps to claim a slim fifty yard victory over the Dutchman in 
the special long distance. Young Jeff Bodine from Waverly, New York, finished 
the race third with 148 complete laps while Al Tasnady from Vineland, New 
Jersey was fourth and Wayne Edwards from Friendsville, Pennsylvania was fifth.

Osgood, running an all new Aluminum Chevrolet 427 cubic inch engine in 
his familiar Valiant bodied car picked up over $2,000 for his efforts. He started 
in fifteenth position but quickly moved up to challenge the leaders before finally 
slipping past Hoag who led the way for the first 122 laps.

There were no major accidents in the inaugural race for the class at Pocono 
giving the capacity crowd a full day of uninterrupted competition.

On August 31 racing returns to Pocono International Raceway with the 
running of the 100 lap Championship race for the ARDC and NEMA Midgets.

A veil of silver mist silhouetted 
against the achingly-blue skies of 
June . . . a cascade of foam and swirl 
in a woodland glade: this is the 
beauty awaiting the visitor to the 
waterfalls of the Poconos.

Pocono International Raceway is one of 
the new breed of automobile racing facilities 
being built around the country in response 
to the tremendous growth of the sport and the 
demand for really first rate racing plants. 
Unlike many dated single-purpose designs or 
multi-purpose tracks built around one type of 
racing, Pocono was conceived to provide 
ideal facilities for virtually all types of auto­
motive competition. Equally important to the 
continued growth of the sport, Pocono was 
designed with the spectator in mind as well 
as the racer.

The five track Pocono International Race­
way complex features a 2’/2 mile champion­
ship oval, a % mile oval, a 1.8 mile road

The 
3A mile oval and drag strip feature traditional 
designs that blend well into the design of 
the complex.

Pocono International Raceway is one of 
the few large racing facilities in the world 
offering 100 per cent visibility of all courses 
from the grandstand. As a result, the specta­
tor enjoys a completely unobstructed view 
and the races can be televised or filmed under 
ideal working conditions. Other spectator 
conveniences include ultra-modern refresh­
ment areas, rest rooms, spacious parking lots, 
easy access to nearby resorts and camping 
areas, and a network of super highways link­
ing the track with all Eastern metropolitan 
areas.

The design of an automobile racetrack is 
the function of a large number of factors; 
budget, type of races, driver and spec­
tator safety, optimum spectator visibility, 
tire wear, and other factors. It is a re­
sponsible task to properly design a simple 
oval racetrack. Consider then the design 
complexities of a larger multi - purpose 
raceway where all racing circuits use one 
common straight-away. One of the most 
difficult aspects is to obtain the optimum 
design in each racing circuit by use of 
proper transitions. Thus, the 3/4-mile oval 
design is influenced by the other racing 
circuits common to its layout. As a result, 
the POCONO 3/4-mile oval has front and 
back straight-aways 880 feet in length 
and radii of approximately 350 feet. The 
degree of banking entering the first turn 
is less than 1° while the second turn is 
6°, the third turn is 3° and the fourth turn 
less than 1°. The oval is 40 feet wide 
except for the main straightaway which 
is 100 feet in width and therefore has the 
affect of increasing the radii of the first 
and fourth turns somewhat compensating 
for the nearly flat surfaces. The wide 
front straightaway will give drivers an 
excellent opportunity to maneuver for po­
sitions and the lack of similarity between 
the four turns will give drivers an oppor­
tunity to display their total driving skill.
