While the yearbook is a creation of my own, it has not been done without 
the help of Warren Franklin, secretary of the ARA, Reita Woodmansee of the PRA, 
Roger Adams of the SSSRA, Bea Crum of the PCRA and Ron Dorsey of the AMRA.

Karl Korbacher and Harry Muller gave of their time and talents to provide 
most of the pictures that are contained in the yearbook.

The Historical Section is the high point of the 1970 yearbook. In it, you 
will be able to follow the progress of the Arizona Racing Association from its 
inception in 1951 through the 1970 season.... from the old Jalopies to the Full­
house cars to the present day sprints....from the old quarter mile cars to 
the half mile action. A complete list of winners and the totals for each driver 
are listed, not only for the ARA, but for CRA, Modifieds, Midgets and Late 
Model Stocks. South Mountain Speedway is also listed. Total victories scored 

all divisions may contain some surprises.
What lies ahead? Well, the coming years promise to be even better than 

the past. The Arizona Racing yearbook will continue to grow and possibly by 
next year we will have a complete history from the old Tucson, Globe and 
Coolidge tracks to add to the Historical section.

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THE 1970 STATE CHAMPION
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"Flying" Frank McDaniel had an up and down year in 1970; however there 
were more ups than there were downs, so Frank won the Arizona Racing Association 
championship for . the second time. The season started on a down note as Frank 
could do no better than ninth in the opening race. He missed the next race 
and failed to finish in the third event. Things then picked up thanks to 
a new ride. Three mechanical failures and a crash kept Frank from making a 
runaway of the point chase.

Frank started racing in Tucson in I960 and won the state championship 
two years later. On his way to the 19&3 driving crown, he won seven main 
events in Tucson and two at Manzanita. During his ten year career he has 
finished in the top ten all but three years.

In 1970 McDaniel strung together five straight victories to take a 
commanding point lead heading into the stretch drive. He got on his head 
for the first time ever on Sept. 19 and was lucky to even finish out the 
season. A mechanical failure on Sept. 26 allowed Bob Huebner to close the 
gap and Frank went into the season finale needing to finish the main event 
in order to win the crown. Frank drove a smooth, heady race and finished 
third in the 75 lapper to win the title by 100 points.

Frank announced his retirement from the sport of speed following the 
race. The many fans that voted him the most popular driver of the year 

of course, hoping that 1971 will bring a change of heart and that Frank 
will once again fly around Manzanita’a half mile oval.

THE MEEK & DILL I ON STABLE OF CARS

The team of Loyd Meek and Joe Di 11 ion joined with Frank McDaniel to 
form a torrid combination in the 1970 racing season as they won the car 
owners championship. The Capital Supply Spl. won five straight main events. 
This was the longest win streak in ARA competition since Bill Cheesbourg 
strung togeter ten in a row fifteen years earlier. Their #1 car also won 
six heat races, a trophy dash and set fast time once.

To make their feat more remarkable, the team of Meek & Di 11 ion owned 
two other cars and they both finished in the top ten. The #22 car, driven 
by Dick Morgan, finished fourth and the #12 car, with Benton Burns at the 
wheel, finished eighth. Morgan won a ARA feature and Burns topped the field 
i n a CRA even t.

The Meek & Di 11 ion cars entered 54 races in ARA competition and finished 
in the top twelve 44 times. In addition to Capital Supply Co., the team had 
Quality Drywall and Desert Air Conditioning as sponsors.

Jerry McClung, razor sharp from the winter races on the quarter mile 
track, easily won the fifty lap feature race on March 1A. While the other 
drivers were rusty from four months of inactivity, the Termite had strung 
together nine straight wins in the Limited Modified division and was ready 
to race when the first green flag fell on the 1970 season.

Bob Huebner of Tucson received the dubious honor of becoming the first 
driver in the fence when he rammed the wall during qua 1ifications. Benton 
Burns was the night's fastest qualifier at 22.A-6. Weince Bailey won the 
trophy dash, edging Burns, Bob Cleberg and Marion Smiley.

Fred Myer moved the Wally Downs Chevy from fifth to first in the first 
heat race as he lead Sonny Lawson, Roy Hicks, John Zerbe and Art Mankel 
under the checkered flag. Charlie Yateman of El Paso, Texas was tops in the 
second heat. Behind him at the end of six laps were Frank McDaniel, Baheej 
Hindi, Ken Korkosz and Robert Harrell. Billy Shuman started last in the 
nine car field for the third heat, but he moved through the pack to beat 
Joe Clay, Richard Blaney, Dennis Matousek and Tom McCoy. McClung had the 
pole for the fast heat and led all the way. Behind him at the finish were 
Wayne Basham, Buddy Taylor, Bob Moore and Bailey.

Roy Hicks of Socorro, New Mexico and Herb Crawford of Phoenix shared 
the front row for the Semi and raced wheel to wheel for seven laps before 
Crawford exited the race with mechanical problems. Hicks took the win, 
beating Mankel, Harrell, Owen Wildman and Sil Modesti.

The out of state drivers threatened to run away with the fifty lap 
feature, but faded in the late stages of the race. Billy Powell of Albu­
querque led until the eighth lap and then gave way to Jim Darley of El 
Paso. Darley flew around the half mile oval and held off all challenges 
until lap #38. McClung took over at that point and the race was then 
for second. Wayne Basham got by the Texan for the place position three 
laps from the end. Darley placed third, Burns was fourth, Matousek got 
fifth and Bailey was sixth.

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Bob Moore's 22.68 led the qualifiers for the Sprint car program on 
March 21. Marlon Smiley (22.7*+) » Jim Darley (22.7*+) and Benton Burns 
(22.85) also qualified for the trophy dash. Smiley took the win In the 
three lap event In 1.09:83.

Bill Sullivan looked like a sure winner in the first heat, but his 
car slowed with less than two laps remaining and he faded to third behind 
Art Mankel and Sonny Lawson. Tommy Tait took top honors in the second 
heat as he led all the way to beat Al Ervine, Herb Crawford, Ken Korkosz, 
Sil Modesti and Dean Cowan. Dennis Matousek beat Wayne Basham, Weince 
Bailey, and Billy Shuman. McClung again had the pole in the fast heat 
and it took little effort for him to best Frank McDaniel, Burns, Darley 
and Moore.

Sullivan had made the necessary adjustments to his car for the 
semi and he won the 15 lap event in 7.17:*+5o Mankel, Korkosz, Larry 
Clark and Sonny Lawson trailed Bill across the line.

An eight car pile up, triggered by a spin by Gene Brown, necessatated 
re-start for the forty lap feature race. The crash eliminated Robert 

Harrell and Dean Cowan. All the other cars went to the tail end for the 
re-start.

Wayne Basham had the pole and chalked up his second career victory 
he led from wire to wire to edge McClung. The victory moved Wayne to 

within four points of McClung's point lead. Six other drivers finished 
on the same lap with the leaders 
Brown, Darley and Burns.

The 23.15 posted by Gene Brown in car #7 was the fastest of the 
night on April 4. McClung had second fast time at 23.61. Other drivers 
in the dash were Basham and Jerry Miller. Basham continued his winning 
ways as he edged McClung in the three lapper.

