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ships at Pocono, Langhorne, and 
Trenton where the ovals are larger, 
the speeds higher, and the purses 
greater. At Pocono, for instance, 
average speeds are approaching the 
100 mph. mark for the ‘Modifieds’ 
on the low banked 3/4 mile oval 
while at Trenton the ‘Modifieds’ are 
clearly faster than Grand National 
Stockers on that 1 1 /2 mile course.

The drivers are a curious mixture 
of seasoned pros who make their 
living at the sport, hobbists who 
race one or two nights a week, and 
young men on their way to the ma­
jor leagues of auto racing.

Two of the superstars in 
Modified/Sportsman racing, Dutch 
Hoag from Bath, New York, and 
Ray Hendrick are seasoned veterans 
who’ve found the division to be 
very lucrative as well as a spring­
board to occasional competition at 
Daytona. Another established star, 
Maynard Troyer made the move 
this season directly from the half 
mile paved circuits of New York to 
the NASCAR Grand National Cir­
cuit. Among the Indianapolis ranks 
both Wally Dallenbach and rising 
star Bently Warren earned their 
battle stripes in Modifieds before 
moving on to the premier division.

Pocono International Raceway is 
proving to be a focal point of 
Modified/Sportsman racing as the 
track moves into the Seventies with 
increasing momentum. Starting in 
1969 when the facility opened on a 
limited basis Pocono played host to 
its first championship for the ‘Modi­
fieds’ on a 3/4 mile oval that 
proved ideal for the cars. That first 
year Brian Osgood, a used car deal­
er from Elmira, New York, domi­
nated the competition with a 1961 
Valiant bodied car powered by an 
all aluminum 427 cubic inch Chev­
rolet racing engine that had the 
competition mumbling to the m- 
selves. When the Modifieds re­
turned in 1970 Virginian Ray 
Hendrick found the winning com­
bination in a 1939 Chevrolet coupe

Every section of the country has 
its own dominant form of racing 
and in the East Modified/Sportsman 
Stock Car competition is the undis­
puted king.

In New York State and New 
England the paved ovals of a half 
mile or slightly less are predominant 
while dirt tracks continue to flour­
ish in Pennsylvania and New Jersey. 
The competition is always close and 
the top drivers enjoy the support of 
fan clubs with memberships larger 
than those of many nationally 
known drivers.

Pre-War coupe bodied cars are 
characteristic o f the division but 
hidden under the antiquated sheet 
metal are full blown race cars utiliz­
ing the most up to date speed and 
safety equipment. It isn’t unusual 
for the cars to be valued at close to 
$10,000 and close examination shows 
why. Virtually every component is 
modified from production parts or 
specially designed by one of several 
manufacturers to stand up to the 
rigors of racing in close quarters.

As speeds have increased and the 
competition has grown more in­
tense, the cars, especially those run­
ning the asphalt circuits, have un­
dergone a continual evolution. 
Coupe body styles are giving way to 
more contemporary and aerody­
namic Valiant, Corvair, and Falcon 
body shells while independent sus­
pension systems are becoming prev­
alent among the front runners and 
engines are nearing the 500 cubic 
inch plateau.

Much of the interest in develop­
ing the cars to their fullest is a di­
rect result of the annual champion-

powered by a 350 cubic inch Chev­
rolet engine that seemed dimunitive 
compared to the 454 inch Chevys 
seen in many of the faster cars. But 
the star of the show was twenty- 
three year old Geoff Bodine from 
Chemung, New York, who survived 
a costly early event spin to lead the 
race two thirds of the way before 
losing out to the seasoned Hendrick 
in the closing laps.

In 1969 the drivers were compet­
ing for slightly less than $9,000 in 
prize money in the Pocono classic 
which was 150 laps. In 1970 the 
distance was increased to 200 laps 
and the prize money jumped to 
over $15,000 bringing virtually all 
of the top drivers to the track. This 
season the total will jump to a rec­
ord $20,000 and coming less than a 
month after the “Schaefer 500” at 
Pocono the event will without a 
doubt be the highlight of the 1971 
racing season in the Modified/ 
Sportsman ranks.

Fifteen of the top Modi­
fied/Sportsman tracks in the East 
and Canada have already held 
their special qualifying races for 
this year’s race, earning the winners 
of those races guaranteed starting 
positions in the American 
Modified/Sportsman Championship 
event. The remainder of the thirty- 
five car starting field will be chosen 
from a projected entry list of 100 
on race day in time trials and quali­
fying events.

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THe CHECKERED FLAG . . . This is the 
big one, the one we’ve been waiting for . . . 
it means it's all over but the shouting. We 
all want to get under this one first, but of 
course we can’t all do it. We keep trying, 
though, and I guess that’s why you keep 
coming back. Thanks for the ride? Don’t 
mention it . . . come again. And remember, 
when you drive your own car, although 
there are no flag signals, keep your eye 
on those traffic, signs and obey them . . . 
they’re the “flag signals of the highway.”

