and the cry went out, "When 
you’re hot, you’re hot!" The 
fire was unquenchable. Be­
fore the season ended, he 
had recorded a total of 10 
victories, tying LceRoy Yar­
brough’s record of seven 
superspeedway victories in a 
single year, and totalling his 
year’s earning to $236,295, 
second only to Richard Petty.

Recognition for his ac­
complishments began to pour 
in. He was voted the top 
driver in the third phase of 
the voting for the Martini & 
Rossi Driver of the Year 
Award. NASCAR's member­
ship balloted him Most Pop­
ular GN driver for 1971. He 
was a finalist for both of the 
National Motorsports Press 
Associations two top awards: 
Driver of the Year, and the 
Myers Brothers Award, pre­
sented to the person doing 
the most for motorsports dur­
ing the year. The American 
Auto Racing Writers selected 
him as a member of their 
All-American team. And wiry 
little Bobby Allison, whom 
nobody much noticed in 
1961, was invited to and at­
tended a reception given by 
the President of the United 
States at the White House in 
Washington.

Add to all Bobby’s honors 
for the 1971 season not only 
his honor of being named as 
the most popular driver of 
the year for the Grand Na­
tional Circuit, but also the 
fact that he was named by 
members of the distinguished 
National Motorsports Press 
Association as the "Driver of 
the Year” and presented an 
award at the annual meeting 
held in Charlotte.

When the green flags falls 
the 1972 Daytona 500, 

you can be sure Allison won’t 
be standing in anybody’s 
shadow. He’s a nice boy and 
a good racer. And a full- 
grown giant.

Mario Rossi, long time NASCAR car owner and crew chief, was voted recipient of the first 
annual Grey-Rock/Tauss/Gordon Safety Award prior to the running of the National 500 at Char­
lotte on October 10. The voting panel was comprised of drivers Richard Petty, Bobby Allison, 
Buddy Baker, James Hylton, Friday Hassler, and NASCAR official John Bruner. Marvin Panch, 
former NASCAR driver and now field engineer for Grey-Rock, was the non-voting chairman 
of the panel.

The award was instituted to honor the NASCAR mechanic who has done the most through­
out the year to promote safety in auto racing. It is named after Grey-Rock’s Bill Tauss and 
"Red" Gordon, two engineers who pioneered the development of safe, reliable brake lining for 
4,000 pound NASCAR Grand National cars.

Rossie was honored for the substantial improvements he brought about in the shoulder har­
ness/seat belt safety harness worn by race drivers. Following the tragic death of Bill Wade, 
attributed to the shifting of the harness, Rossi began seeking ways to solve this problem.

After some research with the U. S. Army and the Air Force, Rossi put his backyard genius 
to work and came up with the “third strap”. The third strap extends from the seat belt forward 
and down to the floor. This effectively keeps the belt from riding up and over the iliac spines 
(hipbones). Rossi also brought the seat belt mounts farther forward, allowing the belt to lie 
flatter across the lap. This combination has been credited for saving lives and serious injuries 
many times and is now mandatory on all NASCAR Crand National cars.

A little known fact is that Rossi was also responsible for the headrest which became manda­
tory in CN’s in 1966. It is a curious coincidence that headrests appeared almost across the 
board on American production cars in the late 60’s.

Rossi has always been safety conscious. When a driver climbs into a Rossi Automotive En­
gineering race car, he can take comfort from the fact that he is probably in the safest car on 
the track. Bud Moore recognized Mario’s safety consciousness while Rossi served as his chief 
mechanic. Moore said, "Two things are uppermost in Rossi’s mind . . . the safety of his 
drivers and the winning ability of the cars. Safety always comes first”.

It is this dedication to safety which earned Rossi the first Tauss/Gordon Award. The drivers 
who voted are the ones who most appreciate safety consciousness in a car builder. Marvin 
Panch, former NASCAR driver and non-voting chairman of the panel, said of Rossi’s election: 
"We at Grey-Rock, and myself in particular, are real glad that Mario was chosen. Most of 
the boys in NASCAR are very concerned about safety so it was a hard choice to make, but we 
felt that Mario’s achievements were outstanding”.
Bronze Bust

In lieu of the traditional trophy, Grey-Rock commissioned Pierre Lefebvre, a noted intematioal 
sculptor, to create a bust of Rossi. Lefebvre studied at the highly respected Philadelphia Acad­
emy of Fine Arts as well as numerous academies in his native France. His work has been dis­
played at the Council of Europe, the parliament of the Common Market, as well as several 
galleries and museums in America.

