Quick, now, who has won the most races at Martinsville Speed­
way?

Richard Petty? That's a pretty good guess. He has 15 career vic­
tories here.

Ray Hendrick? You're getting close. He's scored 20 times.
The real answer is Jack Tant.
Jack Tant? Don't remember ever seeing that name in the starting 

lineup? Well, you never have. But he’s won 27 races on this 
.525-mile track. Or, maybe we should say his engines have won 27 
races here.

The Littleton. N.C., mechanical genius now runs "Jack Tant Rac­
ing Engines", and supplies many of the power plants that carry the 
drivers to victory lane at Martinsville.

But there was a time when Tant, mechanic Clayton Mitchell and 
the charging Hendrick were the most feared team in Modified and 
Late Model Sportsman racing.

Hendrick piloted their "flying 11" Modified coupe, and later a 
Camaro. and their Sportsman car to 17 of his 20 wins here. At one 
point, in the late 1960s and early 1970s, it almost was a foregone 
conclusion that the "flying 1 1" would be in victory lane at Martin- 
ville.

In 1 1 races from 1968 through 1971, Hendrick won eight times, 
including the 1968 and 1969 Cardinal 500s and the 1970 Dogwood 
500 when the events were 500-lap Modified races.

He swept both halves on the inaugural Modified and Sportsman 
double-header in the 1970 Cardinal 500. And even with an inverted

start with the fastest qualifiers in the rear, Hendrick came from 33rd 
place to win the 1971 Spring 100 Modified.

When Hendrick was winning here so much it almost was 
ridiculous, a reporter asked him the key to his success. "Don't ask 
me where it comes from," Hendrick answered. "It's from that man 
down there," pointing to Tant, who was under the car doing some 
last minute preparations.

The admiration was mutual. When Hendrick was named 
NASCAR's most popular driver in 1969, Tant wasn't surprised. 
"Ray's always been popular, he said. "I imagine his driving techni­
que. his ability to drive well against all the top drivers has made him 
so. He's the charging type. He always has been an excellent traffic 
man. And when he's introduced, he always gets the loudest 
response."

It was the end of an era when the team disbanded and Tant turned 
to full time engine building after the 1973 Cardinal 500. in which 
Hendrick won the Sportsman race.

Hendrick continues to win as does Tant, but not together.
Geoff Bodine. John "Monk" Tate, Jack Bland and Sam Ard have 

roared to victory with Tant engines since.
And while today the crowd may not realize it, the ghost of the "fly­

ing 1 1" still roams Martinsville Speedway as long as Jack Tant is 
turning wrenches.

Cook started tinkering with cars when he was ten 
and built his own by the time he was 13. He made his 
racing debut at 16, “going from first to last in about 
two laps" on a quarter-mile track. "I didn’t win the pole 
either,” Cook laughs, “because the car that had won 
the least money started up front.”

He was a Modified car owner at 19 with someone 
else behind the wheel but finally started driving 
himself because “I figured I might as well drive ’em if I 
had to fix 'em all the time. My driver totaled two cars in 
one year."

Cook began racing full time in 1963, picking up his 
first feature win, and in 1968 he joined forces with Pete 
Hollebrand and the Hollebrand Trucking, Inc., of On­
tario, N.Y., who still sponsors him. "He's simply the 
best car owner and sponsor a guy could have," Cook 
said.

Like Cook, his rivals have improved with the years 
and competition on the circuit is rugged, especially at

Like many men, Jerry Cook likes to hunt.
But unlike other hunters, his prey may very well be

NASCAR National Modified Championships.

He chases his quarry all over the North, East and 
South for nine months out of the year, traveling 
thousands of miles and racing on tracks of every size 
and description.

Consider the fact that he’s won the na­
tional crown an unprecedented six times, including 
four of the last six years. And in the last 11 years, he 
either has taken the title or finished second.

The championship has been owned by a Rome, N.Y., 
driver the last nine years.

"We’ve been running for the title since 1969," Cook 
said, "and while the first title (1971) is the most ex­
citing, it still feels good to win it because each year is a

Martinsville. “Here, you have guys who don’t make the 
top 20 in qualifying who run darn good," he said. Cook 
himself has, on occasion, had to compete in the quali­
fying races to make the lineup.

“Gp home, the Modified cars run weekly at tracks 
spread through the New England area," Cook said. 
"Often, there are several races on a given weekend. 
That means that the drivers are split up. not all the 
really good ones get to the same track.

"But at Martinsville, everyone shows up. So at the 
weekly shows, there might be two or three good cars 
around. But here there are at least 15 that can win the 
race."

