20th Knoxville National 
To Kinser

Fog delayed the running of the National 
Championship until Sunday afternoon. After a heavy 
rain on Saturday morning the track was made ready and 
the three trophy dashes were completed. However, the 
fog and mist made it too difficult for the drivers to see 
therefore, postponing the championship until Sunday 
afternoon.

Con Edwards, Lealand McSpadden, and John 
Stevenson claimed the three trophy dashes. Edwards 
and Stevenson both started up front and led all five laps 
in posting their wins while McSpadden started in the 
second row and chased Jerry Potter until Potter went 
high in the third turn and McSpadden made a low side 
pass to take the lead. Edwards won 150 dollars for his 
victory, McSpadden earned 300 dollars and 500 went to 
Stevenson.

Steve Kinser drove the Bob Trostle Sprinter to 
victory in the 20th Annual Knoxville Nationals 
Championship Race on a hot and dusty race track 
Sunday afternoon August 17th, 1980. Kinser started on 
the outside of the second row for the 30 lap event but 
fell tolhird behind Mike Brooks and Eddie Leavitt on 
the start. Brooks and Leavitt set the pace for the first 
three laps before a red came out for Joe Saldana and 
Gary Scott in the first turn. Saldana went upside down 
but was not injured. When the green came back out 
Brooks and Leavitt continued to lead until the 13th lap 
when Kinser got by Leavitt for second place. One lap 
later, Kinser went by Brooks on the 18th lap, Brooks 
went on to finish second but never seriously challenged 
Kinser.

The afternoon track turned hard, dry and slick 
making for a tough day on tires and several drivers 
were either forced out of action or went back to the rear 
after changing tires on a yellow flag. That made for 
several interesting charges by several drivers but non 
matched the performance of Tom Corbin. Corbin 
started 13th in the B Main in the Derry and Metcalf 
Sprinter and finished second moving him to the back of 
the A. Starting 21st in the National Championship he 
finished third. Tim Green moved the Jensen 
Construction Sprinter to fourth and he too turned in an 
impressive performance. Starting ninth, Green moved 
back to fourth in the final seven laps. Lee Osborne who 
also advanced from the B finished fifth. Jimmy Sills 
headed up the second five with the rest of the top ten 
spots going to John Stevenson, Dick Morris, Danny 
Smith, and Bill Robison. Brooks and Leavitt both faded 
in the late stages of the race with tire problems. Leavitt, 
who was bidding for a third national championship did 
finish the race but limped home 11th because of a worn 
tire. Brooks wore all the thread off of his right rear and 
the top qualifier dropped out with two laps remaining,

finishing 15th. Tire problems also did in defending 
champion Ron Shuman. Shuman had a flat after 25 laps 
and restarted from the back finishing 12th.

Gary Patterson took the B Main that saw four yellows 
come out and so many laps run that the race was halted 
at the halfway point under a yellow to allow the cars to 
fuel. Patterson started on the front row of the B and led 
the first ten laps before Lealand McSpadden took over 
for the next three laps. McSpadden dropped out under 
the yellow flag after thirteen laps with a broken ring 
and pionion gear. Following second place finisher Tom 
Corbin were Lee Osborne, Bob Geldner, and Lenard 
McCarl.

Con Spieker lead all 16 laps in the Doug Slocum 
sprinter to win the C main event with Geldner second. 
Ralph Blackett finished third after starting eighth, Dan 
Shearen was fourth, and Con Edwards was fifth.

Doug Wolfgang’s hopes for a third national 
championship faded in the C Main. Starting at the rear 
Doug would have had to work his way to the top three 
spots to advance to the B but his chances ended when 
he hit the fence coming out of the fourth turn and then 
collided with Roger Wright, sidelining both cars for the 
rest of the day.

