The "Land of Lincoln" hosts one of the 
most exciting weekends of racing in USAC 
history as the Silver Crown Championship 
Series and National Midget Series con­
verge here at Joe Shaheen's popular 
"Little Springfield" Speedway for what 
promises to be a most competitive pair of 
programs.

The Silver Crown Championship Cars 
are joining with the winged Sprint Cars of 
the World of Outlaws circuit for a two-day 
extravaganza; with the USAC Midgets 
performing on Saturday night.

Race organizer Jim DePalma is offering 
race fans what he terms the "Dream Event 
of ’82" on Saturday afternoon with six 
driving stars each from USAC and WoO 
squaring off in a $15,000, 12-mile "Team 
concept" feature. The participants have 
been selected by race fans purchasing 
advance-sale tickets.

The "Dream Event" is being held in 
addition to regular complete programs for 
both the USAC Silver Crown and WoO 
Sprint machines, with a 40-mile two 
segment WoO ‘A’ Main on Sunday 
preceding a 100-mile USAC Silver Crown 
race the same afternoon.

Tremendous response to the call for fans 
to select the "Dream Event" drivers has 
resulted in an excellent field of drivers for

the 12-mile race and the largest advance 
ticket sale in Illinois State Fairgrounds 
racing history.

The "Dream Event" will incorporate 12 
USAC Silver Crown Championship ma­
chines, with each row in the lineup 
containing one USAC and one WoO driver, 
starting positions determined by a draw.

Nearly $100,000 in prize money will be 
awarded to Springfield participants in the 
weekend events.

A special post-race party has been 
arranged for Saturday night at the 
Fairgrounds, open to the public, and will 
be in the Food-A-Rama Building, located 
south of the main grandstand, starting at 8 
p.m.

Saturday’s events open with WoO 
warmups at 10:30 a.m., followed by USAC 
Silver Crown warmups at 11, WoO 
qualifications at 11:30 and USAC Silver 
Crown qualifications at 1 p.m. The World of 
Outlaws heat races begin at 2:30 p.m., 
followed by the "Dream Event of ’82" 
12-miler at 4 p.m. A WoO Sprint "A" Main 
Event will conclude Saturday's activities at 
4:30.

Sunday's schedule calls for WoO Sprint 
warmups at 1 p.m., followed by the WoO 
heats, USAC Silver Crown warmups, WoO 
"B" Main, 1st WoO "A" Main, Silver

‘Dream Event’ Highlights Springfield Weekend
Crown semi-feature (12 miles), 2nd WoO 
main and the 100-mile Silver Crown 
feature.

Saturday night's USAC Midget program 
has warmups at 7 p.m., qualifying at 7:30 
and the first race at 8:30. Four 10-lap main 
event comprise the balance of the program.

USAC drivers nominated for the "Dream 
Event of ’82" include defending Silver 
Crown Series titlist Larry Rice, Gary 
Bettenhausen, Ken Schrader, Rich Vogler, 
Tom Bigelow and Jack Hewitt. Represen­
ting the World of Outlaws in the 12-miler 
will be defending WoO Champion Sammy 
Swindell, Steve Kinser, Doug Wolfgang, 
Danny Smith, Dean Shirley and Bobby 
Marshall.

Each driver on the "winning team" will 
receive $1,500, with the "losers" getting 
$800 each, a $1,200 bonus being paid to 
the race winning driver. Points will be 
awarded on the basis of finishing position: 
1 for 1st, 2 for 2nd, 3 for 3rd, etc., with 
last place receiving 13 instead of 12 to 
avoid a possible tie The team, under this 
system receiving the least points wins the 
"Dream Event".

This is to be one of the most attractive 
weekend packages of the 1982 season, 
with over 250 miles of racing action taking 
place over the 1 -mile dirt oval.

The “Flyln* Shoe”, as Ron is known 
among the racing fraternity, finished 
11th in the 1981 USAC Silver Crown 
Series standings, primarily due to top-5 
finishes in early-season events at 
Indianapolis and Knoxville, IA. Ron 
owns 1 USAC Sprint feature victory and 
boosted his career victory total to 6 In 
the USAC Midgets In December of 1981 
by scoring an Incredible third consecu­
tive win In the “Turkey Night Grand 
Prix" at Gardena, CA.

Mark’s first full season of Dirt Car 
racing left him ninth In the 1981 USAC 
Silver Crown final points, a hard-earned 
fourth-place finish at the "Hoosier 
Hundred" contributing to that lofty 
position. Mark competed in selected 
races in 1976-77-78 but was idle in the 
Dirt cars in 1979 & 1980. He qualified 
third-fastest for the "Hoosier Hundred” 
and was up-front with the leaders all 
afternoon. He also drove the highest- 
ranking Dirt car In the 1981 Pocono 
500-mile Championship race, taking 
11th place.

