SHUMAN WINS 5th ANNUAL FALL NATIONALS
Top World of Outlaws stars compete 
in California's biggest race.Ron Shuman, “The Flying Shoe", added the S82,000 

World ol Outlaw Fall Nationals to his already Impressive 
list of career sprint car wins on September 7 when the 
Mesa, Arizona, driver led flag-to-flag to post the S10,900 
win on the very fast 3/8-mlle dirt oval at Baylands 
Raceway Park.

Shuman stated in Victory Circle that he really needed 
the only yellow that slowed the pace of the 11 -minute race 
due to fumes that were present in the cockpit because of 
the muffler that he was running. Tm a little asthmatic 
anyway, and I was having trouble breathing. When the 
yellow came out. I got a breather and felt good enough to 
go on." Shuman said. Shuman drove his familiar OFIXCO 
Challenger to the Copenhagen-Skoal/Stroh sponsored 
series win.

Bobby Davis Jr. followed Shuman across the line after 
starting in the fourth spot in the 22-car field. Sammy 
Swindell finished third from seventh Brad Doty took 
fourth, one position back from his third place starting 
spot. Jeff Swindell finished fifth. He started first.

Shuman won the toss at the start of the evening and 
chose the outside pole position, and used that groove to 
power into the lead at the drop of the Willie Williams green 
flag. J. Swindell ran in second for the first ten laps with 
Brad Doty in third. The pace was awsome as the pack ran 
in close quarters, using several grooves on the Jim Soares 
prepared oval. Shuman continued to lead at the half-way 
point, running high against the wall Two laps later the 
intense pace of the race was slowed when Lee James 
spun in turn-one with a flat tire At the same time. Steve 
Kinser experienced a flat tire and pulled to the pits for a 
quick replacement. Kinser had earlier dazzled the 
capacity crowd by moving from 11th to third before the 
flat forced the WoO point leader to the rear of the 22 car 
field. Under green again. Shuman held first, with J. 
Swindell. Bobby Davis Jr.. Doty. S. Swindell. Jimmy Sills 
and Lealand McSpadden following.

In the next 12 laps Davis stole second from a fading J. 
Swindell asS. Swindell followed him through to take third. 
Doty also got by J. Swindell to hold fourth. With Shuman 
leading, the battle for second through 10th was nose-to- 
tail, with Kinser moving back into the top ten in the closing 
laps. At the line it was Shuman by 20-yeads with Davis and 
S. Swindell side-by-side and Doty right behind. Sills 
followed with McSpadden coming from 15th to finish 
seventh ahead of Kinser who passed 20 cars in his two 
runs through the pack. Chuck Gurney scored ninth and 
WoO officials put Bobby Allen into tenth. The balance of 
the finishers included: Brent Kaeding, Nick Rescino. 
Chuck Miller. Wally Pankratz, Dave Blaney. David 
Bradway. Rick Ungar, Rocky Hodges. T.J. Winningham. 
Rick Haugh, Max Dumnesy and Lee James.

In the 15-lap B-Main event Bobby Allen used a late race 
charge on the low groove to pull by early leader Rendy 
Boldrini with just two laps to go to earn the win and the 
main event transfer spot. Lee James used the same 
groove to slip into the final transfer spot on the last corner. 
Mark Kinser took third as Boldrini. who led from lap-one 
until lap 13. crossed the line fourth. Millan Garrett took 
fifth with Terry Gray. Craig Keel. Ed Organ. Gregg Wooley 
and Wayne Bennett following. The B-Main was also a 
quick-paced event, going non-stop with 16 cars battling 
for position.

The 12-lap C-Main event was won by Shane Carson 
who was wheeling the Don Snow speed Shop Stanton. 
Carson collected an additional $500 in lap money from 
Dave Castro Trucking. He led flag-to-flag to earn a 
transfer spot to the B-Main along with Dean Nelson 
who ran second. Mike Sargent. Tim Gee. D-Main 
winner Anthony Simone. Randi Turner and Gene 
Manhire followed.