Heat races were won by Sonny Lawson, Herb Crawford, Dick Morgan 
and Wei nee Bailey. Owen Wildman finished second behind Lawson in the 
first heat. Behind him came Fred Myer, Fred Jordon and Ron McCorkle. 
Billy Shuman, Larry Clark, Sil Modesti and John Zerbe trailed Crawford 
in the second heat. Morgan was driving the car that carried Bob Cleberg 
to the 1969 championship and had little trouble in beating Matousek, 
Burns, Tait and Moore. Jerry McClung was gunning for his third straight 
heat race victory in the fourth heat, but had to settle for second behind 
Bailey. Gene Brown placed third ahead of Marion Smiley and Basham.

Ten cars took the green flag in the ten lap semi main. Herb Crawford 
outjumped rookie driver Larry Clark and took the win in the time of 
A.49:04. The rookie looked very impressive as he finished second, beating 
Fred Jordon, Owen Wildman and Frank McDaniel.

Gene Brown and Jerry McClung shared the front row as the cars started 
straight up. Brown gunned the Cooper & Sons Chevy out front and held 
the lead for the first nine circuits. The car quit him the next time 
around and Gene pulled in giving the lead to Jerry. Wayne Basham then 
took up the chase and kept the pressure on the "Termite" for the remaining 
20 laps; however, Jerry responded to the pressure and kept the Caudle 
Chevy in the groove to notch his second win and keep the point lead. 
Bailey turned in another faultless performance and finished third. Bob 
Moore's fourth place finish was his best of the young season. The 19&9 
Rookie of the Year, Billy Shuman, brought the Gabe S- Tillie Ford home 
in fifth. Behind the top five came Morgan, Miller, Burns, Matousek, 
Tait, Modesti and Clark.

The 29 cars that took qualifying runs on Friday night, Apr. 17, 
were paced by the Carsten-Brown Chevy, driven by Don Hamilton of El 
Cajon. Gene Brown started on the pole of the dash after setting fourth 
quick time and crossed the line in front of Benton Burns, Hamilton and 
Jim Darley.

The top five in the first heat were Owen Wildman, Sonny Lawson, 
Ron McCorkle, Art Mankel and Bill Sullivan. Al Ervine beat Herb Crawford, 
Sil Modesti, Ken Korkosz and Keith Morgan in the second heat, 
second heat, Larry Clark brushed the fence and Kenny Bartee spun. Gene 
Brown replaced Dennis Matousek as the driver of #15 and won the third heat 
from the pole. Frank McDaniel was the fastest in the fourth heat, beating 
Billy Shuman, Weince Bailey, Burns and Darley.

Rookie driver Sil Modesti bested veteran driver Herb Crawford in the 
semi main. Crawford had the pole but Modesti kept working on him until 
he slipped past on the eighth lap.

Smiley 
got the jump and led the pack the first time around. Frank McDaniel 
slipped past Moore and took up the chase, but Smiley had the Jerry 
Jenkins car flying as he went after his first ARA main event victory. 
Wayne Basham was after the point lead, but saw his chance go by when 
he did a 3&0, hit the fence and blew a tire.

The checkered flag fell first on Smiley and then on McDaniel. 
Bob Moore placed third ahead of Shuman, Jim Darley, Robert Harrell, 
Benton Burns, Hamilton, Jerry Miller, Modesti and Crawford.

Dennis Matousek drove the new Bill 
Rousch Chevy to victory in the third heat. Billy Shuman placed second 
in the Ford ahead of Robert Harrell, Bob Huebner and Wayne Basham. 
The Quality Drywall cars driven by Benton Burns and Frank McDaniel, 
crossed the line first in the fast heat. Brown was third, Bailey was 
fourth and Taylor placed fifth.

Bill Sullivan started in the front row of the semi and set the 
pace through the first eight laps before giving way to Herb Crawford. 
Herb started sixth in the 17 car field and finished a straightaway ahead 
of Sullivan, Ervine, Wildman and Bisch.

Skip Carpenter started on the pole of the 30 lap feature but Bob 
Huebner beat him into the first turn and led all the way to notch his 
first win of the season. Burns moved from fourth to second while his 
team mate, Frank McDaniel came from fifth to third. Billy Shuman had 
another good finish as he garnered fourth ahead of Bailey, Brown and 
Basham. Basham's finish moved him past McClung into the point lead. 
Eighth through twelfth spots were taken by Bob Moore, Jim Darley, 
Herb Crawford, Matousek, Carpenter.

an average of 22.9^ per lap. Huebner won the coin toss following the 
dash and called for a straight up start in the feature.

Art Mankel again had a front row position for the first heat and 
the pack never caught up. Dave Culp, a fine young rookie, started last 
in the eight car field and finished second beating Kenny Bartee, Steve 
Godsey and Sonny Lawson. Fred Myer bested Fred Jordon, Billy Shuman, 
Herb Crawford and Sil Modesti in the second heat. Buddy Taylor was tops 
in the third six lapper as he crossed the line in front of Al Ervine, 
Dick Morgan, Gary Ponzini and Weince Bailey. Morgan was filling in for 
Benton Burns and Ponzini was visiting from California in the Pop Miller 
Chevy. There was little passing in the fourth heat as Dennis Matousek 
and Bob Moore shared the front row and finshed first and second. Darley 
beat Basham for third and Huebner placed fifth.

Tommy McCoy won the ten lap semi as he out distanced Fred Jordon, 
Art Mankel, Sonny Lawson and Art Mankel.

The straight up start gave Gene Brown the pole for the fifty lap main 
event and that was more advantage than the Tiger needed. For the fifth 
race in the row a front row car took the checkered flag first and Brown 
was well out front of the pack when he finished. Huebner placed second 
ahead of Frank McDaniel and Jim Darley. Point leader Wayne Basham flipped 
on the 31st lap and this, coupled with a fourth place finish by Darley 
cut his lead to a mere six points. Gary Ponzini took a while to get used 
to Manzanita’s half mile oval but once he did, he came from the seventh 
row to place a creditable fifth.

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Big Bob Moore toured Manzanita's half mile oval in 22.38 to lead all 
qualifiers in the May 23 races. Jim Darley of El Paso had the night’s 
second fast time and moved two points out front in the point chase. 
Weince Bailey closed to within four points of the lead with a win in the 
trophy dash after setting fourth quick time. Gene Brown finished second 
in the three lap run for the trophy.

Art Mankel slipped past Sonny Lawson on the fourth lap of the first 
heat and coasted to victory over Lawson, Dave Culp, Bill Moeller and 
Paul Bible. Herb Crawford won an accident marred second heat race. The 
first accident occurred when Steve Godsey went end over end over the top 
of Jerry Miller’s former mount which was being driven by Keith Morgan. 
Then as the cars took the checkered flag, Kenny Bartee crashed. Larry 
Clark finished second behind Crawford. John Zerbe was third and Dick 
Kenney placed fourth. Fred Myer topped the field in the third heat as 
he moved from the front row to edge Dennis Matousek, Tommy McCoy, Sil 
Modesti and Marion Smiley.