THE GREEN FLAG . . . Here we go again. 
This is the starting gun, the opening whis­
tle .. . the race is on! The green flag tells 
us that the race is officially started, and 
during the long events, keeps us informed 
that the track is clear ahead . . . hang on! 
Here comes that first turn!

THE BLUE FLAG WITH DIAGONAL 
STRIPE . . . This is the “passing flag.” 
It indicates that a faster car is about to 
lap me ... he has already passed me, and 
he now has a complete lap on me. This 
flag tells me to “hold my groove” or posi­
tion on the track until I am passed. There 
he goes . . . but I’m not worried ... he 
may not last long at that pace.

Ip

THE WHITE FLAG . . . This one means 
simply “one more lap” . . . we’ve been a 
little too busy to count them, and this lets 
us know that we are starting on that last 
long lap. We’re always glad to see this one, 
but the one we really wait for is:

THE BLACK FLAG . . . This is the “con­
sultation flag,” telling me to pull into the 
pits on the next lap ... it is often called 
the disqualification flag, but it doesn’t nec­
essarily mean that I have done something 
wrong ... a part may be hanging loose 
from my car, about to fall on the track in 
front of the other machines in the race. 
Can’t ignore this signal ... if I get it more 
than twice, I’ll be disqualified!

THE YELLOW FLAG . . . This is the “cau­
tion flag.’’ It tells us to slow down; to hold 
our position until the green flag is thrown 
again. The yellow flag indicates that there 
has been an accident on the track, or that 
the track has been partially blocked by a 
stalled car or a thrown wheel or other ob­
ject. The yellow flag will remain out until 
the officials have determined that no one is 
injured seriously or that the track is not 
completely blocked. If there is a “safety 
car," we must remain in line behind it until 
either the red or green flag is displayed.

THE RED FLAG ... As always, this is the 
danger flag. Just like the red in a stop sign, 
it means STOP . . . and right now! There 
may have been a bad spill . . . perhaps 
someone has been hurt, or the track is 
completely blocked . . . when we see this 
one, we get stopped as quickly as we can. 
The race may be restarted, but let’s find 
out what happened first.

JlagA..
Although the drivers that you will see in competition today may appear to be the most haphazard and 
devil-may-care competitors in the w’orld of sports, their actions while on the track, either in practice or 
competition, are very strictly covered by the racing flag code, and the penalty for disobeying these flags is 
disqualification. Although the meanings of the vari-colored flags are well known to most racing fans, let’s 
review them as you will sec them used today by the starter. Imagine yourself the passenger in one of the 

competing cars as the driver explains the meanings of the various flags:

THE CROSSED FLAGS . . . Half way! 
Crossed flags tell us that the race is half 
over. It makes no difference which ones 
the starter uses. He holds the doth of the 
flags along the handle so we don’t confuse 
his meaning ... if it’s a “hundred-miler,” 
this signal means that there are only fifty 
to go . . . can’t back off yet!

companies stamp the words “For Racing 
Purposes Only” on the sidewall of each 
racing tire.

But believe it or not, racing tires also 
have benefited from passenger car tire 
developments. Blowout hazards have 
been greatly reduced in super-speedway 
races by adapting the tire-within-a-tire 
principle, used in LifeGuard safety spare 
for passenger car tires, and Stock Car 
Special racing tires.

While Goodyear reigns supreme on 
the Superspeedways of the NASCAR 
Grand National circuit Firestone has 
concentrated its efforts on the USAC 
Championship division with gratifying 
results and in international Formula 1 
road racing. In spite of the fact that 
Goodyear had two cars in the first row 
for the 1970 Indianapolis 500 and twen­
ty-two of the thirty-three starters used 
Goodyears, pole sitter Al Unser was 
carrying the red and white colors of 
Firestone. And it was Unser who rolled 
to victory in the ‘500’ on Firestone tires 
and on to the USAC points champion­
ship. Later in the season, Goodyear 
gained some satisfaction as Jim McEl- 
reath put their marque in the winner’s 
circle with a victory in the inaugural 
California 500 at Ontario.

Carrying Firestone’s colors into battle 
again in 1971 will be an impressive list 
of drivers led by Al Unser who has al­
ready put Firestone in the winner’s cir­
cle in three USAC Championship events, 
Mike Mosley who won for Firestone at 
Trenton, Mario Andretti, Lloyd Ruby, 
and Joe Leonard. Goodyear also has a 
formidable team led by A. J. Foyt, John­
ny Rutherford who sat in the first row 
for both the Indy and California 500’s in 
1970, Bobby Unser, Mark Donahue, and 
California 500 winner Jim McElreath.