The bronzed bust will be publicly persented to Rossi during the pre-race ceremonies of the 
Dayonta 500. A special press presentation will be made at a Grey-Rock dinner honoring Rossi 
earlier in the Speed Week.

A duplicate of the bust will be presented to the National Motorsports Press Association at the 
Rossi banquet. The award will be placed in the NMPA Hall of Fame located in the Joe Weatherly 
Museum in Darlington.

Bill France Retires From Top Post 

Bill France, Jr., Named New President
Bill France lias announced his retirement 

as president of the National Association for 
Stock Car Auto Racing, effective immediate­
ly, and the promotion of William C. France, 
his son, to the top post of the sanctioning 
body.

France also stated that he will continue 
to be involved in NASCAR affairs in an 
advisory capacity and will continue as chair­
man of the board and president of the In­
ternational Speedway Corporation which 
operates Daytona International Speedway 
and the Alabama International Motor Speed­
way at Talladega, Ala.

France, who is 62, said of his move, “In 
the past 24 years NASCAR has grown to be 
one of the largest and certainly the finest 
sanctioning body in the world. Bill, Jr., has 
lived with NASCAR all his life and has the 
foresight and capability to handle the varied 
and demanding duties of the position.

“We feel that the staff at NASCAR is of 
the highest quality, blending experienced 
personnel with young and talented people," 
he said. “I'm sure that NASCAR will con­
tinue its dynamic leadership in the sport of 
automobile racing."

France cited that his reason for retire­
ment from NASCAR were to devote more 
time in the operations of the two super-

speedways and to allow him added time for 
other endeavors.

France, Jr., on his new post stated, “Right 
now NASCAR is the largest stock car sanc­
tioning body in the world. With the dedica­
tion of our fine staff and the leadership at 
NASCAR headquarters and the cooperation 
of track operators, car owners and drivers,
I am sure that NASCAR will not only con­
tinue to grow but accelerate in its leadership 
in the sport of automobile racing.”

In his long career in racing France has 
traveled from a mechanic and a sometime 
race driver to one of the most influential 
men in international automobile racing.

A native of Washington, D. C., France 
moved to Daytona Beach in 1934 and 
opened a service station. In the next couple 
years he competed in annual races on the 
beach, and in 1938 took over as promoter of 
the event. World War II postponed the 
races until 1946 when France resumed the 
events.

He soon became aware that the fledgling 
sport of stock car racing needed some sort 
of organization. He became the driving force 
for such an action to set rules, encourage 
larger purses, initiate a hospitalization plan 
for drivers and establish safety standards. 
On December 14, 1947, the National Asso­
ciation of Stock Car Auto Racing was bom 
in the Streamline Hotel in Daytona Beach.

France was elected president and has held 
the post up to now.

Presently, NASCAR has more than 16,000 
members and sanctions events at more than 
SO tracks across the United States and 
Canada. In 1971, approximately eight mil­
lion people attended races to see drivers in 
six divisions compete for more than $6 
million in purses.

This year drivers in the Winston Cup 
Crand National series, the premier division 
of stock car racing, will compete for more 
than S3 million in posted awards and point 
fund money, making it the richest racing 
series in the world.

France serves as vice president and mem­
ber of board of directors of the Automobile 
Competition Committee for the United 
States, the governing body of motorsports 
in the country.

He is a member of the board of directors 
of the Deland, Fla., State Bank, and he is a 
member of the Joint Civilian Orientation 
Conference and the Defense Orientation 
Conference Association. He is a former 
member of the Florida Development Com­
mission.

France lives in Ormond Beach, Fla., and 
his wife .Anne is treasurer of the Interna­
tional Speedway Corporation. His other son, 
Jim is assistant treasurer of the corporation.

The late Gwyn Staley was ono of stock car racing's top drivers in the sport's 
pioneer days. A Wilkes County native, he was a brother of North Wilkes- 
boro Speedway president Enoch Staley. He was a good husband, a good 
father, a good competitor and a good sportsman. His career ended in 
1957 when he was fatally injured in a racing crash at Richmond, Va. His 
tradition lives on. It is to his memory, and in his honor that this program 
and this race are dedicated.