Cook always has to be counted among them.
He’s a hunter, whether in the woods or on the race 

track.

different year and you race against different guys."
Cook not only wins titles, he wins races. He comes 

into the Cardinal 500 Classic as the defending cham­
pion for the Modified half of the twin-bill and has seven 
career victories here. His slate includes the Modified 
half of the 1979 and 1973 Cardinal 500s, the 1976 and 
1973 Dogwood 500s, a 150-lapper in 1976, a 
100-lapper in 1970 and the Dogwood 500 in 1969.

That's right, in 1969 the Dogwood 500 was a 500-lap 
Modified race and Cook won it. There is little spare 
time for hunting and fishing for Cook, who also likes to 
jump on his snowmobile when the weather is right. 
He’s too busy racing to spend much time at home or 
pursuing his own hobbies.

Happily, his wife, Sue, son, David, and daughter, 
Kristi, travel much of the time with him.

He held off the challenge of Ron Bouchard of Fit­
chburg, Mass., for a three-second triumph in the 78.75 
miles on the .525-mile track. Evans, in winning 
$4,100, went the distance in one hour, five minutes 
and 53 seconds at an average speed of 71.793 miles 
despite six caution flags for 36 laps.

Evans, who won this race last year, started on the 
pole position with a track record qualifying speed of 
95.626 miles per hour, breaking the old mark of 
95.114 miles per hour that George Kent, Jr., of 
Horseheads, N.Y., set here last fall.

He and Bouchard swapped the lead twice between 
them with Evans taking the lead for good on the 54th 
lap. He led a total of 121 laps to Bouchard's 29. 
Bouchard earned $2,300 as the runner-up while 
finishing in the same lap with the winner were Mark 
Malcuit of Strasburg, Ohio ($1,700) and Donald 
“Satch” Worley of Rocky Mount, Va. ($1,000).

Rounding out the top ten were Maynard Troyer of 
Spencerport, N.Y., Bob Polverari of Springfield, Mass., 
Brian Ross of Ballston Spa, N.Y.. Jerry Cook of Rome, 
N.Y., Billy Middleton of Germanton, N.C. and John 
Giacobbe of Hammonton, N.J.

Paul Radford of Ferrum, Va., and Geoff Bodine of 
Pleasant Garden, N.C., winner of the Modified half of 
last month’s Dogwood 500 Classic, were victims of 
mechanical problems. Radford finished 24th and 
Bodine 26th.

Evans' other three wins here came in the Modified 
half of the 1978 Dogwood 500 and in 150-lappers in 
1974 and 1973.

Miller Brewing Company Cup, and the win for $9,205, making 
his total pay for the day $11,085.

Sonny Hutchins of Richmond, Va., who wrecked after 174 
laps, led 61 laps, Ingram 59 and pole winner Hensley 43 laps. 
Bodine’s car, the Groome Sentry Hardware Chevrolet owned 
by Robert Converse, was voted best appearing Sportsman car 
in the starting lineup.

Bodine dominated the Modified event in William Taylor’s 
Pinto but finished only one second in front of Maynard Troyer 
of Rochester, N.Y. Also in the same lap were Jerry Cook of 
Rome, N.Y., and George Summers of Upton, Mass.

“I told the crew that we had a tire going with about 100 
laps to go,” Bodine said. “I can’t believe it went all the way. It 
had a strip gone about two inches wide all the way around. 
That made the car real loose and I stayed up off of the 
concrete in the turns because of that.

“If you noticed, I slowed up some, I just wanted to keep a 
good margin over Maynard. I looked in the mirror a lot and 
the crew kept me posted about how far he was behind me. I’m 
tired and I think I’m a little out of shape. The Sportsman car 
drove easier than the Modified but after two races, I’m really 
beat. But I came close to winning both races today and I’ll be 
back in the fall to try it again.”

Bodine took the lead away from pole winner Richie Evans 
of Rome, N.Y., on the 13th lap and stayed in front the rest of 
the way. He averaged only 62.442 miles per hour because of 
eight caution flags for 77 laps. It took him two hours, six 
minutes and 15 seconds to go the distance.

It was Bodine’s sixth career victory at Martinsville but his 
first in the Dogwood. He won the Modified half of the 
Cardinal 500 in 1975, 1976 and 1978 and 150-lappers in 1978 
and 1976.

Best appearing car in the starting lineup was the Tom 
Baldwin Pinto from Bellport, N.Y.

Mike Porter and Geoff Bodine found the way to beat their 
competitors and Martinsville Speedway’s tire rule Sunday 
(March 16, 1980) - don’t change tires.

Porter, of Princeton, W.Va., and Bodine, of Pleasant 
Garden, N.C., were the winners in the Sill ,400 Dogwood 500 
Classic NASCAR National Championship double-header before 
18,000 sun-splashed fans, only three days after two inches of 
snow covered the speedway.