The win capped off a busy week for Kinser who was 
in the Bob Trostle sprinter because of a crash in his 
heat race on Wednesday night in the Kinser brothers 
number 11. Trostle and his crew worked from 6:00 
A.M. Thursday putting the engine from Kinser’s car 
into the Trostle car and then qualifying on Thursday 
night. Friday the crew went back to work again at 6:00 
A.M. setting torsion bars and rear end drive lines and 
so on virtually changing everything on the car at one 
time or another. Kinser picked up $6,000 for the win 
with his total winnings for the week at $9,065 including 
contigency money. He also won a 26 diamond ring 
valued at over 2300 dollars.

1964-bo—nEN WELD, Kansas City, Mo. outran his brother Greg In the 1964 National 
and won the crown. Jim NaJson of Flint, Michigan was third. Tom Corbin of 
Carrollton, Mo., fourth; Ed VaderLoon of Grand Rapls, Mich., fifth; Jerry Weld, sixth 
and Ray Lee Goodwin was seventh. John Babb had the best qualifying time with a 
lap mark of :22.72 seconds. 87 cars were on hand and the top spot paid $1,500. Ken 
Weld repeated his championship win In 1965 with Jerry Blundy of Galesburg, III. 
second; Dick Fries, third; Bob Williams fourth and Norman Galpln of Altoona, Iowa 
fifth. Bob Williams, had the best qualifying time with :23.12.

1972—KEN WELD, York, Pennsylvania won his third National at Knoxville leading 
the entire race with the exception of two or three laps. Weld picked up $4,200 for his 
efforts. Billy Shuman was the runner-up and Lonnie Jensen, third. Eddie Leavitt, 
fourth, Jay Woodside, fifth; and Buddy Cochran sixth. The “B" Main went to Roger 
Larson and the Consolation was won by Steve Unger. Heat races winners were: Billy 
Shuman, Kenny Weld, Jay Woodside and Bob Moore.

1973—KENNY WELD, came back from the East and won the National crown for the 
fourth time followed by another Pennsylvanian Jan Opperman who was second. 
Bobby Allen, third; Rick Ferkel, fourth; Sheldon Kinser, fifth; Ted Wise, sixth; Roger 
Larson, seventh; Earl Wagner, eighth; Bubby Jones, ninth and Dick Sutcliffe tenth.

1977-1978—DOUG WOLFGANG became the third driver to win back-to-back 
National Championships. In 1977 it was Wolfgang’s 34th feature win of the year 
and his 11th in 15 starts at Knoxville. Lealand McSpadden was second and Buddy 
Jones finished third. Eddie Leavitt won the “C” Feature and Sam Swindell won the 
“B’s Feature. In 1978 Wolfgang led from pole to pole to notch his second win in a 
row. Steve Kinser was second and Eddie Leavitt was third. Paul Pitzer won the “C” 
Feature and Bobby Allen won the “B” Feature.

1963—GREG WELD, Kansas City, Mo. jumped ahead from his front row starting 
position and led all the way to capture the 1963 National Championship. Dick Fries 
of San Diego, California was third. Fries had the best qualifying time of :23.23 
seconds. Heat races were won by Carl Williams, Hob Noel, Gordon Woolley, Greg 
Weld, Earl Wagner and the Consolation was won by Roy Robbins. Bud McCune won 
the"B" Main.