Jim won the first race of the newly 
created USAC Dirt Car Series in 1971, 
at Nazareth, PA, but has not returned 
to the winner's circle since. He did 
finish 3rd in the “Tony Bettenhausen 
100” at Springfield, IL enroute to 10th 
in the 1981 series standings and has 
been a consistent front-runner in USAC 
Dirt car events through the years. Jim 
Is closing on the $1 Million mark in 
career USAC earnings, having won the 
1970 California 500 at Ontario and was 
runnerup to Mario Andretti In the 1966 
USAC National Championship Series 
standings.

Sheldon is a 2-time USAC National 
Sprint Car Champion and his talents 
are equally proficient in the Dirt cars, 
having won races at Syracuse, NY and 
Williams Grove, PA in recent years. He 
was sixth in the 1981 USAC Silver 
Crown Series points, his best finish a 
second-place behind Rich Vogler at 
Knoxville, IA. In addition to his pair of 
career Dirt car wins, Sheldon also owns 
24 Sprint feature trophies and finished 
sixth in the 1981 Indianapolis 500. He 
won the 1981 USAC National Sprint Car 
Championship by a whopping margin, 
winning 7 races In 20 starts!

"Little Joe”, as he Is affectionately 
known among the racing fraternity, was 
eighth in the final 1981 USAC Silver 
Crown Dirt Car standings, 5th In the 
“Tony Bettenhausen 100” at Spring­
field, IL his best finish. Joe won the 
“Hoosier Hundred" In Indianapolis In 
1976 and has numerous Sprint and 
Midget victories to his credit. He also 
won the prestigious “Hulman Classic” 
Sprint race at Terre Haute, IN In 1973.

Gary's best finish In the 1981 Silver 
Crown Dirt Car Series was third after 
having won four races in 1980 enroute 
to the Dirt Car Championship. He 
started in the front row every time out 
in 1981, but his lack of a feature win left 
him 7th in the final series standings. A 
2-time USAC Sprint Car Champion, 
Gary is one of the winningest drivers in 
USAC history, with 40 Sprint wins, 27 
Midgets, 5 in the Dirt cars and 4 In the 
Champ cars. His career USAC earnings 
are well over the $1 Million mark.

George was USAC's first Champion­
ship Dirt Car Champion In 1971 and his 
prowess in the 1981 series was 
primarily responsible for his point lead 
in USAC’s Gold Crown Series at the 
conclusion of the 1981 season. He won 
the “Tony Bettenhausen 100" at Spring­
field, IL. and finished 4th in the Silver 
Crown standings, the victory his first 
since winning at DuQuoin in 1971! 
George's USAC career began in 1964 
and he’s been one of the more 
consistent drivers in USAC history. His 
career earnings are nearing the S3/4- 
million mark.

Tom finished 5th in the 1981 Silver 
Crown series, the eighth time he’s been 
in the top-10 In the series standings, 
but he’s still seeking the crown. He was 
runnerup three consecutive years (1973- 
75; and has six career Dirt car race 
victories to his credit, Including the 
1975 "Hoosier Hundred" in Indianapo­
lis. He’s the winningest Sprint car 
driver In USAC career earnings are 
nearing the S1 Million mark.

Greg's 1981 USAC Silver Crown Series 
record does not reflect his ability as he 
wound up 17th In the final points and a 
pair of 8th-place finishes were his best. 
He won the 1979 USAC National Sprint 
Car Championship and has won 11 
USAC Sprint car features but a 5th 
place at Syracuse, NY in 1977 remains 
as his best Dirt Car finish to date. Greg 
removed his Indianapolis Motor Speed­
way rookie stripes In 1980 with a 10th 
place finish In the “500”.

TROY. OHIO
DIRT CAR ROOKIE OF THE YEAR

Jerry was voted "Rookie of the Race” 
for his 9th-place finish in the 1981 
“Hoosier Hundred" at Indianapolis and 
that finish helped him attain 16th place 
in the final USAC Silver Crown Series 
standings. His 1981 appearances were 
his first in the Dirt cars although he has 
competed in USAC Sprint races since 
1972. He finished second in a 1981 
Sprint race at Fremont, OH.