The Quality Drywall team of Frank McDaniel, Benton Burns and Dick 
Morgan copped the first three spots in the fourth heat. Bob Huebner and 
Gene Brown trailed the yellow cars across the finish line.

Crawford jumped out front on the first lap of the semi and lasted 
through two yellow flags to notch the win. Kenny Bartee brought out the 
yellow on the first lap when he spun. Five laps later, Bartee went end 
over end down the back chute and demolished his car. Kenny was hospi­
talized with back injuries. Art Bisch placed second in the semi ahead 
of Larry Clark, Kenney and Mankel.

Dennis Matousek had the pole for the 30 lap feature and held off 
Dick Morgan for two laps. After that it was all over but the shouting 
as Morgan, driving the only Modified type car in the field, went after 
his first career victory. Matousek made him work for it, but Morgan was 
not to be denied. Basham moved back into the point lead as he edged 
Bailey for third. Rounding out the top ten were Brown, Crawford, 
Ervine, Bisch, Darley and Myer.

Only four cars were able to stay on the same lap with Brown as he 
poured the coal to the Cooper Chevy. McDaniel slowed with four laps 
remaining and Shuman moved into the third spot to finish behind Brown 
and Bailey. Bailey moved back into the point lead with his second place 
effort. McDaniel was fourth and Dennis Matousek placed fifth. Only ten 
cars finished the grind. Others to take the checkerered flag were 
Keith Morgan, Bill Sullivan, Herb Crawford, Art Mankel and Dave Culp.

Weince Bailey tripped the clocks in a quick 22.83 and the ten points 
for fast time moved the Mighty Mite into the point lead. Bailey was the 
only driver to break the 22 second barrier. Jim Darley (23.08), Gene 
Brown (23.31) and Frank McDaniel (23.35) were the other drivers in the 
trophy dash. McDaniel beat Brown into the first turn and held him back 
for the win in the three lapper. Frank’s winning time was 1.09:29, 
an average of 23.09 per lap.

Paul Marciano made his return to Sprint car racing in the first heat 
as he drove Bob Foster’s Chevy to a second place finish behind Owen 
Wildman. Paul Bible finished third, Sonny Lawson fourth and Keith Morgan 
fi fth.

McDaniel slipped into the Carsten-Brown Chevy in the second heat and 
moved it from fifth to first. The Tucson leadfoot easily outdistanced 
Art Mankel, Larry Clark, Fred Jordan and Don Appley.

Wayne Basham moved back into the point lead with 
in the third heat. Ken Korkosz, a driver showing rapid improvement, kept 
the Register's West Chevy in front of the pack to notch the win. Billy 
Shuman was second.

Benton Burns was on the pole for the fast heat, but Dennis Matousek 
outjumped him into the first turn and the Flying Florist had to be 
content with a second place finish. Bob Moore placed third ahead of 
McDaniel and Darley.

Sonny Lawson won his first semi of the year as he beat Dave Culp 
into turn #1 and then held off Paul Marciano's charge to the checkered 
flag. Paul started last in the nine car field and showed no signs of 
being rusty after his long lay off from sprint competition. Culp placed 
third, Wildman was fourth and Morgan fifth.

A straight up start gave Bailey the pole for the fifty lap feature 
and the green flag found him moving out. Jim Darley chased him for two 
laps, then retired to the pits. Brown and McDaniel then took up the 
chase. Bailey was picture perfect until the 27th lap when he pushed 
high in the #2 turn and it cost him the lead as Brown sped by. Bailey 
managed to hang onto to second with McDaniel and Billy Shuman battling 
for thi rd.

Owen Wildman passed six cars en route to a win in the first heat 
race. Rookie driver Dave Culp placed second with Sonny Lawson third and 
Paul Bible fourth. John Zerbe edged Herb Crawford in the second heat. 
Larry Clark was third and Frank McDaniel drove the #12 car to a fourth 
place finish. Marion Smiley was tops in the third heat as he bested 
Bob Huebner, Paul Marciano, Dennis Matousek and Tom McCoy. Dick Morgan 
beat Bob Cleberg, Brown, Bailey and Basham in the fast heat.

The officers, president Mary Bartee, vice-president Judy Matousek, second 
vice-president Betty Bailey, recording secretary Barbara Miller, treasurer Shirley 
Brown and corresponding secretary Wi lene Mahnert, gave excellent leadership through 
that first trial-and-error year.

The forty members gave their time and talents in varied and sometimes strange 
ways, the original booth, donated by Bill Moody of Apace Builders and Supply, was 
replaced by a larger booth handmade by Mary Bartee, Margurette and Warren Franklin 
and Duane Dice. While the women were still bandaging their hammered thumbs, Lloyd 
Meek delivered the booth to the track. Many members volunteered their time on race 
nights to work in the booth.

Margurette Franklin took the responsibility of arranging the bake sales, while 
Judy Matousek made her home available for the successful rummage sale. The proceeds 
from the rummage sale were used to buy trophies awarded to every driver and owner who 
entered at least eight races, and for prize money from the eleventh through the 
twentieth places.

Lou McGonagle headed a committee which got more than $800 worth of trophies 
donated to drivers and owners. This greatly benefitted the championship fund since, 
previously, the trophies were purchased by the A.R.A. which reduced the amount of 
prize money.

Sandy Morgan planned the Championship Banquet from the door prizes to the 
ticket sales. The months of planning and work took their toll in a slight attack on 
Sandy’s ulcer, but the banquet was a social success. Donations of door prizes and 
floral arrangements combined with sound budgeting made the banquet a financial venture 
independent of both the A.R.A. and the Auxilliary treasuries.

Some of the members gave their time to the Glendale Nursing Home. Margurette 
Franklin, Polly Cooper and Norma Basham visited the Home with small gifts, conver­
sation and goodwill. Barbara Miller, Wilene Mahnert and Helen Brock wint to the Home 
twice to give permanents to the elderly patients.

After several of the monthly business meetings, guest speakers, invited by 
Mary Bartee, spoke to the Auxilliary on subjects ranging from a sports writers view 
of racing to drug abuse.

The Auxilliary is entering its second year with many lessons learned, some 
problems unsolved, a growing membership and a great sense of pride in accomplishment.

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The first CRA race of 1970 at Manzanita Speedway was held on April 
11 and drew 47 cars for qualfiying runs. 25 out of state drivers were 
in the field.

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WESTERN
UNITED STATES CHAMPIONSHIP

The field for the first two Western United States Championship races 
had been tough but they were meek by comparison to the field assembled on 
Oct. 8, 9 £■ 10. Drivers from throughout the nation invaded Manzanita Speed­
way trying for the pot of gold in the third annual Western States classic.

Keith Hall out did himself in staging the event. The $12,500 event 
carried with it the pageantry of a championship football game. All employees 
were nattily attired in tuxedoes. The driver of the trophy car was dressed 
in white tie and tails. The track, as usual was in excellent shape.

Unlike championship races at other tracks, qualifying is not all im­
portant in the Western. Qualifying earns choice berths in one of the four 
heat races that are held on each of the first two nights of action. Finish­
ing positions in the heats determine starting spots in the finals. The 
fastest qualifier on each night has the pole for the first heat. The second 
fastest driver goes on the pole for the second heat and so forth. Even 
though a driver might experience problems in his timed runs, he can still 
make it into the feature by finishing in the top three in his qualifying 
heat. Fourth, fifth and sixth go into the semi while the seventh and eighth 
place finishers make the consolation.