Racing tires have not only brought an 
increased measure of safety to the sport 
but also a new look to Indianapolis type 
racing. Modern tire technology has 
made it possible for the cars to go the 
full 500 miles at Indy, Pocono, and On­
tario eliminating the classic flurry of ac­
tivity brought on by tire changes every 
time the cars pit for fuel. The only need
for tire changes will result from damage 
by debris on tl— _ -----—.—------ -
brought on 
chassis.

And still the development goes on in 
Akron, Ohio as both Firestone and 
Goodyear fight for a supremacy on the 
track that will result in better tires for 
the highway, and greater sales.

The battle for a faster, safer racing 
tire is a never-ending one: Who knows 
where it will go from here ? Tires for the 
1971 Canadian-American Challenge Cup 
races have a tread width of more than 
17 inches, but it is doubtful if even De­
troit can find a way to hide such a mon­
ster as this under the 
ger car.

Finally a new method o f molding, 
known as reverse molding, was devel­
oped for race tires. In reverse molding, 
when a tire comes out of the mold, its 
center is concave; when the tire is inflat­
ed, the tread surface is flat, and it holds 
this shape even at racing speeds. Reverse 
molding techniques are now used for 
high-performance passenger car tires.

To say the low-profile racing tire was 
an immediate success would be the un­
derstatement of the year. Track records 
were shattered every time the squat tires 
were bolted on a race car.

Once the contoured tread shoulder, 
wrap-around tread pattern and low-pro­
file construction were all included in the 
same race tire, the drivers had a safety 
edge they had never before enjoyed. Not 
only were the cars easier to control, but 
if a driver did get into trouble and start 
sliding or spinning, it was much easier to 
regain control. And even if the driver 
couldn’t save his spinning race car, and 
had to lock the brakes, the extra adhe­
sion offered by the wider tires greatly 
shortened the time and distance needed 
to stop the spinning car.

It didn’t take a genius to know that if 
such a tire was safer at a race track, it 
would also be safer on the highway. But 
a race tire is meant for just one thing— 
racing.

Several things make an 
race tire unsafe for street use. 
is thinner on a race tire than on a pas­
senger car tire. After all, there is no 
need to build a race tire with enough 
tread to last 30,000 miles when it will 
only be run in a 500-mile race. Also, by 
keeping the tread as thin as possible, 
weight can be kept to a minimum in 
race tires.

In most cases, the tread pattern of a 
racing tire makes it unsafe for street use. 
Race tires have a very tight tread pat­
tern, to gain the most in adhesion and 
traction on a dry race track. But to use 
them in the rain, or even on a damp 
track, would be courting disaster. With 
the tight tread pattern, there would be 
no way for the water to escape from un­
der the tire, and the tire would float, or 
hydroplane, on the water and lose trac­
tion.

Special rain tires are used in some 
types of sports car racing, but even these 
tires would not be safe, for passenger car 
use.

All race tires have thin si de walls, 
which would be damaged by rubbing the 
tire against the curb, as happens some­
times when you are parking your car. 
These thin sidewalls are an asset to rac­
ing tires because they allow the heat, 
generated by racing speeds, to dissipate 
very quickly and help the tire run cool­
er. Heat is one of race tire’s greatest en­
emies.

In an effort to keep its racing tires 
from being used for street use, the tire

Time was when a racing tire resem­
bled a passenger car tire, but now the 
pendulum is swinging the other direction 
and passenger car tires are beginning to 
resemble racing tires.

At least lessons learned on the race 
track are having a very definite effect on 
the design and construction of passenger 
car tires.

For example, when the NASCAR 
Grand National stock cars began turning 
the Daytona International Speedway at 
speeds in excess of 160 miles per hour, 
the drivers complained the cars had a 
tendency to dart and feel unsteady in 
the corners.

Tire engineers found the problem to 
be the sharp corners at the edge of the 
tire tread. When a driver slammed his 
4,000-pound stock car into a corner at 
high speed, the tire would roll under 
and the car was actually riding on the 
sharp corner of the tread. The solution 
was simply a matter of rounding the cor­
ner and wrapping the tread pattern into 
the sidewall.

Most tires for passenger cars now fea­
ture the wrap-around tread design with 
a contoured tread shoulder.

The low-profile design of today’s pas­
senger car tires can be traced directly to 
the nation’s speedways and the Bonne­
ville Salt Flats.

This story begins in 1959 when Mick­
ey Thompson, the hot rodders’ hero, de­
cided he was the one to bring the land 
speed record back to the United States.

Thompson knew the amount of horse­
power the four-engine car he was build­
ing would produce, and from that he 
could calculate the maximum frontal 
area he could afford. Tires previously 
used in land speed record attempts had 
an almost circular shaped cross-section, 
but there was no way Mickey could use 
such tires and keep the frontal area of 
his car at the required minimum.