North Wilkesboro Speedway 

Facts and Figures
North Wilkesboro Speedway, one of the oldest and best 

known in major league stock car racing, is in its 27th year of 
operation. It opened in 1946 and, through the formative years of 
the sport when most racing was in souped-up “jalopies" of 
hybrid origins, it was one of the most popular of the dirt tracks.

Following the progress of the sport, the speedway paved its 
high-banked, five-eighths of a mile track in 1958. In 1961, it 
inaugurated major events for the Grand National scries of the 
National Association for Stock Car Auto Racing (NASCAR).

Two Grand National events are staged each year at North 
Wilkesboro - the “Gwyn Staley 400” in the spring, and the 
"Wilkes 400" in the fall. Each is for 400 laps, or 250 miles.

The track produces some of the fastest and most exciting 
action of the Grand National scries. Wide, sweeping turns pro­
vide room for passing - a prime clement in exciting competition. 
The size of the track gives fans a close-up view of everything that 
happens, on the speedway and in the pits!

The one-lap qualifying record is 107.558 miles per hour, set 
by Charlie Glotzbach with Junior Johnson’s Chevrolet on Octo­
ber 29, 1971. The record 250-mile average is 98.479 miles per 
hour, established April 18, 1971, by Richard Petty in a Ply­
mouth.

Bobby Drives Johnson Car to AJ.R. Win

Allison, Chevy Stifle Critics

HAMPTON—Junior Johnson, the good, 
ol’ boy from North Wilkesboro, N. C., beat 
a couple of raps here Sunday afternoon.

The critics had said his Chevrolet couldn’t 
finish. It not only finished. It followed the 
lead of driver Bobby Allison to the winner’s 
circle at Atlanta International Raceway be­
fore a crowd estimated at 70,000. The 
speed was 128.214 miles an hour.

They said the Chevy and Allison couldn’t 
beat A. J. Foyt and the Glen Wood Mer­
cury. Allison went by Foyt with six miles 
to go like he was exceeding the legal speed 
limit and won handily over Super Tex and 
the field. Allison had come from third to 
pass both Bobby Isaac’s Dodge and Foyt's 
Mercury in the final 10 laps.

It was also charged that Chevrolet 
couldn’t win. After all, Chevy hadn’t won 
a Super Speedway race since Johnson him­
self drove one to first place in the National 
400 in Charlotte in 1963. This myth was 
dispelled Sunday.

As usual, the Atlanta 500 ended on a 
note of discord. Earlier, Allison had charged 
that the Wood Mercury was “illegal’’ be­
cause Foyt’s crew was finding a way to get 
around the restrictor plate rule. Because of 
this talk, and evidence found around the 
garage area on some others. NASCAR offi­
cials impounded the first five cars and tore 
them down Sunday night.

Allison asked if Foyt’s car was “illegal,” 
replied, “I don’t know. They wouldn’t let 
me inspect it.”

Some 30 minutes after the race NASCAR 
spokesmen said their inspections uncovered 
“nothing illegal.” All five finishers were 
certified. Behind Foyt, they were Isaac, 
David Pearson in a Ford and Donnie Allison 
in the Chevrolet owned by brother Bobby.

The mystery of the race was involved in 
Allison’s apparent ease in slingshotting past 
Foyt four laps from the checkered flag. Only 
minutes earlier, on Lap 317, Foyt had shown 
his exhaust to Isaac and taken what ap­
peared to be a strong lead. Only 11 laps re­
mained in the race and it was figured only 
a lack of fuel would prevent Foyt from 
cruising to his second straight victory at 
AIR.

on Wednesday. But when the chips are 
down and the money is in winner’s circle, 
Foyt is tough . . . and he proved it once 
more Sunday.

Truly, Foyt is more to be commended 
than condemned for the way the race turned 
out. Admittedly, he didn’t have the horses 
that Allison had. Additionally, he w-as in 
and out of the pits for different weight dis­
tributions and experienced handling prob­
lems all afternoon. Yet, at the finish, he was 
there with Allison.

Isaac, loo, drove a tremendous race. He 
led from Lap 267 to Lap 317 when Foyt 
took him on the backstretch. All the while 
Allison was creeping up on the leaders, 
weaving his way through traffic, and await­
ing the moment of truth.

Then it came.
“There was nothing I could do to hold 

him ofr,” Foyt said. Isaac added a wry 
comment. "Now Foyt knows how I fell 
when he pasesd me.”

There were IS lead changes during the 
afternoon and Allison was responsible for 
five of them for 137 laps.