In a move to help competitors decrease the cost of racing, in 
addition to upping the purse for the twin-bill, the speedway 
and NASCAR initiated a rule that penalized any car two laps if 
it had its tires changed under the caution flag.

Porter, scoring his first victory on this .525-mile track, took 
the 250-lap Late Model Sportsman race by one and a half 
seconds over Morgan Shepherd of Conover, N.C., for S8,350. 
Also finishing in the same lap were Jack Ingram of Asheville, 
N.C., Bosco Lowe of Fairview, N.C., and Tommy Houston of 
Hickory, N.C.

“We look a super risk and used soft tires,” Porter said. “But 
my theory was right. The driver on hard tires “scoot” and that 
causes more friction on the tires. It definitely was a gamble 
and I just worried about the tires all day. But no one was going 
to catch me there at the end. This race and Daytona mean a 
lot in terms of prestige to me. I can use the money but the 
prestige means more and this win should mean a lot in terms 
of future help from sponsors.”

Porter averaged a record 70.670 miles per hour and went 
the 131.25 miles in one hour, 51 minutes and 33 seconds, 
despite eight caution flags for 48 laps. There were four lead 
changes among five drivers with Porter taking the lead away 
from Ingram on the 230th laps and leading a total of 21 laps.

Bodine, who drove a Chevrolet in the Sportsman and 
suffered engine failure after 208 laps, led 66 laps in the event 
to earn an extra $1,000 and the Miller Brewing Company Cup 
for $1,880. He also grabbed the $1,000 Modified bonus and

In print, it sounds easy.
Tommy Ellis of Richmond, Va.. won his first race at 

Martinsville Speedway (Saturday, September 27) tak­
ing the $24,105 “Autumn 150", 150-lap NASCAR Na­
tional Championship Late Model Sportsman event.

He won the pole position and led all the way. Easy, 
huh?

Just ask Ellis.
The hard-charger, taking his fifth NASCAR National 

Championship event of the year, finished a half a se­
cond in front of defending Autumn 150 champion Sam 
Ard of Asheboro, N.C. Ard and Butch Lindley were on 
his bumper nearly all the way in the 78.75-mile chase 
on the .525-mile track. And there were eight other cars 
that finished with Ellis’ smooth-working Pontiac in the 
same lap.

Consider that Ellis never really had a chance to pull 
away in the wild event that saw ten caution flags for 63 
laps. It took him one hour, 32 minutes and 30 seconds 
to go the distance at a slow average speed of 51.135 
miles per hour.

COOK, SHEPHERD WINNERS IN CARDINAL 500 CLASSIC
Jerry Cook of Rome, N.Y., and Morgan Shepherd 

of Eden, N.C., were the winners Sunday (October 28, 
1979) in the wild, $103,955 Cardinal 500 Classic 
NASCAR National Championship double-header at 
Martinsville Speedway.

Cook captured the 250-lap Modified race and 
Shepherd came home first in the 250-lap Late Model 
Sportsman event before a crowd of 24,000.

Cook, scoring his sixth career win on this 
demanding .525-mile track, fought off NASCAR 
National Modified Champion Richie Evans, his fellow 
hometown driver, and Ron Bouchard of Fitchburg, 
Mass., for his victory.

Evans finished beside Cook and Bouchard, driving 
Evans’ backup Pinto, right on Cook’s bumper. Ten 
caution flags for 58 laps held Cook’s average speed to 
67.950 miles per hour and it took him one hour, 56 
minutes and one second to go the 131.25 miles.

Cook earned $8,875 and took the lead for good on 
the 155th lap. Evans, clinching his second straight 
national title and his third over-all, earned $5,950 for 
second, including the $1,000 bonus and the Miller 
Brewing Cup for leading the most laps.

Evans led 99 laps to Cook’s 96 as there were nine 
lead changes among six drivers. Maynard Troyer of 
Rochester, N.Y., who finished fourth and in the same 
lap with Cook, led 27 laps, pole winner George Kent, 
Jr., of Horseheads, N.Y., 17 laps, Bouchard ten laps 
and Wayne Anderson of Yaphank, N.Y., one lap.

Evans also captured first place in the track’s 
$15,000 point fund, worth $5,000 and a grandfather

clock like Cook received. Cook finished second in the 
point battle for $2,500.

Geoff Bodine of Bellingham, Mass., finished fifth, 
also in the same lap with Cook.

The Sportsman race finished under the caution flag 
as Shepherd posted his second win at Martinsville 
after taking the Sportsman half of the 1977 Cardinal 
500.

A three-car pileup involving Jay Hedgecock of High 
Point, N.C., national champion Gene Glover of 
Kingsport, Tenn., and Larry Utsman of Bluff City, 
Tenn., brought out the yellow on the 245th lap and 
Shepherd coasted on home.