1976—EDDIE LEAVITT of Kearney, Missouri, held off the field of 21 competitors 
and the weatherman to win his second consecutive National Championship In the 16th 
annual affair for sprint cars here August 13,1976. Leavitt started on the outside third 
row and moved past Gary Dunkle of Lincoln, Neb. on the 11th lap of the race to gain 
the lead and he was never headed from that point. Dunkle, who started on the outside 
front row, led the first ten laps and held on to finish second. Unofficially Leavitt 
picked up $4,800 for the victory and $5,920 for the entire Nationals. Lee Osborne of 
Jamestown, Indiana, was third, Buddy Jones of Danville, III. was fourth. Polesitter 
Joe Saldana, of Lincoln, Neb. was fifth and 1963 Champion Greg Weld was sixth. The 
Larry Kirkpatrick Memorial went to Rick Ferkel of Findlay, Ohio. Gary Patterson of 
Sacremento, Cal., was second and Leonard McCarl, Des Moines finished third. 
Ferkel, by taking the “B” contest moved Into the Championship race and starting 
dead last moved Into the 6th spot by the 10th lap despite the fact that he was running 
on seven cylinders. However, on the 10th lap he encountered more problems and was 
forced to drop out. The "C” Main went to Rick Goade of Fullerton, Cal., with Sonny 
Smyser of Glenwood, Mo. second and Darryl Dawley of Sioux Fails, S.D., third. 
Goade led from start to finish to win the race. Goade, In warming up for the “B” 
Main flipped his racer In turn two. He was not Injured. Rain which plaqued the 
Nationals and forced postponement of Wednesday's qualifying and cancellation of 
the non-quallflers race began falling about 25 minutes after Leavitt's victory. 
Leavitt’s win makes him the second person to win more than one National. The other 
driver Is four-time winner Ken Weld.

1970—JOE SALDANA, Lincoln, Nebraska led all the way and won the National 
Championship before a grandstand crowd of 12,987 fans. Saldana, the point champ, 
gained the pole position by turning the half mile In :20.75 seconds. The entire race 
was free of mishaps and ran off without as much as a caution flag. Dick Sutcliffe, 
who had started In the fourth row charged Into second spot and was closing the gap 
on Saldana when mechanical troubles slowed him and he finished second about 
eight car lengths behind Saldana. Jan Opperman who had the outside pole position 
finished fourth behind Ray Lee Goodwin. Jerry Blundy was fifth and Roger Larson, 
sixth. Heat races went to Al Murle, Earl Wagner, Rick Ferkel, Dale McCarty, Bob 
Williams and Jon Backlund who also won the “B" Main. Gene Genotten took the 
consolation.

1975—EDDIE LEAVITT, of Kearney, Mo. turned In one of his greatest driving efforts 
ever In winning the 15th Annual National Super Sprint Championship at the Marlon 
County Fairgrounds on Saturday nite. August 9, 1975. Although Leavitt started on 
the pole for the National, Fred Linder of Freemont, Ohio jumped out In front when 
the green flag dropped. Leavitt shot his Black #40 R & H Farms car Into the lead on 
the back straight of the first lap and was never headed again. Roger Rager made the 
closest challenge as he took over number two spot on lap 20. Rick Ferkel of Tiffin, 
Ohio finished In third spot just ahead of Jan Opperman, Roger Larsen and Larry 
Clark.

1969—KEN GRITZ, Lincoln, Nebraska took the lead on the 15th lap and won the 1969 
National. Ray Lee Goodwin who was to have been on the pole was sidelined In a 
crash during the first heat. Gritz took home $3,040 for winning the feature. Goodwin 
set a new one lap track record during the first night of qualifying. Heat races were 
won by Ken Gritz, Ken Weld, Roger Abbott, John Babb, Bobby Ward. The Consee 
went to Abbott and the "B" Main went to Thad Dosher. Ken Gritz died In a crash 
during and IMCA Sprint car race at the Nebraska State Fair just a few weeks after he 
had won the Knoxville title.

1971—JAN OPPERMAN, Lewisburg, Pennsylvania started on the pole by virtue of a 
:20.91 time trial and was never really challenged to win the National. Earl Wagner 
was second, Eddie Leavitt, third; Dick Sutcliffe, fourth. Former Champion Ray Loe 
Goodwin was fifth and Jerry Blundy, sixth. Bill Utz got the “B” Main and Bert 
Sonnets took the consolation, after several accidents halted It a number of times. 
Heat winners were: Jan Opperman, Dick Sutcliffe, Darrell Dawley, Lonnie Jensen, 
and Ted Wise.