Jack earned the Stanton Racing Pro­
ducts “Rookie of the Year” award for 
his third-place finish in the 1981 USAC 
Silver Crown Series. He started eight 
races and finished second in the 
season opener at Rossburg, OH. He led 
the series standings for several races 
and was In contention on the final day 
of the season.

Johnny is the son of 1950 Indianapolis 
500 winner Johnnie Parsons and has 
compiled his own list of Impressive 
credentials. Runnerup for the 1976 
USAC Dirt Car title, Johnny wound up 
18th in the 1981 series, starting only 
five features, and he's still looking for 
his first Dirt Car victory after three 
second-place finishes in years past. An 
excellent qualifier, J.P. owns 23 USAC 
Midget feature wins and 3 victories in 
the Sprinters. He's won over $1/2 

anMillion in USAC events and is 
Indianapolis 500 veteran.

Steve, unbelievably, Is still looking for 
his first USAC Dirt Car victory, despite 
several near misses. He finished se­
cond in the “Hoosier Hundred" in 1980 
behind series champion Gary Betten­
hausen and was 3rd in the 1981 series 
opener at Rossburg, OH, Ironically 
driving Bettenhausen's machine after 
Gary became ill. Steve owns 13 USAC 
Sprint car feature victories and nearly 
won the 1980 USAC Sprint Car title, 
losing out to Rich Vogler In the final 
race. Steve qualified for but was 
bumped from the 1981 Indianapolis 500 
starting field In his rookie attempt.

Bill Is the son of the late 2-tlme 
Indianapolis 500 Champion and nearly 
won the "500" himself in 1973 when he 
finished second to Gordon Johncock In 
a rain-shortened event. Bill's lone 
USAC Championship Dirt Car triumph 
came In 1979 at DuQuoin, IL, but two 
years earlier he was runnerup for the 
series crown to Larry Rice. He's 
nearing the $1 Million career earnings 
mark and has twice been runnerup for 
the USAC National Championship. 
Bill’s 1981 Dirt Car season included a 
6th-place finish In the "Hoosier Hun­
dred" at Indianapolis and a final point 
ranking of 21st.

Bobby won the 1979 USAC Champion­
ship Dirt Car Series title but the two 
victories he scored that season remain 
the only two he’s recorded In the 
series. He only participated In 5 1981 
events and finished 7th In the "Hulman 
Hundred" at the Indiana State Fair­
grounds In Indianapolis. He won the 
“Hoosier Hundred” at Indianapolis In 
1979 and owns numberous USAC 
Midget victories, driving the first 
competitive Volkswagen-powered 
Midget In USAC competition In 1973. 
He's an Indianapolis 500 veteran and a 
top threat every time out.

Smokey finished 15th in the . USAC 
Silver Crown Series, taking 3rd at 
Knoxville, IA. He competed In selected 
Dirt Car events In 1980 as well and 
finally hit the USAC winners’ circle in 
USAC's Sprint Car Series by taking a 
30-lapper In 1981 at Kansas City, KS. 
Smokey Is a graduate of the tough 
Eastern Modified and Sprint circuits.

Eddie is 
always among the top qualifiers for 
USAC events.

Rich’s hopes of a USAC Silver Crown 
Series Championship in 1981 disap­
peared in a crash during the “Hut 
Hundred" at Terre Haute, IN, a Septem­
ber Midget race in which he sustained 
serious injuries and was forced to sit 
out the rest of the season. He still 
finished second in the series points, 
winning the races at Knoxville, IA and 
DuQuoin, IL. He was also second In the 
1981 USAC Sprint car points and third 
in the Midget standings, a former titlist 
in each category. Rich’s perseverance 
during 1981, following the loss of his 
father in an early-season accident, 
earned him the Valvoline “Jimmy 
Caruthers Memorial Award”.

Ken’s USAC Championship Dirt Car 
debut was Impressive, winning the pole 
for the 1980 race at Terre Haute, IN. He 
finished third In the 100-lapper that 
day! In 1981, he ended up 12th in the 
series points, his best finish a 5th at 
Knoxville, IA. Ken is one of the most 
versatile drivers in USAC, earning the 
Stock car series “Rookie of the Year" 
award in 1980 and boosting his Midget 
feature victory total to 6 with three wins 
in 1981.

Larry became the first driver to win a 
second USAC National Dirt Car Series 
Championship in 1981, winning the 
prestigious “Hoosier Hundred” in Indi­
anapolis and subsequently the Silver 
Crown Series title. He previously won 
the 1977 Dirt car crown and was 
USAC’s 1973 National Midget Cham­
pion. “Co-Rookie of the Year” In the 
1978 Indianapolis 500, Larry owns 17 
career USAC feature wins.