Fifty-five cars took their two qualifying runs on the opening night. 
Bob Cleberg, winner of the first Western States race in 1968, sizzled with 
a clocking of 22.22 to gain the pole in the first heat. Billy Wilkerson of 
El Monte, Calif., had second fast time, Eddie Leavitt of Kansas City had 
third time and Jan Opperman of Beaver Crossing, Nebr. was fourth quickest.

Cleberg, the 1969 Arizona driving champion from Tucson, went after the 
pole of the main as he took the Art Crouse Chevy out front of the pack and 
showed them his tail for the fifteen laps. Joe Saldana, 1970 National Sprint 
Champion from Lincoln, Nebr., took second and Albuquerque's Buddy Taylor was 
third. Gordon Cole, the night's fifth fastest qualifier, earned the pole for 
the semi with a fourth place finish. Others to make it into the semi were 
Ron Perkins, Woodriver, 111., and Paul Turner, Lakewood, Calif..

Billy Wilkerson, the CRA point leader, edged two other California 
drivers in the second heat race. Bob Evans and Jimmy Oskie chased Wilkerson 
to the checkered flag. Marty Kinerk, the 1968 Arizona Late Model Stock Car 
champion, Bob Moore of Phoenix and Ron Rea of California earned berths in 
the semi.

Eddie Leavitt got the first victory for the midwestern drivers as he 
bested Dick Morgan of Phoenix and Gene Gennetten of Kansas City placed third 
and made it into the main. Drivers going into the semi were Clark Temple­
man, Richie Barnes and Steve Chassey.

The night's final heat gave Phoenix' Gene Brown a chance to show his 
stuff as he took the measure of the field in the fifteen lap heat. Behind 
Brown at the finish were Cliff Sealock and Jan Opperman. Opperman limped 
in with a very sick engine and was lucky to finish high enough to make it 
into the feature. Jim Wood, Ed French and Herb Crawford trailed the leaders.

At the end of the first night's action, there were many drivers of 
championship calibre that had failed to qualify for either the main or 
semi. Listed among them were the 1970 North America Dirt Track Champion, 
Ralph Quarterson. Ralph had put forth a tremendous effort in his heat and 
was moving up. on the leaders when he spun the Jerry Jenkins car and wound 
up seventh. Charlie Yateman, El Paso's 1969 Champion could do no better 
than ninth in his heat. Such was the competition on Oct. 8, 1970 at the 
"World Series of Sprint Car Racing".



SECOND NIGHT ACTION
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The track was slower the following night, but the competition was 
just as tough. Jerry McClung had received special permission from USAC 
to compete in the Western and he set fast time in the Steve Stapp Chevy. 
Forty-nine cars timed in for the four qualifying heats. Jerry’s fast 
time lap tripped the clocks at 22.59, considerably slower than Cleberg's 
time the night before. However, the cars that ran on Friday night were not 
competing against those that had timed the night before. There were twelve 
spots remaining to be filled in the feature.

McClung demonstrated the skill that made him one of USAC's top midget 
drivers as he wheeled the Stapp car to a smashing victory over Jay Woodside 
and Lonnie Jensen. Al Ervine, Jon Backlund and Paul Till made it into the 
semi .

"Mr. Excitement" Dick Sutcliffe had the fans roaring as he high-grooved 
to victory in the second heat and earned a second row starting berth in 
the fifty lap feature. Tempe's Billy Shuman put the first Ford in the show 
with a surprisingly strong second place finish. Bob Huebner, the 1969 
Western States Champion, failed to make the feature when he tangled with 
Shuman and spun five times down the back chute. Roger Rager took third. 
Positions in the semi went to Larry Clark, Richy Blaney and Dean Cowan.

The 1968 National Sprint Car champion, Ray Lee Goodwin paced the 
field in the third heat. ARA point leader Frank McDaniel was second and 
Wayne Basham edged Weince Bailey in the final turn for third. Joining 
Bailey in the semi were Johnny Suggs and Colby Scroggins.

Bud Gilbert of Santa Ana, Calif., beat another CRA ace, Don Hamilton, 
in the final heat. Benton Bruns earned the 24th starting berth in the main 
by finishing third. Filling the field in the semi were Jerry Miller, Lee 
Robison and Curt Waters.

The stage was set for the final showdown with 24 of the best drivers 
in the nation ready to battle in the fifty lap feature.

Ralph Quarterson, Gene Genneten, Lonnie Jensen, Dick Suttcliffe, Jan 
Opperman and Ray Lee Goodwin seem more interested in Kris Black, "Miss 
Manzanita", than in the winners trophy.



THE FINALS OF THE WORLD SERIES
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Eight o'clock, Oct. 10 found 23 drivers ready to race in the fifteen 
lap consolation race. At stake were two final starting berths in the semi 
which could lead to a possible start in the feature.

Larry Demaree of Albuquerque jumped to an early lead and held back 
hard charging Lloyd Beckman to take the win in the consy. Rich Barney 

had the mis-fortune to be the first man out of the race as his car lasted 
only two laps. Tom Roa, Compton, Calif., flipped on the sixth lap just 
after Gary Horton had caught the fence. Bob Spencer of El Paso placed 
third ahead of Roy Bryant and Tom McCoy.

Gordon Cole and Marty Kinerk shared the front row in the 25 lap semi 
and they had a donnybrook for the entire distance as they went after the 
final two spots in the feature. Kinerk, of Southgate, Calif, and a regular 
competitor with the CRA, brought the Pop Miller Chevy home first with Cole 
a close second. Weince Bailey just missed the main event with his third 
place finish. Steve Chassey of Sunland, Calif, flipped on the thirteenth 
1 ap.

Twenty-six cars took the green flag from Norm Zeeman to start the run 
for the lion's share of the purse; however, Gene Gennetten and Marty Kinerk 
tangled in the second turn and the restart flag came out. Kinerk sheared 
off a wheel and was unable to continue.

The expected battle between Cleberg and McClung never came about as 
Cleberg's car was not at full power when the race started and Bob lasted 
only two laps. With Cleberg out, eight Arizona drivers remained in the 
race. McClung set the pace for the first seven laps and had things under 
control until a car spun and brought out the yellow for the first time. 
The cars closed up under the yellow and when the green fell, Dick Sutt- 
cliffe flew by Jerry to take the lead. Billy Shuman, coming all the way 
from the sixth row, moved by McClung into second.

Suttcliffe wa$ having a tire problem, however, and both Shuman and 
McClung passed him on the eleventh lap. Shuman had the Ford flying and 
stayed in front of McClung until lap #17. Jerry slipped past and started 
putting distance on his townmate. Suttcliffe's tire finally let go on the 
18th lap and once again Mr. Excitement failed to finish the big one.

Gene Brown was getting the Herb Cooper Chevy working and he finally 
got by Shuman for the second spot. Behind the leaders, the pack was doing 
some of the best racing ever seen in Arizona. While Billy Wilkerson held 
a comfortable fourth, Joe Saldana, Dick Morgan, Frank McDaniel and Jimmy 
Oskie were switching positions in every turn.