Goodyear accepted the challenge. 
Mickey gave the engineers the dimen­
sions for the non-existent tire, and a few 
months later they delivered the finished 
product to him.

It was indeed a strange looking crea­
tion they gave Mickey when the final 
testing program was completed. The 
world had seen nothing like these tires 
before, but they performed to perfection.

No one realized it at the time—not 
even Goodyear—but the first low-profile 
racing tire had just been created.

Naturally, Thompson’s tires could not 
be used on the nation’s speedways. In 
fact, it was almost three years before the 
low-profile design became the rage in 
racing. Now it’s also popular in passen­
ger car tires: The latest high-perform­
ance tires have an aspect ratio (cross 
section height to width) of only 60, 
which compares with 78 to 83 for con­
ventional passenger tires.

Mickey’s tires had another design 
“first”: They were bias-belted. A nylon 
belt encircled the bias/angled nylon plies 
of the carcass.

The low-profile tire, in the beginning, 
had its problems. Centrifugal force gave 
race tire designers fits. Every time they 
increased the tread width of a race tire, 
centrifugal force would throw the center 
of the tread out at racing speed. Instead 
of riding on a wide, flat tread, the cars 
rode on just the center of the tread, 
which deprived them of both traction 
and stability.

Tell A Story In Pictures Or In Movies

You can inject a lot of variety into your picture or 
movie story by shooting action along the sidelines and 
in the pit area. Take some scenes of excited faces in the 
crowd, or anxious pit crews, and of other interesting 
activity around the track.

To conclude your picture or movie story, capture the 
exciting finish as the flagman waves the checkered flag. 
And don’t forget pictures of the winner receiving his 
trophy—and his kiss.

You’ll get a pictorial story that you’ll enjoy and be 
proud of if you just photograph the action as it hap­
pens—and you’ll be able to see today’s race again and 
again!

Cycle racers from the West Coast have traditionally 

dominated the AMA professional ranks thanks to the 
balmy climate that allows them to practice and com­
pete twelve months a year. But the East has one of the 
very best in Gary Nixon and it was only fitting that the 
Phoenix, Maryland Triumph factory rider walked

American Motorcycle Association road 
its way to the Pocono International Raceway 1.8 mile 
road course in 1970 with many of the leading AMA 
pros playing to a packed house as the Pocono Moun­
tains came alive with the sounds of cycles on a weekend 
in mid-August. In 1971 the AMA superstars will be 
back in force, this time for a full National Champion­
ship weekend of racing and a rich $15,000 purse.

It wasn’t that long ago that motorcycles and cycle 
racing were the black sheep of motorsport but thanks 
to the efforts of the AMA, cycle manufacturers, and 
the discovery of cycling by millions of Americans, 
there’s a new look, a new respect, and a new enthusi­
asm for one of the most exciting types of competition in 
the world.

Motorcycle road racing is just beginning to bloom in 
the United States and if auto racing is the “Sport of 
the Seventies” cycle racing has to be up for “rookie” 
awards in the popularity department. Daytona is con­
tinuing into the seventies with its highly popular annual 
event, Talladega has jumped on the bandwagon with a 
Southern road racing classic of its own, the annual 
event at Louden, New Hampshire is one of the season’s 
major cycle attractions, Pocono International Raceway 
is riding on a wave of success with AMA road racing, 
and there’s even a super-event planned for the Ontario

away with the 1970 Pocono race held in his own back 
yard.

But while Nixon was running away with the Pocono 
race his factory teammate Gene Romero was working 
on the coveted National Championship. Second was fel­
low Californian Jim Rice while Nixon finished tenth in 
the final tally.

In all, ever 6,000 AMA members competed in sanc­
tioned events but only the ranking experts were in the 
running for the coveted national title and the right to 
carry number 1 on his cycle in the 1971 season.

The racing in all AMA competition is done on pro­
duction cycles readily available in the United States 
with a massive 750 cc. limit for the expert road racers. 
As in all types of racing, however, the competition ma­
chine bears little resemblance to its street counterpart 
by the time the mechanics have stretched the rules to 
their limit and the performance reflects the changes. 
The cycles, for instance, recorded speeds comparable 
with the fastest Formula A race cars on the Pocono 
road course as the AMA riders aggressively attacked 
the demanding course.

This year’s AMA spectacular on the Pocono 1.8 mile 
road course has been slated as the only spectator event 
on the circuit and the AMA riders in all three racing 
divisions; the Expert, Novice, and Amateurs will be on 
hand for two full days of racing at speeds averaging 
close to 100 mph.

Professional cycle r’acers claim that while in auto rac­
ing the car can be as much as 80% of the performance 
picture and the driver the remaining 20% that in cycle 
racing the percentages are just reversed and it’s rider 
against rider every inch of the way. The end result is 
simply the most thrilling competition in the world of sport.