Plymouth jockey Richard Petty led three 
times for 32 laps or until he ran into serious 
ignition problems and finished six. Other 
leaders were Isaac five times for 136 laps, 
David Pearson three times for three laps, 
Donnie Allison once for 11 laps and Foyt 
twice for nine laps.

Six caution flags for 47 laps slowed the 
race to a speed far below' the track record.

For his efforts, Bobby Allison collected 
$18,350; Foyt got $10,300, Isaac $6,500, 
Pearson $4,475 and Donnie Allison $3,450.

Dodge driver Buddy Baker, one of the 
pre-race favorites, never got uncranked and 
finished a poor eighth.

The race had its usual spinouts and 
crashes — nothing serious — and there was 
even a brief fire in a vehicle driven by Joe 
Frasson of Golden Valley, Minn.

As the 70,000 wound their way home, 
they pondered one question: If Foyt’s car 
was “illegal,” then Allison’s victory was a 
heck of a testimonial for legality.

Even Allison was wary when he passed 
Foyt.

“I thought he might have been sand­
bagging,” said Allison. “You know how Foyt 
is. He lets you believe he can’t make it and 
then steps on the accelerator. I wasn’t sure, 
even then.

“Later, when I was certain I could go 
all the way, I thought perhaps Foyt might 
have been running low on gas.”

That is not to say that Allison had any 
doubts he could beat Foyt head-to-head. 
After all, he had the quick time in qualify­
ing (156.245 miles an hour) and he had the 
quick car from the beginning of practice

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Watching an automobile race, such as the Daytona 500, 
is an enjoyable way to spend an afternoon. But it can be 
much more fun if you know a few of the problems facing 
the drivers and some of the strategy involved in their race 
plans.

Most of this strategy revolves around the five pit stops 
each of the “hot dogs” know they will have to make in a 
500 mile Grand National race.

NASCAR regulations limit the fuel capacity of Grand 
National cars to 22 gallons. At racing speeds the cars will 
get roughly four miles per gallon, which means that at 
about 90 miles—or 36 laps at Daytona—the fuel supply will 
be running mighty low.

The drivers can increase their mileage slightly by run­
ning in a draft, or running a little off the pace, but anytime 
they go past 90 miles without refueling it’s a gamble.

Tires are the next problem to be considered by the 
drivers in planning their race, and a book could be written 
on this subject. Racing tires are not made to go far, but 
they are made to go fast. Heat, generated by racing speeds, 
is a race tire’s greatest enemy, and to prevent this heat 
build-up the tires are made as thin and light as is safely 
possible.

In fact the tread rubber on a race tire is less than one- 
half the thickness of the tread on an average new auto 
tire.

Looking over the tire situation is Larry Truesdalo, general manager of the 
racing division of the Goodyear Tire and Rubber Company, following 
Goodyear's very successful season in 1971.

“unknown” factor which must be taken into consideration— 
caution flags.

Anytime there is an accident, blown engine or debris on 
the race track, the yellow caution flag is displayed and the 
cars must run at greatly reduced speeds. These caution 
periods may last anywhere from one to several laps, de­
pending on how long it takes to clear the track.

Naturally a caution flag anytime after 25 laps under the 
green means the driver will take advantage of the slow 
pace to duck into the pits for fuel and tires. But what 
happens if there is no caution and a stop has to be made 
under the green, when the leaders are running from 180 to 
185 miles per hour?

A car traveling 180 mph is covering three miles per 
minute. Considering the time it takes to slow, coming into 
the pits, and the time it takes to accelerate going out— 
plus the time spent stopped—it is almost impossible to get 
in and out in less than a minute when the cars take on two 
tires and 22 gallons of fuel.

Some drivers choose to stick with their race plan and 
take advantage of any cautions possible, others will stay 
strictly with their race plan and still others will play the 
caution game to the hilt. One of them will be right and the 
other 39 will lose.

The one who is right will win about $50,000. You think 
there are odds in Las Vegas—how would you like to be 
playing this game at 180 miles per hour?

Goodyear race tire engineers estimate that right side tires 
will go at least two fuel stops safely at Daytona. But since 
new tires have a speed advantage over worn tires, the 
drivers would prefer to have new right side tires at each 
fuel stop.

Left side tires will have to be changed twice during the 
race. Left side tires receive much less punishment in oval 
racing since all turns are made to the left.