Joe Thurman of Rocky Mount, Va., was second 
and in the same lap with the winner.

Shepherd averaged a Cardinal record 68.971 miles 
per hour despite nine caution flags for 48 laps and 
went the distance in one hour, 54 minutes and 18 
seconds.

It was Shepherd’s biggest payday as he won 
$10,000, including the $1,000 bonus and Miller 
Brewing Company Cup for leading the most laps, and 
captured the track Sportsman title worth another 
$5,000 and a second grandfather clock to go along 
with the one he received for his race win.

There were nine lead changes among six drivers 
with Shepherd leading 122 laps and taking the lead 
for good on the 234th lap. Glover led 92 laps, Butch 
Lindley of Greenville, S.C., 13 laps, Bob Pressley of 
Asheville, N.C., 13 laps, Mike Porter of Princeton, 
W.Va., seven laps and Lennie Pond of Chester, Va., 
three laps.

Shepherd's plan to run only 20 of the 31 races next 
season has drawn criticism from some quarters. Some 
say it will be difficult to be a legitimate rookie con­
tender without making every race, but Shepherd has a 
different philosophy.

"We look at things the way the Wood Brothers look 
at it. The fewer races we run, the better we can prepare 
the car for the races we do run. And the better the car, 
the better we ll finish," Shepherd said.

Four years ago Morgan Shepherd and his tattered 
racing team limped into Martinsville Speedway on the 
verge of collapse.

Shepherd was flat busted broke. He had resorted to 
selling furniture on the side to purchase parts for his 
racer.

But he vowed that Friday afternoon before the 1977 
Cardinal 500 he would never quit.

Shepherd delightfully recalls that trip to Martinsville 
these days. It was, he says, the turning point in his 
career.

That Sunday afternoon Shepherd parked his Late 
Model Sportsman machine in victory lane and picked 
up a check for $6,775. The winnings were enough to 
get Shepherd’s operation out of the hole and on the 
way to becoming one of the most successful in the 
LMS ranks.

Shepherd comes into the Cardinal 500 as the defen­
ding champion for the Late Model Sportsman half of 
the twin-bill and already has clinched the 1980 
NASCAR National Late Model Sportsman champion­
ship.

And he gives much of the credit for his success to 
the half-mile track most drivers consider a horror — 
the .525-mile Martinsville track.

"Martinsville is my speedway. Some drivers can’t 
seem to ever do well here, but I’ve always finished well. 
When I was down, it was Martinsville that pulled me 
out of the hole,” said Shepherd.

And he’s gone from that hole straight to the top of 
LMS racing and beyond. Next season Shepherd’s 
beautiful red racer will be a rare sight on the LMS cir­
cuit.

Shepherd will hit the Grand National trail next 
season, campaigning for Rookie of the Year honors 
with plans to run at least 20 races. And he’s going into

the new venture with the same attitude that has 
brought over 100 victories in a decade of LMS racing.

"We’re intent on winning a race next year. I don’t 
ever go to the track with the idea that I am not going to 
win,” said Shepherd. "We go to the race now feeling 
like we can win and 1 don’t feel it will be any different 
next year.”

Boastful talk from a man who has driven but one 
Grand National race, but he has two key items to back 
it up — money and loads of short track experience.

Cliff Stewart, who has sponsored Shepherd on the 
LMS circuit the last two years, has agreed to put up 
$400,000 for next season’s Grand National venture.

The money is enough to build two new racers, hire 
three full-time crew members and keep the team in top 
racing form for the 20 races they plant to run.

And among those 20 races are stops at every short 
track on the circuit and three super speedways the 
Conover, N.C., driver had driven.

"We re definitely going to have an advantage on the 
short tracks, but even on a few of the super speedways 
(Charlotte, Dover, Atlanta) we will have a good 
chance,” said Shepherd, who finished 12th at 
Charlotte in his only prior Grand National appearance. 
"I know the type of setup needed for those tracks and 
I’ve run up front in those places. I’ve beaten drivers like 
Waltrip and Bobby Allison in places like that.

Plans call for two cars to be built for next season. 
The first, a Gran LeMans, is already being assembled. 
The second will be built after the Daytona 500 in 
February. The delay in building the second car, 
Shepherd says, is to find out exactly what everyone 
else will be running next season in the year of the 
down-sized car.

This is an opportune time for Shepherd to begin a 
Grand National career because of the introduction of 
the smaller car. It will be a year of experimenting for 
everyone as they try to work out the bugs in the new 
cars.

"We will all have new equipment next year and that 
should make the cars a lot closer. 1 feel like the scaled 
down cars will put everybody together. There should 
be more cars running on the same lap now at the end of 
races,” said Shepherd. "A lot of the boys have just 
been trying to get by on worn out equipment for the 
past few years. Now they will be competitive with new 
cars."