1979—RON SHUMANN, the “Flying Shoe’’, rolled to victory in the 19th Annual 
National Championships. Starting In the 3rd row Shumann gained the lead on the 
fifteenth lap and cruised on to the win. Randy Smith was second and Sam Swindell 
finished third. Winner of the “C” Feature was Mike Pinckney and Sam Swindell 
came In first in the “B" Feature. 15,000 people were on hand to view the race 
including Iowa governor Robert Ray.

1974—DICK GAINES, of Floyd's Knob, Indiana was the winner of the 72 National 
edging out Jan Opperman at the finish line. Ted Wise was third and Lou Blaney 
fourth. Fred Linder took the fifth spot and Ken Weld settled for seventh. Heat races 
went to Bob Moore, Ron Shuman, Mackie Heimbaugh, Gary Johnson, and the Bert 
Sonnet Memorial was won by Bob Moore with Larry Kirkpatrick winning the "B"

1961—ROY ROBBINS of Louisville, Ky., won the first National Championship race 
and took home the top prize of $1,000. The one day event drew a field of only 50 cars 
and the fastest qualifying time was 23 seconds flat set by Robbins who was 
employing an “air scoop" on his car. The scoops were banned at Knoxville from that 
day on. Audle Swartz of Muncie, Indiana was second, good for $600 and Earl Wagner 
also using an air scoop was third. Heat races were won by Wagner, Gordon Woolley 
of Waco, Texas; Thad Dosher, Topeka, Kansas; and Jim Blount of La Paz, Indiana. 
The Consolation races were won by Jerry Weld of Kansas City and John Babb of 
Ottumwa.

1962—JERRY RICHERT of Forest Lake, Minnesota won the 2nd annual Super 
Modified National Championship and the $1200 for first place. 72 cars were qualified 
for the races with Roy Robbins of Louisville, Ky. posting the best qualifying time of 
:22.99 seconds. Robbins was Involved In a three car pile up that might have cost him 
the Championship after he had led for 18 laps. Gordon Woolley of Waco, Texas was 
second and Bob Williams of Kansas City, Missouri was third. Jerry Weld finished 
fourth with brother Greg fifth. Heat races went to Roy Robbins, Jerry Weld, Johnny 
Babb, Jerry Richert and Jay Woodside. Audle Swartz won the Consee.

Everyone learns real fast, if not, you 
wind up wearing someone else or in a 
mud hole on your seat. And many 
times you still wind up without shoes 
no matter how hard you practice. The 
smart old veterans give in at the first 
sign of rain, ridding themselves of 
their shoes and rolling up pantslegs.

You also get an education in racing 
fashion. During the rains, fans can 
show you at least 20 good uses for 
“Hefty Garbage Bags’’, on the body, 
head, feet, etc. As for shoes it’s the 
usual, boots, tennies or sandals. But 
once the mud sets in, you’re in it up to 
your ankles or more. By then, you all 
start to look alike —wet mut atop dry.

After the races in the evenings many 
sponsors have free feeds for the 
racers. One night there’s barbequed 
chicken, and another night a 
barbequed pig turns on a spit in the 
pits during the race, building your 
appetite for the sandwiches afterward.

You may come as a stranger, but 
you leave with many fond memories 
and even more friends.

When the final checkered is dropped 
and the winner crowned, the cheers 
and tears are everywhere. A new King 
reigns. His newly won title will gain 
him respect throughout the Sprint Car 
World.

As quickly as the four days started, 
they pass and always too soon. The 
moment to part is here. There are big 
parties. The parties and get-togethers 
are but memories. Everyone is quiet 
now, there are no good-byes. 
Everyone slowly drifts away. Every­
thing falls back into that special “Time 
Zone’’ that is magically left here, this 
is the only place you find it. The door 
closes softly as you drive away, the 
precious moments left undisturbed, 
but shared. Here they stay until next 
year, when the door once again is 
opened, and beckons you back to the 
KNOXVILLE NATIONALS.

All energies build to the “Day of the 
Final Event’’, all drivers wishing to 
win this granddaddy on dirt track 
races. Who will it be this year? An old 
veteran or a newcomer, local or World 
of Outlaw?