McClung poured it on right on to the checkered flag and crossed the 
line well in front of Brown, Shuman and Wilkerson. Saldana took fifth, 
McDaniel sixth, Oskie seventh and Morgan eighth. Benton Burns received 
the passing trophy as he came from 24th to 9th. Jay Woodside placed tenth.

The Western States race was over and Arizona had again put it on the 
visitors by copping the first three places, and six of the top ten. Next 
year could be a different story....But will it?

The week following the Western States race, Keith Hall staged the 
Phoenix 100 at Phoenix International Raceway.

Tom Sneva of Spokane, Wash, drove his rear-engined car to victory over 
Jimmy Gordon and Norm Ellefson in the second heat race. Al Murie, Jon Back- 
lund, Dick Zimmerman and Lee Robison trailed.

Phoenix1 Bob Moore had the fans on their feet as he drove through the 
pack to take the win on the final lap of the third heat. Moore bested Gary 
Weir, a former Tucson resident, Don Hamilton of El Cajon and Walt Reiff of 
Anaheim, Ca1if..Trai1ing the top four were Dick Suttcliffe, Wayne Basham, 
Vern Church and Art Bisch, Jr..

Bob Evans of Long Beach, Calif, topped the field in the fourth heat. 
Buddy Taylor placed second and Bud Gilbert was third. Fourth went to Dick 
Morgan, Wes Brunner was fifth, Jack Clegg sixth, Herb Crawford seventh and 
Terry Kawell eighth.

Clark Templeman, on his way to becoming rookie of the year with the 
CRA, won the fifth heat in which Jerry McClung provided the most excitement. 
Jerry lost control of the Steve Stapp Chevy coming off the fourth turn and 
spun through the pit entrance. Pit men scattered in every direction and 
the car finally came to rest without touching anything. Jay Woodside, Joe 
Saldana, Jan Opperman, Benton Burns, Roy Hicks and Stan Simmons trailed 
Templeman to the checkered flag.
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THE FINALS OF THE PHOENIX 100
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The cars were back at the track on Oct. 18 and ready for action in 
the semi and the two fifty lap features. The Semi caontained the cars that 
hadifailed to earn a position in the feature race through their qualifying 
heats.

Vern Church drove his sprint car to a narrow victory over Larry Esau 
in the rear-engined Peat Brothers Chevy. Easu had problems early in the race 
and dropped all the way to the tail of the pack before finally getting up 
to racing speed. Church just managed to hold him off to take the win and 
earn a berth in the first feature. Roy Hicks finished third ahead of Ron 
Martin, Jack Clegg, Art Bisch and Herb Crawford.

The first main event saw the lead change hands eight times as the 
drivers became accustomed to the paved track in a hurry. Bob Seelman was 
the first leader as his roadster beat Sneva into the first turn. Sneva 
then took over but gave way to Bob Evans. Marty Kinerk moved from the 
third row and set the pace until his car quit him. Jimmy Gordon challenged 
Bob Evans and the two swapped the lead several times before Evans finally 
pulled away. Sneva was ousted when he was hit by Clark Templeman. At the 
end of the fifty lapper Evans was in front of Jimmy Gordon and JBob Moore.

The cars lined up for the second half of the Phoenix 100 according to 
their finishes in the first half. Bob Evans had the pole and quickly moved 
out front. However, Sneva was weaving his way through the pack and passed 
22 cars on his way to the front. He overtook Evans with less than ten laps 
to go and took the win in the second half. Evans placed second and Don 
Hamilton was third.

Evans was declared the overall winner after his first and second place 
efforts. Jimmy Gordon, with a second and fourth, was second overall. Big 
Bob Moore of Phoenix garnered third overall with his third and sixth.

There were a few minor accidents but the race was surprisingly safe. 
Although the crowd was below expectations, the faithful fans were rewarded 
with one of the best shows ever at Phoenix International Raceway. Every 

that attended hopes that the Phoenix 100 becomes an annual event.

At the finish, Al held a 23 second edge over brother Bobby. The Unser 
boys were the only drivers on the same lap. Ruby finished third, A.J.Foyt 
was fourth and Mike Mosley was fifth. Rounding out the top ten were Jim 
McElreath, George Snider, Steve Krisiloff, Karl Busson and Wally Dallenbach.

Phoenix International Raceway
The United States Auto Club raced three times at Phoenix International 

Raceway in 1970. The Indy cars raced twice and the Late Model Stocks ran once.
Charlie Alexander, owner of the Kon-Tiki Hotel, took over as racing 

director at the one mile paved oval and had a very successful year in his 
first try at promoting. The first race of the year was on March 28 when the 
Indy drivers competed in the Jimmy Bryan 150.

Mario Andretti set fast time for the event with a lap of 28.00. Al Unser 
was second fastest at 28.13 and Bobby Unser was next at 28.3^» Andretti jumped 
out front but could build no lead at all with Al Unser pressing him into every 
turn. Al decided that he wanted to lead the pack and went out front on the 
13th lap. The Johnny Lightning car soon put Andretti three seconds behind.

On lap A-2 the race was red flagged due to a six car pile up triggered 
when Nick Dloguardi spun down the front chute. Dioguardi had been driving 
along the inside of the track all the way around, lost control and did a 
series of spins which kept him low on the track. Johnny Anderson came upon 
him, braked hard, swerved to the right and contacted Bruce Jacobi and Gary 
Bettenhausen who had just moved into sixth. Gordon Johncock and George Snider 
came upon the spinning cars and attempted evasive action. Johncock went over 
the nose of Snider’s car and came to rest against the car that was driven by 
Dioguardi. Fuel flowed onto the track and ignited. Gordon stumbled from his 
car and was helped to safety. Although there were no injuries, the crash left 
six cars in sad shape.

After the race was resumed, Unser stood on it and began widening his lead 
over Andretti. Andretti entered the pits on the 7&th lap, came out two laps 
later and retired for good on the 83rd. The tightest racing of the day was 
between Bobby Unser, Art Pollard and Lloyd Ruby. From the time the race was 
re-started until about the 75th lap, the three were seldom more than five 
lengths apart. Bobby finally pulled away and Pollard exited on the 105th 
1 ap.

The largest field of the year, outside of the two 500 mile events, was 
at PIR for the running of the Bobby Ball 150. Not only was the field the largest 
it was also the fastest. The track record of 27.67 held by Al Unser was broken 
three times during the qualifying runs. A.J. Foyt, driving with a severe pain 
form a recent crash, was first to crack the standard as the tripped the clocks 
at 27.51. Bobby Unser lowered the standard to 27.28. Then Al Unser reclaimed 
the record with a sizzling 27.22.

Bobby Unser surprised his brother at the drop of the green flag as he 
took the Dan Gurney Eagle out front. Bobby opened up a lead ranging from one 
to six seconds before he was sidelined with a blown gear box on lap 63. Al 
then took command and set the pace until he ran into injector problems. The 
field started closing in and when Al went to the pits for fuel on the 128th 
lap, Roger McCluskey took over.