Now if fuel and tires were all the drivers had to consider 
they could have an ironclad race plan. But there is an

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RICHARD HONORED FOR THIRD TIME

ways thought three heads were better than 
one, so my family has helped my racing 
career. I think any of us—my brother 
Maurice, Daddy, or me—would have been 
a top mech or driver in NASCAR. But, be­
ing a family, we’ve gone much farther.”

So many things have been written, said 
and broadcast about Petty since his driving 
career started 14 years ago, that you’d think 
he'd feel like a "star.” But not Richard! 
“I think the years themselves have changed 
me much more than all the publicity. 
Basically, I feel J still have the same ideals 
I had 14 years ago when I won my first 
race.”

Richard Petty’s as down to earth as dew 
on a North Carolina pasture and, shucks, 
he doesn't talk like a racing king.

Fans call him "King Richard”, but he 
is a country guy, modest, though articulate. 
He’s honest and open as a mountain shack 
window in summertime.

He says: "The press created Richard 
Petty, but the fans made him what he is.”

Today Petty, 34, was named The News- 
Journal Driver of the Year (1971) by co- 
chairmen of the award Bernard Kahn, ex­
ecutive sports editor of The News Journal, 
and Tom McCahill of Ormond Beach, auto­
motive editor of Mechanix Illustrated Maga­
zine. It’s the third time that Richard, who’s 
from the rural North Carolina community 
of Level Cross, has won the honor.

He is the 12th winner of the N-J award 
which is for the driver who "contributed 
the most to stock car racing during the 
year.” It’s based on "performance both on 
and off track, sportsmanship and attitude 
towards fans, promoters, fellow drivers and 
news media.”

McCahill and Kahn said in a joint state­
ment: "Winning is getting to be habit 
forming for Richard Petty, but it wasn’t 
easy this time. Petty’s national image as a 
Mr. Clean and All American type, plus his 
winning record in 1971, enabled him to 
inch out Bobby Allison for the N-J award. 
Never before has the selection committee 
been so hard pressed to choose between 
two candidates with such brilliant creden­
tials.”

Former winners of the award are: Ned 
Jarrett (1960), Lee Petty (1961), the late 
Glenn "Fireball" Roberts (1962), Fred Lo- 
renzen (1963), Richard Petty (1964), Darel 
Dieringer (1965), David Pearson (1966), 
Richard Petty (1967), Cale Yarborough 
(1968), LeeRoy Yarbrough (1969), and Pete 
Hamilton (1970).

Petty, who was bom into the racing 
family of famed NASCAR great Lee Petty, 
has won $1,138,133 in racing. That’s more 
than anyone in the history of NASCAR. 
He’s won 141 victories, also more than 
anyone in the history of NASCAR. They 
don’t call him “King” for nothing.

Togther with his brother, Maurice, and 
father, Lee, the three Pettys run their 
Randleman race car shops. Racing truly 
is a family business to the Pettys. "I’ve al-

Richard is a happily married family man 
who, with lovely wife Lynda, have their 
hands full watching three little Pettys, 
Kyle, 11, Sharon, 10, and Lisa, 7. But all 
the Pettys love racing. “As long as there’s 
a garage in back of my house, there’s going 
to be a race car in it,” says Richard.

When asked who his favorite drivers of 
all time were, Richard wrinkled his nose 
and scratched his chin. There was a long 
pause as he searched for an answer.

“Well,” he said finally, "You go me 
there. I never thought about it. I guess 
I’d say Lee Petty, of course, and then Jim 
Paschal, and Tim Flock. Oh, and Pearson 
too (David Pearson)!”

“These are the people I most admire be­
cause of the way they drive (or drove as 
is the case with Lee and Tim Flock, now 
retired). They were smooth, not flashy. 
They didn’t worry about leading the race, 
but they worked to WIN the race. I take 
something from each of them and make it 
into my style of driving. I named David 
Pearson because he’s second to me in 
money won and number of victories and 
championships. A lot of people don’t realize 
that because David doesn’t get the pub­
licity.”

"Other guys like Curtis Turner, were 
always putting it in the wall. The guys I 
named were winners,” continued Petty.

When you talk racing with a great driver 
such as Petty, one question that always 
comes up is what is the best race he ever 
drove. "The most satisfying feeling I ever 
had in racing was in the 1962 Daytona 
500,” said Richard. "I didn’t even win!
I ran second to Fireball Roberts.

"It made me feel good, though, because 
I had qualified the car at 149 mph and 
Fireball had gone around 160 mph. But 
I drafted him all day, and when I finished,

I had averaged something like 152 mph, 
three miles an hour faster than I’d qualified! 
I guess that’s as near perfect a race as 
I ever ran.”