No matter where the racing trail has 
taken the drivers and the fans during 
the racing season, in August all roads 
lead to Knoxville, Iowa, the Sprint Car 
Capitol of the World, for the 
KNOXVILLE NATIONALS.

Knoxville, Iowa, population 8,000 is 
small in size but large on WELCOME. 
There are two motels in Knoxville, but 
the waiting list for rooms is counted in 
years not days or weeks. A camper or 
motor home parked right at the track is 
the choice of the majority. That way, 
the only thing you miss is sleep!

If it’s your first trip to the 
KNOXVILLE NATIONALS, you will 
meet dyed in the wool race fans from 
every state in the union. The racing 
atmosphere is different here than at 
any other race track, and has been for 
20 years. It’s as though time stands 
still. The door is opened with this 
special magic only at National Time, 
then closes again for another year 
when Saturday night’s checkered flag 
falls.

When you arrive here, you sense the 
air of “excitment.” Concession stands 
are everywhere. You hear “Howdy! 
Hi! How you been? Have you seen so 
and so yet?’’ Ah yes, the yearly round 
up begins. Trailer and camper city, 
about 2,300 strong covers the front 
area around the grandstand and back 
into the corn fields. Many have been 
camping in the same spot for 20 years. 
Larry and Pat Patterson have been on 
pit gate corner for every national to 
date. They know where everyone is 
and everyone checks in with them.

Beyond the pit gate area are the 
famous “barns’’. Empty for so long, 
but during the four day Nationals they 
become home for many. There used to 
be some pretty good card games found 
in the barns during National Time. As 
luck would have it, things were fine for 
the racers and fans with their friendly 
games until some mighty “high 
rollers’’ got wind of the festivities and 
tried to mix in. Before you knew it, it 
almost turned into an “Old-time neck 
tie party’’ when the race folk found out 
that they were being taken. So the 
Card Games became a part of 
Nationals history.

Action always begins on the midway 
each day before the race. Relaxing and 
socializing —crazy hats and shirts are 
everywhere with racin’ and eyecatch­
in’ sayings. What a melting pot of 
people, all ages and sizes can be 
found. You can’t tell the fans from the 
racers, all join in, they become racin’ 
kin.

“Mr. Knoxville’’ himself, Eddie 
Leavitt complete with his son Butch’s 
pet racoon may be on the fairway 
entertaining friends, while other 
drivers and their crews can be seen 
playing frisbee or enjoying an outdoor 
barbeque in someone’s camp. There is 
never a shortage of good home cooked 
food in this campground.

For more adventure, wander into 
the grandstand area, step through the 
wide doors, activity is everywhere. 
Concessions of food, shirts, souvenirs 
and pictures to delight every racing 
enthusiast.

What catches your eye next brings a 
moment of reverence. Shining before 
you is “THE KNOXVILLE HALL OF 
FAME’’. Below the immortal wall 
stand the trophies that will be 
presented to the winners of the 
Nationals, but as you look at the wall of 
“Greats’’ behind them you under­
stand why to be even a small part of 
the Knoxville Nationals is to be part of 
racing history’s best.

To the left of the Hall of Fame in a 
just place of honor is the 1977 car that 
Bob Trostle (builder) and Doug 
Wolfgang (driver) shared when they 
were the winningest oval race team in 
the United States.

Mother Nature adds her own 
elements of surprise to this gathering 
of the “Race Clan”. No Nationals is 
ever complete without 
abundance of pesty 
mosquitoes, withering 
sweltering humidity. Not to mention 
the quick summer rains which usually 
turn into real gully washers. When this 
happens you get to see Knoxville’s 
Pikes Peak hill climb as the tow rigs try 
to get out of the pits after a race. It’s 
almost as much excitement as the 
race. They also have a neat step called 
“The Knoxville Mud Shuffle” —it 
goes like this—walk 1-2, slide 3-4.
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