Roger and Swede Savage who was running second both made a pit stop for 
fuel on the 65th lap so it looked as though they would finish in that order. 
Swede would pull up on Roger in the turns, but the Clint Brawner prepared 
Scorpion would pull away from the Wes lake Ford on the chutes. The cars took 
the white flag with Roger in front, Savage second and Unser about two lengths 
back in third. Roger’s car belched fire as he entered the #2 turn and pushed 
high. Savage and Unser both sped by before Roger’s car regained power. It 
had run out of fuel.

Savage led only one lap but it paid off in victory for the personable 
veteran of the road courses. Unser was second and McCluskey took third. Wally 
Dallenbach finished fourth ahead of Jim McElreath, Johnny Rutherford, George 
Snider, Mario Andretti, Dick Simon and Billy Vukovich.

Andretti crashed his car during qualifications and was driving the STP 
Spl. which was qualified by Steve Krisiloff. Dee Jones of Phoenix missed the 
program by .06 seconds in the KRUX Radio Spl..

Foyt and McCluskey
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The Late Model Stocks made a rare appearance at PIR on April 18 and 
A.JO Foyt and Roger McCluskey gave the fans their money's worth. Foyt's 
Torino and the Superbird driven by McCluskey were about even on the track 
but Foyt came out about five seconds ahead in the pit stops.

Ray Elder surprised the USAC stars as he set fast time with his Dodge 
Daytona. Foyt had second fast time and Roger was third. Elder jumped out front 
and held the lead until he developed problems on the 15th lap. Foyt took the 
lead until he gave way to McCluskey on lap ^-2. Roger stayed in front until 
they both made their first pit stop on the 66th circuit. Foyt came out of the 
pits first but lost the lead two laps later when he nearly brushed the fence. 
While A.J. was fighting for control, Roger moved into the lead. The Superbird 
had the straightaway speed, but the Torino was making it through the turns 
better and Roger could build only a two second margin over the Texan.

Roger made his second pit stop on the 13^+th lap and was holding a two 
second margin at the time. Foyt made his final stop two laps later and came 
out holding a five second lead over Roger. McCluskey whittled at the lead 
but Foyt would not give up the last few yards. When the two cars crossed the 
finish line they were only one second apart.

Norm Nelson, McCluskey's car owner and team mate, was a distant third, 
seven laps behind the leaders. Billy Ries had the only Pony car that finished 
the 200 mile event and he brought his Camaro home fourth. Jack Bowsher was 
fifth.

Art Pollard and Don White, two of the pre-race favorites, had their share 
of problems during the day. Pollard spun his Camaro on the 61st lap and again 
on the 90th after blowing a tire. White was in and out of the pits all day but 
was still running third when he went out on the 90th lap.

The race was run with only one caution flag, that for Pollard's second 
spin, and Foyt averaged 105.^33 for the distance.

The midgeteers of the United States Auto Club staged three races at 
Manzanita Speedway during their long 1970 season. Each race seemed to be more 
exciting than the last and the final one, run on the quarter mile track, may 
have been the best ever run in the state.

A crack field, including Indy veterans and Indy hopefuls, invaded Phoenix 
for action on Manzanita’s half mile oval on March 27. Gary Bettenhausen, holder 
of the one lap record for Midgets, felt confident about his chances in the 
qualifying runs. Confident enough to wager a cool $100 with promotor Keith 
Hall that he would not only break his record, but that he would erase the 
overall track record of 22.01 that was held by Bill Thrasher of the Sprints. 
Gary missed his own record (22.25) on his first run but pulled out all the 
stops in his second try. Gary tripped the clocks at an amazing 21.85 on that 
second run.

Bruce Walkup of Downey, Calif., was hard pressed to hold back Gary in 
the three lap trophy dash. Heat races were won by Bob Tattersal1, Merle 
Bettenhausen, Billy Vukovich and Walt Kennedy. Sonny Ates bested Hank Butcher 
in the semi-ma i n.

A first lap crash knocked Gary Bettenhausen and Billy Vukovich out of 
action in the feature race and necessitated a re-start. Jimmy Caruthers went 
over the top of Gary and officials were unsure as to whether he actually rolled 
the car. Rules state that a car flipping cannot see further action. There was 
no dirt on the roll bars and Jimmy was allowed to run. Merle Bettenhausen 
started on the pole and scored a wire to wire win in the 30 lap feature. Hank 
Butcher finished a close second followed by Johnny Parsons, Caruthers, Jerry 
McClung and Don Brown.

The USAC drivers did not come back to town until November 20. The two 
races scheduled at Manzanita attracted over fifty cars. Bob Tattersal1 had 
the night’s fast time as he tripped the clocks in 22.10. All sixteen cars 
that qualified for the feature broke the 23 second barrier. Arnie Knepper 
had the pole for the trophy dash but was beat into the first turn by Jimmy 
Caruthers who took the win.

Bob Tattersall came from his fast time position to take the win in the 
first heat as he beat Duane Carter and Billy Vukovich. Burt Foland scored a 
wire to wire win in the second heat as he out-finished George Snider, Chuck 
Arnold and Tom Bigelow. Merle Bettenhausen led all the way in the third heat 
as he beat Roger Branson, Johnny Anderson, Jimmy Caruthers and Gene Brown. 
The fourth heat, for non-money winners, went to Les Scott. Les was trailed 
across 
land.
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The quarter mile track record of 14.66 took a severe beating when the 

midgets ran on November 22. Point leader Jimmy Caruthers set the new mark of 
13.97. McClung had a 14.15, Bigelow was next at 14.16 and Knepper had the pole 
for the dash with a 14.18. Knepper took the win in the three lap run 
trophy.

Chuck Arnold beat Roger Branson, Dave Strickland and Knepper in 
heat race. Billy Vukovich was back in action and took the win in the 
heat as he beat Bobby Grim, Roger West and McClung. The third heat went to 
Mel Kenyon who crossed the line in front of Dick Zimmerman, Duane Carter, 
Gary Bettenhausen and Richard Walsh. Rick Goudy beat Jimmy Caruthers in the 
fourth heat. Caruthers had flipped his car in the first heat and had moved 
into Merle Bettenhausen’s ride to try to protect his slender point lead.

Larry Dickson, the 1970 Sprint car champion, came from the fourth row 
to take the win in the semi-main. Zimmerman took second, Larry Rice was third 
and Rick Davidson was fourth.

Tom Bigelow, the Astro-Grand Prix champion, took the lead on the 13th 
lap of the 100 lap feature and survived a number of caution flags to take the 
win. Jerry McClung stayed in contention until he slowed to avoid a spinning 
car and lost valuable ground to the leaders. He worked his way back to fourth 
and then the Ramada Inns Sesco quit. He coasted for one lap and then the car 
started again. However, Jerry had been lapped by then and he finished eighth.

Gary Bettenhausen took second, Roger West was third, Bobby Grim fourth, 
Larry Dickson fifth, Caruthers sixth and Strickland seventh.

Jerry McClung, #43, won the race on the half. Tom Bigelow, #25 
won the quarter mile main.