Richard thinks that ". . . racing’s sort of 
floundering around in the dark.” He says, 
"We need more organization to achieve the 
recognition racing deserves.”

He labeled the recent switch in the 
presidency of NASCAR as a step in the 
right direction. Bill France, Sr. turned over 
the reins to Bill France, Jr.

"As I said, two or three heads are 
better than one. Same as our family setup. 
Junior (as he calls the younger Bill France, 
new president of NASCAR) can go along 
until he gets in trouble. Then he can ask 
Senior (as he refers to the older Bill France) 
what to do. That’s two heads together. 
Junior can travel and associate with racing 
people. He speaks the racers’ lingo. He’ll 
do things that Senior shied away from,” 
said Petty.

"Junior is more near the age of the 
people in the business. He’s always looking 
for new ways of doing things,” continued 
Petty.

"It’s the closing of one book in stock 
car racing, and the opening of another. 
Maybe it’ll help racing get headed in the 
right direction," he said.

You’ll see no glowing crown on top of 
Richard Petty’s wavy black hair, and no 
jewels in his pearly toothed smile.

But when it comes to stock car race 
drivers, he’ll always be the “King".

New Winston Cup

Awards For 1972

A new schedule of payoffs for the 
Winston Cup awards in the Winston 
Cup Grand Nationals for 1972 has 
been announced by the officials of 
the Winston Division of R. J. Rey­
nolds Tobacco Company.

The $100,000 cup program will 
consist of three independent legs of 
$20,000 each, and a final $40,000 
overall payofT at the end of the racing 
year.

Drivers will cam money in each 
leg of competition solely from the 
NASCAR points earned in that seg­
ment, and share in the final payoff 
from points accumulated over the 
entire racing season.

The first leg of the Winston Cup 
began with the first race and will 
conclude with the 11th completed 
race of the season. The top five drivers 
in the point standings in the period 
will share a total of $20,000. The 
leader will receive S10.000, second 
$4,000, third $3,000, fourth $2,000 and 
fifth $1,000.

Another $20,000 will be paid the 
same way for the five drivers who 
earn the most Winston Cup points in 
the period beginning with the 12th 
and ending with the 22nd race of the 
season.

The third leg will begin with the 
23rd race and conclude with the final 
event of the year. A total of $20,000 
will be paid to the five drivers who 
earned the most Grand National 
points during this period. The payout 
of all three legs will be the same.

For the overall championship $40,- 
000 will be channeled to the 10 
drivers who earn the most 1972 
Winston Cup Grand National points 
in all NASCAR Winston Cup events. 
The payment will be: first $15,000, 
second $7,000, third $5,000, fourth 
$4,000, fifth $3,000, sixth $2,000, 
seventh $1,500, eighth $1,200, ninth 
$800, and tenth $500.

Barring rainouts the first leg will 
end with the Winston 500 at the 
Alabama International Motor Speed­
way May 7, and the second leg will 
conclude with the Yankee 400 at 
Michigan International Speedway 
August 20. The season’s last race will 
be the Texas 500, Dec. 3 at Texas 
World Speedway.

Tire 1972 Winston Cup Grand Na­
tional schedule, worth more than $2.5 
million in posted awards, will feature 
more than half of its 32 events on 
the international racing calendar.

Seventeen events have been granted 
International listings by the Federa­
tion de l'Automobile, the governing 
body of world motorsports.

Nine races have been granted Full 
International status, which will allow 
competitors from throughout the 
world and other sanctioning bodies 
in the United States to compete.

Eight other events have been listed 
as International events, clearing the 
way for foreign competitors and do­
mestic racers provided permission is 
granted from their sanctioning body.

Miss Winston 500 will be 
on hand for the Atlanta 500 and will ride in 
the Parade Lap on the Winston 500 pace car.

All the 1972 Winston Cup Grand 
National events will be 250 miles or 
longer. The prize money, totaling 
$2,501,476, is estimated on the 1971 
purses and may be increased with 
additional awards.

In addition to the Winston Cup 
awards, R. J. Reynolds Tobacco Com­
pany will present a "Rem Line Tool 
Chest and Cabinet Combination” to 
the chief mechanic of the winning car 
in all 1972 Winston Cup Grand Na­
tionals, contingent on display of the 
Winston Cup Grand National decal.