TOM HALFORD won the riding title in one of the most competitive division in 
the motorcycle ranks, the 250 Expert. Tom won his championship by winning 
two heat races and eight features. Halford had finished second in the 1969 
point chase after winning four feature races and two heat races. Tom had to 
battle each week with such riders as Gary Wells, Jim Halford, Ron Shuman 
and an occassional encounter with Byron Boaz. The youngster road for the 
Bui taco shop and seldom finished out of the top three. Tom won his first 
championship in the 125 Division in 1967 and was the overall Expert champ 
in the 67-68 Winter season.
GARY WELLS became one of the most talked about youngsters in the state as 
he completely dominated action in the 125 Expert division. Gary had finished 
fifteenth in points in 1969 but moved from Las Vegas to Phoenix so that he 
could compete each week and his ability overshadowed all competition. Gary 
won the first 13 races of the season, (7 heats and 6 mains), before he first 
tasted defeat. He went on to win a total of 12 features and 12 heats on his 
way to the championship. Gary also won races in the 250 and Open Divisions. 
Gary Wells is a name that is destined to become even more familiar to followers 
of Motorcycle racing.

BOB ILES was upgraded at the start of the 1970 season and overwhelmed his 
competition to win the 2£0 Amateur Division championship by 106 points. 
Bob took the title by winning ten features and six heat races. As a novice 
rider in the 1969 season Iles won two mains and one heat and finished only 
fifth in points. He responded to the tougher competition by consistently 
finishing in the top three in any event and it paid off with his first 
riding championship.

JEAN D*AQUIN won his battle with Ray Gilbert and John P. Hill to win the 
championship in the Open Amateur Division in his first year of competition 
at Manzanita Speedway. Jean started during the winter season and won the 
Novice crown and was upgraded at the start of the 1970 season. Jean was the 
only rider to win two championships as he also took the title in the 125 
Amateur Divsion. He won 12 heat races and 12 features on the small bikes 
and added three heats and three mains on the big bikes. Although Hill scored 
more victories, D’Aquin made his fast, consistent riding pay off with a 
18 point margin for the crown. He won the small-bike title by a whopping 
141 points.

JON SELLERS ended several years of frustration as he completely dominated 
the winners circle in the Open Expert division during 1970. The Phoenix 
detective won the first seventeen events and built a commanding lead. Jon 
won nine heat races and eight features before he was finally beaten by 
Lakin Gabbert on June 27. He came back just as strong and won all but two 
heats and two other main events to win the championship by an almost un­
believable 200 point margin. The riding title was made even sweeter by making 
up for his loss to Byron Boaz in 1969 when Jon fell just 23 points shy of 
the crown. Sellers finished the season with a total of 25 wins. There were 
12 victories in the heat races and 13 more in the main event column.

Gary Wells, 
phenomenal youngster

GARY DAVIS started racing at Manzanita at the start of the 1970 season and 
won the championship in the 500 Novice division by a margin of 92 points. 
Gary waged a nip and tuck battle with Bill Nichols through the first half 
of the season but broke the point chase open with a rush in the home stretch. 
Davis won five heat races and added eight main events to his win column on 
his way to the title. Gary started the season riding against the bigger bikes 
in the Open Novice division and his 500 c.c. bike was competitive against 
the big 650's until the 500 division was formed.

CLIFF ALLISON did not win his first main event until May 29 but after that 
he was almost unbeatable in the i25 Novice Division. In fact, he was not 
beaten in main event competition until the Anniversary race on August 21. 
On that night, however, he won the main event on the 250's. He ended the 
season 39 points ahead of Darrell Kress. Allison won a total of eleven 
main events on the small bikes and also nine heat races. He started racing 
the 250's midway through the season and finished ninth in points in that 
division.

BILL STRAUSS started the season with a rush, missed several races and then 
came back strong to win the 250 Novice riding championship. Bill won the 
first four main events of the season and wound up with a total of seven.

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THE 1970 LATE MODEL CHAMPION

Bob Hyvonen reached the summit in only his third year of competition 
with the SSSRA Late Model Stocks. He raced two years at Tucson Motor Race­
way before joining the ranks of the late models and has finished in the 
top ten in his two previous campaigns. In 1968 he was seventh in points. 
In 1969 he was runner-up to Roger Adams after winning three feature races.

The 1970 season was short and sweet for the 29 year old leadfoot. He 
started the season with a second place finish and finished each race there­
after in the top five. He won his first main event of the year on July 25 
when he also won the trophy dash and heat race. He climaxed a great year 
with a convincing win in the Trick or Treat 100 on Oct. 31. Hyvonen's '63 
Ford was one of the oldest cars that competed but the ^+27 engine never missed 
a beat along the way and Bob did an outstanding job behind the wheel. In 
addition to his two victories, Bob had two seconds, a fourth and a fifth 
in the six races held.



SSSRA LATE MODEL STOCKS
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The Late Model Stock cars put on some of the most competitive racing 
in the state; however, 1970 was not a good year for the SSSRA. The Association 
was unable to land any race dates in Tucson and so had to rely solely on 
Manzanita. Rains and cancellation cut their race schedule to only six races. 
This is hardly enough to influence owners to invest money in new cars. Thirty- 
two drivers earned points in those six events and the type of show put on 
by the new cars should warrant more race dates in the 1971 season.

The six races produced five different winners and the top five finishers 
in each race were usually on the same straightaway. The point chase was tight 
all year long and the point lead changed hands twice during the final race.

The Late Models ran their first race on April 25. Nineteen cars took 
qualifying runs and Roger Adams, the 19&9 driving champion, got off to a 
good start as he set fast time of 27.2*+. Other drivers to qualify for the 
trophy dash were Dale Lee, Bob Hale and Junior Cass, all of Tucson. Cass 
blew an engine in the dash and Lee edged Adams for the win.

Carl Trimmer moved his ’66 Ford from the second row to take the win in 
the first heat race. Fords driven by Johnny 01m and Bob Hyvonen placed 
second and third. Jack Beatty and Chuck Florey drove Plymouths and took 
fourth and fifth.

Phoenix1 Jack Ickes had his ‘69 Roadrunner on the pole for the second 
heat and had little trouble beating Bob Hickson, Joe Cooke, Marv Hall and 
Bob Bishop. Hickson resides in Hayden, Cooke is from Bowie, Bishop hails 
from Tucson and Hall is another Phoenician.

Adams came from the scratch position to beat Hale, Lee, Bill McIntosh 
and Dennis Navritil in the third heat. Each of the top five drivers were in 
a different make of car. Adams was in Pontiac, Lee in Plymouth, McIntosh in 
Dodge and Navritil in Mercury.

The non-money winners raced in the fourth heat race and Andy Molek kept 
‘70 Roadrunner in front of Hall, Beatty and Bob Tedrick to win his first 

race with the late models. Andy had previously raced with the Sports cars.
Seventeen cars took the green flag from Norm Zeeman to start the feature 

race. Hickson put his Ford in front for the first lap and the gave way to 
Bob Bishop’s Chevy. Bob held the lead until lap #5 then Joe Cooke took over. 
Cooke spun two laps later and Bob Hale moved into first place. As the cars 
ran under the yellow flag, one driver anticipated a green flag and jumped 
the pack. Zeeman was struck by the car and knocked to the ground. However, 
it was just a glancing blow and the flagman got back to his feet and was 
the man who waved the checkered flag at the end of the race. There was 
one more yellow during the feature. McIntosh and 01m tangled and crashed in 
the #3 turn. Neither driver was injured and the race was once again green 
flagged. Hale continued to set the pace and withstood a late challenge by 
Hyvonen to take the win. Hyvonen placed second, Ickes was third and Hickson 
got fourth. Rounding out the top ten were Molek, Navrati1 , Hall, Beatty, 
Trimmer and Tommy Cooke.

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The Late Models bolstered their forces by staging a double show with 
the crash, bang Ciaimers on May 16. Nineteen Late Models were again in 
attendance and staged five excellent races.

Dwight Bare of Mesa edged Carl Trimmer of Tucson for fast time, 26.83 
to 26.90. Roger Adams was third fastest at 27.04 and Bob Hyvonen took the 
pole for the dash with a 27.11. Hickson just missed the dash with a clocking 
of 27.25. Adams jumped from his outside position in the front row to beat 
Trimmer, Hyvonen and Bare in the dash.

Dave Burns of Casa Grande brought his potent Roadrunner from the second 
row to beat Marv Hall, Chuck Florey, Jack Beatty and Bob Tedrick in the first 
heat. Bob Hale bested Andy Molek, Jack Ickes, Bob Bishop and Larry Myers in 
the second heat. Adams topped the field in the fast heat as his Pontiac was 
too much for Trimmer, Hyvonen, Bare and Hickson.

Ickes started on the outside of the front row and urged his Roadrunner 
past pole setter, Bob Hale, in the first turn. Jim Harrison of Coolidge 
spun his Ford on the first lap and was out of the race. Ickes held the lead 
until the 6th lap, then gave way to Bob Biship who had moved from the second 
row. The only yellow flag in the main event came when Joe Cooke lost a wheel 
and stalled on the track. When the track went green a five car battle royal 
developed between Bishop, Hale, Trimmer, Adams and Hyvonen. Less than four 
car lengths separated them at the checkered flag but the positions remained 
unchanged. Larry Myers, Molek, Hall, Tedrick, Cooke and Ickes trailed the 
leaders across the line.

The Late Models shared the track with the Limited Modifieds on July 
25 and the two groups combined for one of the finest shows of the year. 
Eighteen cars qualified and Roger Adams again had fast time. Other drivers 
to earn berths in the trophy dash were Bob Bishop, Dale Lee and Andy Molek. 
Adams got into the fence in the first turn of the dash and the race was 
restarted with Bob Hyvonen replacing Adams. Hyevonen sped from the pole to 
beat Lee, Bishop and Molek.

Bill Boat drove his 289 Ford from last to first in the first heat race. 
Dennis Navritil, Jack Beatty, Dorn Domiano and Bob Tedrick trailed the potent 
little Ford. Chuck Florey passed three cars en route to victory in the second 
heat. Florey’s Plymouth finished ahead of Hale, Ickes, Joe Cooke and Marv 
Hall. Hyvonen racked up his second win of the night when he kept his Ford 
in front of Jim Harrison, Bob Bishop and Dale Lee in the third heat.

Hyvonen completed his sweep when he won the thirty lap feature in the 
time of 17.11:63. Hale increased his point lead with a strong second place 
finish. Ickes was third, Lee fourth, Harrison fifth and Chuck Skiffington 
sixth.

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Another driver received the move over flag and moved....just as Bill was 
passing him on the inside. This driver found himself spun into the infield 
and Bill found himself running second instead of first. However, he overtook 
Bishop on the next lap and moved back into the lead. At the end of the 30 
lapper it was Cheesbourg, Bishop, Adams, Hyvonen, Harrison, Hale, Hall, 
Navratil, Tommy Cooke, Molek, Ickes and Domiano.

Next on the schedule for the new cars was the anniversary race. The 
drivers had a chance to show their stuff before the largest crowd of the 
year and they outdid themselves. The top four in points ran in the trophy 
dash and Adams put it on Hale, Hyevonen and Bishop.

Dale Lee sat on the pole in the 25 lap main event and the field got 
good look at the rear of his 167 Plymouth. Dale drove a faultless race 

and took his first main event as he edged Adams and Hyvonen. Bishop was 
fourth, Hale fifth and Florey sixth. Rounding out the top ten were Bob 
Hickson, Bob Tedrick, Walt Wenker and Jerry Hudnell.

Heavy rains forced cancellation of the Labor Day show for the Late 
Models and a crowded calender left only one date for the cars. The SSSRA 
staged their final race on Halloween night, the Trick or Treat 100. The 
cars had a 100 lap main with a mandatory pit stop.

Thirty cars took qualifying runs to earn spots in the feature. Bob Hale 
trailed Bob Hyvonen by 13 points going into the time trials but picked up 
ten big ones when he set fast time. Hale took over the point lead with a 
victory in the trophy dash. Dale Lee, John Heinrichs and Tommy Cooke chase 
Hale to the wire.

Roger Adams bested Joe Cooke, Dale Mewhorter, Bill Boat, Chuck Florey 
and Norm Johnson in the semi-main. Mewhorter and Johnson had hauled from 
Albuquerque for the race.

Andy Molek started in the front row of the thirty car field and kept 
his new Roadrunner in front for the first 28 laps. Bob Hyvonen, trailing 
Hale by two points at the start of the race, put his Ford in front on lap 
#28 and stayed there until he made his pit stop on the 52nd lap. Bill 
Cheesbourg then took over and paced the field until he pitted ten laps later. 
Then it was Joe Cooke’s turn to lead the field. Joe led until the 81st lap and 
the Hyvonen took over the lead for good. At the end of the 100 lap grind 
Dale Lee was second. Bob Hale third, Carl Trimmer fourth and Roger Adams 
fifth. Behind them came Bill Barr, Bob Bishop, Cheesbourg, Tommy Cooke and 
Dorn Domiano. Hyevonen1s victory gave him the driving championship by 36 
points over Hale.

A huge crowd was on hand to watch the Late Models and the USRC Midgets 
perform on August 15. The program offered plenty of variety as the mighty 
midgets raced on the quarter mile track and the new cars competed on the 
half.

Adams was again the fastest qualifier with Hyvonen, Molek and Ickes 
also earning spots in the trophy dash. The field never caught up to Ickes' 
Plymouth in the run for the trophy.Hyvonen took second and Adams was third.

Tommy Cooke drove his Pontiac from seventh to first to edge Walt Wenker, 
Marv Hall, Jack Beatty and Dennis Navratil in the first heat. Joe Cooke 
matched his brother’s performance in the second heat as he took the measure 
of Dorn Domiano, Bill Cheesbourg, Bill Barr and Chuck Florey. Bob Bishop 
was a wire to wire winner in the third heat. The Tucson veteran beat Hale, 
Ickes, Hyvonen and Adams.

Indy Veteran Bill Cheesbourg gave the field a lesson in the finer points 
of driving in the main event, although he didn't make too many friends along 
the way. One driver refused to honor the move over flag and held Bill back 

lap and then found himself parked in the fence on the front stretch.

The next step was the home-made body 
such as this one which was driven 
by Don Barnes.
