STEWART-WARNER TRACK FORCE AWARD — Sponsored by 
Stewart-Warner, makers of the Official Instruments of NASCAR, the 
Track Force Award rewards longevity on the track. The driver who 
uses Stewart-Warner instruments to complete the most competitive 
Winston Cup miles in 1987 will win $25,000. Earnhardt captured the 
Stewart-Warner Track Force Award last season.

TRUE VALUE HARD CHARGER AWARD — True Value Hard­
ware Stores sponsor the Hard Charger Award, which puts a premium 
on getting up front in Winston Cup racing and staying up front. On 
each lap of Winston Cup competition, the first five cars are scored on a 
5-4-3-2-1 basis. The driver picking up the most True Value Hard 
Charger points in a Winston Cup race wins $1,500 of a total $5,000 per 
race prize. The driver with the most True Value points at the end of 
the season wins $25,000 of $50,000 in total posted awards, such as 
Earnhardt did in winning the True Value Hard Charger Award in 
1986.

TRW MECHANIC OF YEAR/RACE AWARDS — TRW sponsors 
the awards which reward the mechanics behind the cars in Winston 
Cup racing. A special committee selects the TRW Mechanic of the 
Race winner in each Winston Cup race, an award which offers $1,000 
to the winner. A special points system is used to determine the TRW 
Mechanic of the Year, who wins $20,000. TRW also sponsors the TRW 
Mechanics Hall of Fame, which recognizes current and past legend­
ary mechanics of Winston Cup racing. Bud Moore, car owner and 
crew chief of Ricky Rudd's Motorcraft Ford, was TRW Mechanic of 
the Year in 1986.

UNOCAL WINNERS' CONTINGENCY POINT FUND AWARDS 
— A program rewarding Winston Cup drivers who have shown the 
ability to win and who use Unocal lubricants in their cars, this 
$215,000 program has become a real favorite among Winston Cup 
teams. To be eligible, a driver must have won a Winston Cup race 
since the beginning of the 1981 season, must be in the top 10 of the 
Winston Cup points standings at the end of the year, and must use 
Unocal 76 lubricants in his Winston Cup car.

WINSTON CUP AWARDS — RJ Reynolds USA, through its brand 
of Winston cigarettes, sponsors the richest point fund in motorsports. 
At the end of the year, the top 20 Winston Cup drivers and owners 
will pick up part of a point fund in excess of $2 million. $500,000 was 
distributed at the halfway point of the season to the top 10 in the 
Winston Cup standings. Winston also sponsors the Winston Million, 
which offers $1 million to any driver who can win three of four 
selected events: the Daytona 500, the Winston 500, the Coca-Cola 600, 
and the Southern 500. The first driver to win two of the four wins

How does a driver go about adding the NASCAR 
Winston Cup Championship to his driving resume?

Do all of the Winston Cup drivers get together in the 
garage area near the end of the season and vote among 
themselves to name the recipient of the title? Does a 
special Winston Cup committee decide the winner or 
does the driver who wins the most money throughout 
the season get to say he's the Winston Cup champion?

None of the above is correct.
The NASCAR Winston Cup champion is decided 

each year via a points system that gives a driver points 
for each race in which he competes.

The driver who accumulates the most points in a 
single season, naturally wins the honor of Winston 
Cup Champion for that season. The driver with the 
second highest amount of points is the runner-up and 
so on down the list.

The Winston Cup title makes the competition very 
keen in NASCAR and many drivers have said that 
winning the Winston Cup title is worth more than two 
million dollars.

The Winston Cup title is not the only honor that 
provides some of NASCAR's best competition. At 
each of the Winston Cup races across the country, 
there are actually several races within a race. Veteran 
drivers, as well as rookies, are working toward various 
honors.

title, the driver is awarded 175 points if he's the winner 
of a Winston Cup event. A second place finish is worth 
170 points, and the scale drops five points per position 
through sixth. The scale continues dropping at four 
points per position through 11th, where it drops at 
three points per position throughout the rest of the 
field.

A driver can benefit by leading a single lap or the 
most laps in a race. Each driver that leads at least one 
lap of a race receives five bonus points. The driver 
who leads the most laps receives an additional five 
bonus points, making a Winston Cup victory worth a 
maximum of 185 points.

The Champion Spark Plug Rookie of the Year is 
also based on a point system, which includes the best 
15 finishes for each driver during the season. Also, 
bonus points are awarded, which are determined by a 
rookie contender's status in the Winston Cup points 
standing at various times during the season.

The Busch Pole Award is awarded at each Winston 
Cup event to the fastest qualifier on Busch Pole day. 
The driver who wins the most poles during the season 
wins the Busch Pole Award for the year.

The Unocal 76 Winner's Contingency Fund uses 
Winston Cup standings to determine a winner. To 
qualify, a driver must have won a race since 1981, or 
win the Winston Cup championship, and must use 
Unocal Oil in his car.

Rockingham, Pocono, and Dover, and 
the fast, high-banked, half-mile track 
at Bristol.

The short track and road course ver­
sion of the Eagle Stock Car Special is 
roughly half an inch shorter and wider 
than its superspeedway counterpart. It 
is of an entirely different construction, 
designed the more responsive han­
dling requirements of the short tracks 
and road courses: Martinsville, Rich­
mond, North Wilkesboro, Watkins 
Glen and Riverside.

The Eagle Stock Car Special is a 
tubeless tire with a "safety shield inner 
liner." This tire-inside-a-tire has a tube 
and is designed to support the race car 
in case the race tire is damaged and 
loses air.

When the tire assembly is mounted, 
the safety shield tube is inflated first. 
Then the special two-position valve 
core is reset to allow inflation of the 
race tire. The Goodyear race tire dis­
tributor servicing the race mounts and 
balances each tire, inflating the race 
tire and inner liner to the pressures 
recommended for the specific race 
track.

Different tread compounds are used 
at the various race tracks on the Win­
ston Cup circuit and are matched to the 
particular track surface. The right side, 
or outside, tires are always of a slightly 
"harder" compound than the left side 
tires. Goodyear currently uses 17 dif­
ferent tread compounds for the Win­
ston Cup Eagle Stock Car Specials.

Race tracks are periodically repaved, 
1987 examples being Charlotte and 
Darlington. Repaving always necessi­
tates extensive testing by Goodyear 
well in advance of the first event on the 
new surface.

Sometimes an existing compound 
will be proven ideal for a new or resur­
faced track, but often a brand new 
compound must be developed — 
sometimes two new compounds, since 
left and right side tires are always dif­
ferent. In either case, the testing is 
planned to allow sufficient lead time to 
build the required number of tires for

NASCAR stockers.
The bias 4-ply, nylon-cord Winston 

Cup racing tire is mounted on a 9.5 by 
15-inch steel wheel and comes in two 
basic types and sizes, one for super­
speedways and one for short tracks 
and road courses.

The superspeedway tire is an 
800/820 x 15, a standard American lux­
ury sedan size from the 1960s which in 
itself says a lot about rules stability in 
NASCAR racing. The superspeedway 
tire is run at Daytona, Talladega, Mich­
igan, Charlotte, Atlanta, Darlington,

The Goodyear Eagle Stock Car Spe­
cial racing tire has evolved steadily 
over the years, closely tracking the 
evolution of the NASCAR Winston 
Cup racing car.

The 200-pound weight reduction for 
1987 race cars was, by NASCAR stan­
dards, drastic — a change that has had 
a significant effect on vehicle dynam­
ics. However, one crucial piece of the 
race car handling package that did not 
require re-engineering was the Good­

when the track has a good coating of 
fresh racing rubber. With the just- 
raced-on track surface and the late af­
ternoon time of day, Happy Hour usu­
ally gives teams a fairly good reading 
on late race track conditions for 
Sunday.

The very nature of Winston Cup rac­
ing dictates that you give yourself a 
chance to win, which means staying 
on the lead lap during the whole race 
and making a charge down the stretch.

For this reason, most teams will save 
what they consider to be their most 
ideal tire stagger combination for in­
stallation on their last pit stop.

There are many variables to be con­
sidered and much educated guesswork 
that goes into final tire choices with 
respect to stagger. Most races start 
around noon, and teams will try to set 
their cars up for fairly neutral handling 
early in the race.

As the afternoon wears on, the com­
bination of rising temperatures and 
other factors makes the track feel 
loose.

Toward the end of the race, the 
slight drop in late afternoon tem­
perature will often cool the track sur­
face just enough to reverse the process. 
Now the rear of the car may begin to 
have too much stick, a condition the 
drivers refer to as "push” and one that 
must be dialed-out by the last pit stop.

The accuracy with which a team is 
able to forecast track conditions and 
match their tires to them plus their 
ability to quickly adjust when condi­
tions change unexpectedly is often the 
difference between winning and los­
ing a Winston Cup race.

With the race cars so evenly 
matched and so little available within 
the framework of the rules for mega­
bucks, space-age development pro­
grams common in other forms of rac­
ing, the Winston Cup teams tend to 
spend their time fine-tuning. One such 
specialized area is chassis tuning with 
tire stagger.

From the standpoint of individual 
tire performance, the Goodyear Eagle 
Stock Car Specials are virtually identi­
cal and are about as "bulletproof” as 
any component of the race car. How­
ever, the stagger phenomenon and its 
apparent effect on the ultimate out­
come of races has added an aura of 
mystery to what is really a well-en­
gineered, thoroughly-developed, care­
fully-manufactured product.

Goodyear does not make "good” 
tires or "bad” tires. Goodyear makes 
racing tires — the best in the world. 

spite the fact that all of the Goodyear 
Eagle Stock Car Specials are made by 
the same technicians using the same 
tire building machines at the Akron 
Technical Center, there are, and al­
ways will be, slight variations in diam­
eter one tire to the next on the order of 
a few hundredths of an inch.

Correct use of stagger will normally 
put the larger or taller tires on the right 
side of the race car. For example, if 
your right side tires are one inch larger 
in circumference (that is, one inch big­
ger around) than your left side tires, 
then the right side tires will roll one 
inch farther than the left side tires for 
each revolution of the wheel. The net 
effect is to make the car turn to the left 
with no steering input.

Since turning left is the order of the 
day in Winston Cup racing, then any 
help you can glean from tire stagger 
should improve handling. As is the 
case, however, with most racing prob­
lems, choosing the ideal stagger for a 
particular track becomes a compro­
mise.

A good stagger setup for the whole 
track then becomes a trade-off be­
tween optimum handling in the cor­
ners and speed down the straight­
aways.

As a general rule, the tighter the 
turns, the more stagger is required. 
Short tracks sometimes require as 
much as two inches of stagger, where­
as Talladega stagger may be as little as 
a quarter of an inch. The toughest track 
to figure stagger is Darlington which 
has tight, short track-type turns and 
long straightaways.

Often the team's "tire man” will be 
seen laying mounted tires out in the 
sun. The expansion from sun heating 
will give him an indication of the rate 
of growth of each tire. The tire man 
may also try slight variations in tire 
pressures to achieve a particular tire 
circumference that fits a desired stag­
ger setup.

In addition, the tire man measures 
the circumference and hot pressures of 
practice and qualifying tires to help 
him predict growth rates. However, he 
rarely has specific growth data on the 
actual race tires because teams almost 
always run "labels" during the race. A 
"label" is a brand new tire, so named 
because the white Goodyear identifi­
cation label is still stuck to the tread.

That Saturday afternoon open prac­
tice session prior to a Sunday Winston 
Cup race known as "Happy Hour” is 
not just a lark. It is always scheduled 
right after the Saturday feature race

the race, whether they are of existing 
or new compounds.

RACE TIRES AND HANDLING
Each comer of the race car has a 

slightly different job. All four tires pro­
vide traction, but the front tires also 
steer while the rear tires must transmit 
the engine power to the track. Ulti­
mately the right side tires will work 
harder on an oval race track by virtue 
of being more heavily loaded when the 
race car is in a turn.

The inputs of the race driver are 
transmitted through the steering, pow­
er train, suspension and tires to the 
race track surface. How the four tire 
contact patches do their jobs ulti­
mately spells success or failure for the 
racing team.

Therefore, the entire process of "set­
ting up" or "dialing in" the race car is 
directed toward extracting the max­
imum performance from the four tire 
contact patches — a grand total of 75 
square inches or less than half a square 
foot of racing rubber in contact with 
the track surface.

Once a race car is basically set up, it 
then is dialed in for a specific race track 
by means of minute "weight-jacking." 
As a simplified example, imagine you 
are sitting in a four-legged chair that 
has a short right front leg. In this situa­
tion, most of the weight of you and the 
chair will be concentrated on the left 
front and right rear legs. To even the 
load on all four legs, you have several 
alternatives: shorten the left front or 
the right rear or both; or lengthen the 
right front or the left rear or both; or 
you could do a little bit of all four.

STAGGER AND WEDGE
"Stagger" and "wedge" are the two 

primary methods of weight-jacking 
used by Winston Cup teams to "bal­
ance" the race car and maximize han­
dling. Both are shrouded in mystery, 
there being enough "black art” in­
volved to utterly confuse the layman.

"Wedge" is a direct chassis adjust­
ment that raises or lowers a corner of 
the race car by turning the "wedge 
bolt" attached to the spring perch in or 
out.

"Stagger" is an indirect chassis ad­
justment that raises or lowers a corner 
of the race car by the mounting of a 
"taller" or "shorter" tire on that corner.

Stagger results from minute varia­
tions in tire size inherent in the man­
ufacture of all biased-ply construction 
tires, be they for racing or street. De-

Sometimes for­
tunes improve. Sometimes not.

Richard Petty and his STP Pontiac 
team appear to have positive momen­
tum on their side.

"There's good times ahead," Petty 
said. "We're about ready to turn the 
corner and make a real run at winning 
some races.

"There's been some close racing

going on," during the 1987 Winston 
Cup Series races, "but Dale (Earn­
hardt) and Bill (Elliott) have been the 
most successful," Petty said, citing the 
spring race at Atlanta as an example: 
"If they hadn't had problems there, 
they'd have finished 1-2."

Things have changed for the second 
half of the season, Petty said.

"We're in a different situation now. 
Teams that have been trying to catch 
up have had more time to get their act 
together.

"They'll have figured out the ins and 
outs of their new set-ups, and you 
won't see the big gaps between the 
number 3 and the number 9 cars and 
the rest of the fellas," Petty said.

Has there been disappointment on 
the STP Pontiac crew because they've 
not been running consistently closer to 
the leaders?

"Naw . . . we're not down at all," 
Petty said.

"In fact, I think the morale of our 
team is higher than it's been for a long 
time. The boys know that it's just a 
question of time until we'll be winning 
again.

"We've run well in every race we've 
started this year. After Bill and Dale 
ran into trouble at Atlanta, we had just 
as good a shot at winning as anybody 
else. Then we had some problems, and 
it was all we could do to finish the 
race," Petty said.

Ricky Rudd went onto victory lane 
that day. Petty had led the event with 
about 100 laps remaining, but even­
tually fell off the lead lap with han­

dling problems, and came home 14th.
Petty said the team had the car 

hooked-up at Rockingham, N.C. in the 
early season as well, but again, prob­
lems cost him a shot at a victory, and 
he finished 15th.

The team's standout performance 
during the first portion of the 1987 
season came on the demanding half- 
mile high-banked Bristol (Tenn.) Inter­
national Raceway in April's Valleydale 
Meats 500. Petty's history at the track 
shows limited success, but in the Val­
leydale race, the STP Pontiac led early, 
and was closing in on leader Dale 
Earnhardt in the final laps. The effort 
came up about six car lengths at the 
finish. Petty started 18th that day, and 
served notice that the team can be con­
sidered a serious contender.

The STP Pontiac was also in the 
hunt at Darlington (S.C.) International 
Raceway, in the TranSouth 500, where 
he again led, and finished third behind 
winner Earnhardt and runner-up 
Elliott. Those two started up front that 
day. Petty started 24th.

Petty used those type of perfor­
mances to collect $15,000 in bonus 
awards from the R.J. Reynolds To­
bacco company for being among the 
top ten drivers in the Winston Cup 
point standings at the halfway point in 
the season.

Petty reflected on the Bristol and 
Darlington performances.

On Bristol: "I said at the beginning 
of the year that our short track pro­
gram would show a big improvement, 
and so far I've been real pleased. I was
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The STP Pontiac crew give Richard Petty's ride quick service.
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When a driver can get a few breaks 
and be running with the leaders at the 
end, “there's always a chance that you 
can win,” Petty said.

While crediting all his team mem­
bers and Crew Chief Dale Inman for 
his strong runs, Petty said he's not the 
only Winston Cup driver to show sig­
nificant improvement.

“What has been sort of surprising is 
how quick some of the other boys are 
going. Some of the fellas have been 
turning qualifying laps in times that 
we didn't expect. Now, running one 
qualifying lap is a whole bunch differ-

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a bunch more convinced about that 
aspect of things (after Bristol) than I've 
been in a long time."

On Darlington: “The trick there is to 
stay out of trouble, although some­
times there's not much you can do 
about that. I sorta had my doubts be­
fore the start of that race because we 
were starting in the middle of the pack, 
and that's always a challenge, es­
pecially at Darlington."

ent than running 500 race laps and the 
differential between being on the pole 
and qualifying 15th or 16th isn't such a 
big deal on race day. But it does show 
that some cars are capable of going a 
lot quicker than anybody expected."

Petty plans to be in the hunt during 
the rest of the 1987 Winston Cup Series 
races by following the race plans he 
started with when the season started. 
Keep the leaders in sight, be around at 
the finish, and there will be the chance 
to win.

"That's all we ask," Petty said. "Just 
give us a chance."

For Wrangler Jeans Driver Dale Earnhardt,
There Were Tough Times Between Championship Years

quietly and secretly sold the entire rac­
ing operation, and when Earnhardt re­
ceived that shocking news suddenly 
one June morning he was devastated.

He had, in essence, been sold by a 
friend to a stranger through an arcane 
transaction that launched him into a 
period of confusion concerning his 
personal life, his ability and a career 
that was just beginning to blossom.

Starting over is never easy when 
you've been shuffled from the top to 
the bottom with such unexpected sud­
denness, but Earnhardt, despite some 
well-placed predictions that his earlier 
fame would be short-lived, methodi­
cally clawed his way out of the shad­
ows and in the process he learned a 
great deal about himself . . . and about 
a guy named Richard Childress.

It's not that Earnhardt had ever 
placed in serious self-doubt his ability

In many respects it seems like an 
eternity ago, but to reigning NASCAR 
Winston Cup champion Dale Earn­
hardt the "dark days" of the 1981 sea­
son will be forever etched in his 
memory because he rebounded from 
what easily could have been a career­
threatening tumble to become one of 
the most successful competitors in the 
history of major league stock car 
racing.

The square-shouldered 6-foot-l, 185 
pound athlete was riding the crest of a 
remarkable 1980 Winston Cup Cham­
pionship that summer when the un­
predictable whims of the business 
world quickly kicked him off his peak 
and into a valley of despair and doubt. 
Team owner Rod Osterlund, the 
young driver's friend and benefactor,

to successfully negotiate a powerful 
Winston Cup car around a speedway, 
but he always has been realistic 
enough to know that (1) all race cars 
are not created equally and (2) he 
would never knowingly again relax to 
the point where he'd become a pawn.

The Earnhardt-Childress chemistry 
was forged during the final 11 races 
during that stormy '81 season but the 
concoction was premature and needed 
time to blend. It didn't bloom until the 
outset of the 1984 campaign when 
Earnhardt had satisfied (1) his quest 
for winning equipment, and (2) his in­
sistence for freedom.

Richard Childress provided the cata­
lyst that led to the perfect combination 
of driver, equipment and team and 
what he created has steadily grown 
into the most productive operation in 
the sport over the past few seasons of

the luxury of family-like inseparability 
and savage loyalty to each other, their 
car owner and their driver.

Childress garnered the coveted 
NASCAR Award of Excellence at the 
Winston Cup championship banquet 
in the posh Grand Ballroom of New 
York City's Waldorf-Astoria in De­
cember of 1985 and exactly one year

later he returned to the very same 
stage with Earnhardt to collect the re­
wards that go with winning the pres­
tigious Winston Cup championship.

In five short years the determined 
"independent" with a dream had 
turned a shoe-string racing operation 
into the best in the sport, and the rac­
ing community responded with a 
standing ovation to one of its own who 
had struggled from the bottom to the 
top in much the same manner that 
Earnhardt rebounded from the "dark 
days" of 1981 to centerstage in the 
most popular form of automotive com­
petition in the world.

They labored hard together through 
some rough times as a close-knit team 
to secure the evasive Winston Cup, 
and it was a warm moment they 
shared at the banquet last December 
. . . and was also a signal to the sport 
that here was a team that fully ex­
pected to stay on top.

Earnhardt's two victories in the final 
four events during his '86 champion­
ship season only served notice that the 
best was yet to come, and that promise 
was kept with convincing style when 
the Childress-Earnhardt combination 
hit the midway point of the current 
season with seven victories in the first 
14 races (not to mention a $200,000 win 
in The Winston), and a commanding 
lead in the Winston Cup standings at 
the halfway mark that netted the team 
its second straight $150,000 mid-sea- 
son bonus from the Series sponsor.

Earnhardt summed it up rather suc­
cinctly not too long ago:

"We work together, play together, 
win together and lose together. . . but I 
don't think there's one single man on 
our team who has ever said anything 
about losing. That's never been a con­
sideration because we know we're not 
going to beat ourselves."

When he retired as one of the sport's 
most popular "independent" drivers to 
become a fulltime team owner in 1981 
Childress put a plan into action that he 
knew would take time, patience, 
money, hard work and unswerving 
dedication.

Childress carefully molded a team of 
hand-picked professionals together 
that included crew chief Kirk Shelmer- 
dine, engine-building expert Lou 
LaRosa and assistant Ed Miller, car 
builder Bart Todd, chassis specialists 
Will Lind and David Smith, utility man 
Danny "Chocolate" Myers, and later 
shop foreman Cecil Gordon. His 
choices were remarkably on target. 
There hasn't been a key personnel 
change in almost five seasons, and his 
race day team that includes Horace 
Simpson, gasman Barney Boyd, Rick 
Slaydon and Mickey Meredith have 
responded by winning the Unocal 76 
pit crew competition for the past two 
seasons.

Richard Childress Racing Enter­
prises, Inc., relocated to a new state-of- 
the-art 28,000-foot facility in the Win­
ston-Salem suburb of Welcome, N.C., 
at the turn of the current season, offer­
ing dramatic evidence that the popular 
and quick-witted car owner is also one 
very serious businessman who has 
every intention of staying at the top in 
a highly-competitive game.

When Earnhardt rejoined the team 
as the driver in 1984 the "plan" Chil­
dress had put into motion three years 
earlier was complete.

Together as car owner, driver and 
team, the group first perfected a short 
track program, and engine program 
and finally a superspeedway program, 
following a well-devised schedule that I

consumed most of the '84 and '85 sea­
sons . . . and along the way the indi­
vidual personalities grew with a 
oneness of purpose that gave team­
work a new dimension in Winston 
Cup racing.

As fun-loving and as easy-going as 
the Childress group seems to be on the 
surface, behind the scenes is an in­
tensely competitive, uncannily effi­
cient team of professionals who share

He’s Made A Career Filled With Consistency
Terry Labonte's NASCAR Winston 

Cup record has been one of the most 
consistent from 1979 when he began 
running the full series schedule 
through the 1987 season.

The quiet Texan isn't known for his 
colorful comments and quotes, but 
his accomplishments speak for them­
selves.

He made his Winston Cup debut 
at Darlington (S.C.) International 
Raceway in the 1978 Southern 500, a 
race carrying a reputation as being 
among the toughest, at a track known 
as one of the most demanding. He 
started 19th, and finished fourth.

That was only an indicator of the 
brilliant Winston Cup career that was 
to follow.

He began running the full schedule 
the year after his successful start, and 
has finished among the top ten in the 
Winston Cup Series points standings 
every year since, but for the 1986 12th 
place in the final points.

He drove the Piedmont Airlines car 
to the 1984 NASCAR Winston Cup 
Championship, in only his sixth sea­
son as a full time driver on the circuit.

Labonte was chosed to replace Dar­
rell Waltrip as the driver for Junior 
Johnson's Budweiser Kentucky Fried 
Chicken Chevrolets for 1987. And in 
typical Labonte fashion, he continued 
his consistent driving ways, without 
the glitz and fanfare.

During the first half of the 1987 sea­
son, Labonte placed in the top 10 
finishers in 11 of 15 races, and entered 
the second half of the season in the top 
ten in points. His best finish in the 
early portion of the season was second 
to Davey Allison in the Winston 500 at 
Alabama International Speedway in 
May. He finished third at Dover, Del., 
and fourth at Riverside, Calif., and At­
lanta, Ga.

And yet, Labonte's record is some­
what shadowed, only because he 
prefers concentrating on driving John­
son's Chevrolets over bantering with 
the press.

Wallace spent the early years of his 
driving career on the midwest short 
tracks, which eventually led him to the 
NASCAR Winston Cup Series.

smokeless tobacco. The team was con­
sistently among the top ten in Winston 
Cup Series points, won the Busch Pole 
Award at the Brooklyn, Mich., Miller 
American 400 in which he finished 
fifth, and a top ten finish in the July 4 
Pepsi Firecracker 400 at Daytona 
Beach, Fla.

Wallace's optimism and enthusiasm 
appears to be a key factor in helping 
himself and his teams rebound from 
disappointment.

In addition to his two 1986 Winston

Cup wins, Wallace collected over 200 
career victories during his short track 
driving days. He won various titles for 
his rookie and season accomplish­
ments, building for his future as a 
NASCAR driver.

The 31-year-old driver has been 
driving race cars for 16 years. He grew 
up racing in his native state of Mis­
souri, following in the tradition of his 
father, Russ Wallace.

He speaks of his father's driving ca­
reer with pride:

"Dad won everything in the St. 
Louis-Granite City area. He won 
championship after championship."

In their early days of racing head-to- 
head, Rusty earned the most popular 
driver award, and the rookie of the 
year award at their home track.

Using the knowledge and experi­
ence gained from working on his fa­
ther's cars, Wallace and some friends 
formed the "Poor Boys Chassis Com­
pany" to support their early racing 
efforts. His car building abilities were 
an asset as his career continued to 
grow.

"A St. Louis tire dealer named John 
Childs put me on the short track trav­
eling circuit by offering to pay for all 
the pieces if I did the work. I couldn't 
believe how great an offer that was," 
Wallace said.

By 1979, Wallace began his efforts 
away from the short track bullrings, 
which eventually led him to Winston 
Cup racing. Those supporting his 
efforts were Charlie Chase, Don Kirn, 
Nicky Prejean, and others.

Then came the 1980 Atlanta race, 
which launched his Winston Cup 
career.

Wallace told a reporter in 1987 that 
he enjoys Winston Cup racing, but 
pointed out that he earned his way into 
the series the hard way.

"I didn't have it (Winston Cup suc­
cess) handed to me on a silver platter," 
he said. "I worked my tail off for 16 
years. I hit every bullring in the United 
States four times."

The driver's enthusiasm and ever­
present smile give him and the Blue 
Max team resilience to bounce back, 
even after nearly winning the Coca- 
Cola 600 in 1987 at Charlotte, N.C. 
Another of NASCAR's young lions, 
Kyle Petty, ended up in victory lane 
that day. Wallace finished 10th.

He continues to look toward the fu­
ture, along with his wife Patti, son 
Greg and daughter Katheryn. And he 
has goals beyond those of wins and 
championship titles in NASCAR rac­
ing. Those goals include being in­
volved on the business side of racing, 
possibly by eventually forming his 
own racing-related firm.

Emphasizing his comment with that 
ever-present smile, Wallace said, "I've 
got a lot left to do."

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MOTORCRAFF FORD OWNER BUD MOORE —
A Decorated Veteran of the U. S. Army

But Moore is not only a veteran 
car owner; he's also a veteran of the 
Allied Forces victory in World War 
II.

On June 6, 1944,19-year-old Bud 
Moore was among the Allied 
troops that hit the beach in Nor­
mandy, France. The United States 
decorated the youngster with two 
Bronze Stars and five Purple Hearts 
for his part in the biggest victory of 
his life.

Moore says the minute he turned 
18, "I got my greeting papers from

Uncle Sam," and he planned to en­
list in the Navy. The year was 1943, 
and after completing all examina­
tions, Moore learned the Navy's 
quota was full. He was assigned to 
the Army, and soon after basic 
training, he was on his way to Eu­
rope. Moore was placed in D Com­
pany of the 349th Infantry. He was 
in the first platoon on water-cooled 
machine guns.

In February, 1944, Moore's unit 
shipped out to England, a trip that 
took an agonizing 14 days for the 
seasick 8,000 on board. On arrival, 
Moore says preparations for the of­
fensive that would win the war had 
already begun. The motorpool was 
waterproofed, and the troops were 
told of a "dry run" about to be 
made on the English coast.

"They put us on an LCI, an am­
phibious landing craft," says 
Moore. "It was LCI 149; I never will 
forget that number. They loaded us 
on the 31st of May at about 2 in the 
afternoon. We sat there all night. 
The next day we moved out from 
the pier maybe 400 or 500 yards off 
the English coast, stopped and an­
chored for the rest of the day. Then 
that night at 11, or maybe mid­
night, they fired the ship up and we 
started moving."

Moore went topside at about 2 
a.m., but it was too dark to see. The 
following dawn, he went up again 
and looked out again. "I'd never 
seen the likes of all those ships in 
all my life. There were ships every­
where."

After three more days of waiting, 
and enduring enemy strafings, a 
P.T. boat pulled up alongside 
Moore's LCI, and three officers 
boarded the LCI. "They called all of 
us topside, pulled down these 
maps and started briefing us," says 
Moore.

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the shrapnel out of us, slapped 
some Methiolate on us, and sent us 
right back to the front."

When the Germans surrendered, 
Moore was in Czechoslovakia. 
"Word came down on May 8. We 
didn't believe it. They pulled us 
back into a German town, put us on 
occupation, and started sending 
guys home on a point system based 
on medals and time in combat. I 
was sent back in one of the first 
groups to leave, but not until Nov. 
1. We came back on a Liberty Ship, 
the U.S.S. Excelsior. It had taken 
two weeks to get over there, be­
cause the ship zig-zagged its way 
across the Atlantic. The trip home 
took three days from France to 
Camp Shank, N. Y. Then, they put 
us on a troop train to Fort Bragg, 
N. C., where I was discharged Nov. 
15."

Moore passed the Statue of Lib­
erty and saw hundreds of miles of 
LI. S. soil, but says he didn't feel 
home until his mother, brother and 
wife Betty (she was his girlfriend at 
the time) picked him up after his 
discharge.

Did he receive a hero's welcome? 
"My mother and father were glad 
to see me," he says. 

him, and he came toward 
us with his hands up. Just 
then, we saw another one 
duck around the side of the 
house and I started firing on 
the house. The tracer fire 
set the house ablaze, along 
the barn, and it was the big­
gest fire I'd ever seen.

"Anyway, we continued 
down the road, and in all 
the excitement, we went 
left when we should have 
gone right and we came up 
on a two-story brick build­
ing. 1 saw a German soldier 
run inside the building and 
I fired on the doors and 
windows. No one fired 
back. I fired again. So we 
sent this German soldier 
we'd captured into the

house with the message that who­
ever was inside come out, or we 
were going to put some artillery in 
there and blow it up. He went in, 
stayed about three or four minutes, 
and then we saw a white flag. They 
started coming out, and they kept 
coming out. We'd captured a whole 
German headquarters. We lined 
'em up two abreast and marched 
them all back into the town."

Upon entering the town, 
Moore's lieutenant asked, "What's 
all that gunfire and burning build­
ings all about?" And Moore re­
plied, "See what you got us into! 
You guys had it easy, and you sent 
us into all this. Just look at what we 
got!"

Moore's Purple Hearts were 
awarded for four incidents of 
shrapnel wounds and one gunshot 
wound. He was due to be sent back 
to the States on March 1, 1945, but 
was shot in the leg on Feb. 22. 
"Somehow or another, I didn't get 
to go back after I got out of the 
hospital April 1." Instead, Moore 
went back to the front lines, and 
two days after arriving, was blown 
out of a jeep by artillery fire. "They 
sent me and a lieutenant riding in 
the jeep to an aid station, picked |

had been picked to make the D- 
Day invasion of France. The maps 
had no names, or cities marked. 
They simply showed us our lines.

"I told the boys with me, 'This 
ain't no dry run. This is business.' "

The night of June 5, the ships 
began moving, and troops were is­
sued ammunition. "They attached 
us to the Fourth Infantry Division 
and assigned us to make the assault 
on Utah Beach. I still pray thanks­
giving to God that they didn't as­
sign us to Omaha. At the first sign 
of daybreak, we were about 150 
yards off the French coast. All that 
artillery and all the battleships 
started firing. It was the biggest 
sound you've ever heard in your 
life. They let the front end of that 
LCI down and we were in water 
shoulder deep. The only thing they 
told us was to get off the boat as fast 
as we could and get off the beach as 
fast as we could."

By midnight, Moore's unit dug in 
about % mile inland. But his war 
epic was only beginning.

Moore received one of his 
Bronze Stars for "meritorious ser­
vice, they called it," he says, "be­
cause I was on the front lines for 
nine months and 14 days without 
getting wounded or evacuated." 

His other Bronze Star came as 
result of "a wrong turn," says 
Moore. If the wrong turn was an 
investment, the dividend was the 
capture of a German headquarters 
— including five officers and 24 
enlisted men. The Allies were roll­
ing across Europe, taking towns in­
rapid succession. As Moore's pla­
toon began an assault on another 
town, the platoon leader, a lieuten­
ant, sent Moore and a jeep driver to 
check out a nearby farmhouse. 
"Just as we got to this farmhouse, 
we saw a German soldier run out in 
the yard. I had an air-cooled ma­
chine gun mounted on the dash of 
the jeep and cut loose some fire. He 
waved a white flag, we motioned to

If someone told Kyle Petty on the 
day after this year's Daytona 500 that 
he would be positioned firmly among 
the top five in NASCAR Winston Cup 
points by mid-season, he may have 
had a hard time believing it.

"Daytona was a big disappointment 
for us and all we were thinking about 
was the next race, and the chance to 
redeem ourselves," said Petty, who 
dropped out of the season opener after 
completing just 72 of the 200 laps.

But as things turned out, it was the 
only time during the first half of the 
season that Petty, driver of the Citgo 
Ford, and the Wood Brothers had a 
short work day.

The team finished each of the next

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14 races, including "The Winston" at 
Charlotte Motor Speedway, and 
vaulted all the way from 35th to 4th in 
Winston Cup points.

"This team has found the consis­
tency that's needed to win races and 
win championships," says Petty, who 
celebrated his 27th birthday earlier this 
year. "That's more important than 
anything else."

Consistency was the team's trade­
mark through the first 14 events of the 
season. Week in and week out, Petty's 
Citgo Ford was the most consistent car 
in Ford Motor Company's stable.

"We've been the steadiest Ford team 
out here on a consistent, race-to-race 
basis," Petty said. "Bill (Elliott) won 
Daytona and Davey (Allison) was real 
tough on four or five tracks. But we've 
finished a bunch of races and we're 
real proud of that."

The 1987 Winston Cup season has 
been a special year for Petty and the 
Wood Brothers.

On March 8, Kyle started his 200th 
career Winston Cup event in the Miller 
400 at Richmond. He finished seventh.

Three weeks later in the TranSouth 
500 at Darlington, his 13th-place finish 
won him $6,815 and pushed the High 
Point, N.C., driver over the $1.5 mil­
lion mark in career winnings.

That race also marked the 600th en­
try of a Wood Brothers automobile in a 
NASCAR Winston Cup race. The team 
is currently in its 35th year of 
competition.

On Memorial Day Weekend, at 
Charlotte, Petty and the Citgo Thun­
derbird paced themselves all day and 
showed up in Victory Lane at the end 
of the afternoon as winners of the 
Coca-Cola World 600.

Along with the victory went a 
$10,000 donation to the Muscular Dys-

For Petty, there already have been 
many memorable moments in 1987.

"I'd have to say the win at Charlotte 
was the biggest highlight of the season 
so far," Petty said, "not only because it 
was a win for the team but because it 
was a win for MDA, too.

"Climbing steadily back up through 
the point standings after Daytona at 
the start of the season has been very 
satisfying. That tells everyone that the 
team is able to overcome adversity and 
bounce back. Running second to Earn­
hardt at North Wilkesboro in April is 
something we won't forget for a long 
time. I think to that point in the season, 
we did as good a job of pressing Dale in 
a race as anyone else had been able to 
do. And the strong finishes at Pocono 
and Michigan in the first half of the 
year were nice because we had never 
run that well at either track before."

. . . Which is just more evidence that 
suggests that Petty is taking aim on 
completing the most successful Win­
ston Cup season of his nine-year ca­
reer. 

trophy Association as part of "The 
Citgo Race for Miracles," whereby the 
team's sponsor donates money to 
MDA for each Busch Pole Award and 
each race won during the first 21 
events of the '87 campaign.

It was Kyle's first superspeedway 
victory and further helped salve the 
wounds from Daytona.

"If you can't win the Daytona 500, 
then this is one of 'em you like to get," 
Petty said. "Charlotte had never been 
one of my better tracks, but we 
changed that. And we've had career­
best finishes at other tracks this year, 
too."

Before Petty's second-place finish in 
this year's First Union 400, his best 
previous effort at North Wilkesboro 
had been fifth.

The team's third-place finish at 
Pocono was four spots better than Kyle 
ever had finished there before.

And in the Miller 400 at Michigan, 
his third-place effort topped his pre­
vious best by one place.

"We ran as well as we ever had at 
Michigan," Petty said. "Unfortunately, 
so did Dale (Earnhardt) and Davey 
(Allison)."

Through the first 14 events of the 
year, Petty had won more than 
$277,000 in prize money and was 
bound for a record-setting year, sitting 
fourth in Winston Cup points.

At the same point of the 1986 season, 
Petty had won $188,520 and was 12th 
in points.

"We've gained by leaps and bounds 
over where we were in 1986," Petty 
said. "The chemistry of the team is just 
right and it's all coming together."

And the formula for the team's suc­
cess is no big secret.

"Hard work, continuity and famil­
iarity with one another," Petty says. 
"It's started to pay off. I hadn't won a 
race before joining the Wood Brothers 
and now that we've won together, we 
know there's more to come."

be part of the team's second title.
“This is a championship team, and I 

think it will be again," the Columbia, 
Tenn, native said. "I don't expect us to 
go out and win the Winston Cup in our 
first season together, because we have 
to be realistic about the fact that we are 
still a new combination. We're getting 
better as a team and our performance 
is beginning to reflect that," Marlin 
said.

During the first half of the 1987 Win­
ston Cup season, Marlin and the team 
experienced success at three of the 
most demanding tracks on the series. 
The Piedmont/Underalls car finished 
among the top ten at Darlington, S.C., 
Dover, Del., and Riverside, Calif.

Marlin's first Winston Cup Series 
ride came at a short track in 1976. In 
1978 and 1979, he drove in three races 
for his father. He also continued his 
short track Late Model racing.

In 1982, he became a popular fig­
ure in what was then known as 
NASCAR's Grand American Series . . . 
so well liked he was named the series' 
Most Popular Driver that year.

The following year was his first full 
season of Winston Cup Series com­
petition. His performances won him 
the Winston Cup Series Rookie of the 
Year honors in 1983, at the age of 25.

In 1984 and 1985, Marlin was with­
out a steady ride, and drove limited 
schedules for car owners including 
Roger Hamby, Earl Sadler, Dick Bahre, 
and Jimmy Means. He used the oppor­
tunities to gain experience, but the

dream of a full time, long term ride 
eluded him.

His situation improved in 1986, 
when he was asked to drive a 10 race 
schedule for car owner Hoss Ellington. 
While it was not a full time deal, Mar­
lin recognized the opportunity to learn 
from one of the greats in NASCAR 
racing.

Marlin and Ellington were rewarded 
for their efforts. Marlin won the Busch 
Pole Award for the 1986 Pepsi Fire­
cracker 400 at Daytona Beach, Fla., and 
finished second in the race, only 1.35 
seconds behind winner Tim Rich­
mond. At Alabama International 
Motor Speedway, Marlin started fifth 
in the Talladega 500, led the event, and 
finished fourth, behind winner Bobby 
Hillin, Jr.

By season's end, Marlin's dream be­
gan to materialize. King hired him to 
replace Terry Labonte as driver of his 
number 44 Piedmont Oldsmobiles for 
1987, when Labonte became the driver 
for Junior Johnson. Marlin considered 
the opportunity the reward for his 
dedication and determination to land 
the full time job he had wanted.

His desire is to be successful as the 
season continues. His goals are to win 
races, and gain as many Winston Cup 
points as possible.

“We're improving each time we 
race," Marlin said. "Success will come 
if we don't let up."

Many observers agree that based on 
his career's growth, the best is yet to 
come from Sterling Marlin. 

Twenty-two years ago, an eight­
year-old son of a NASCAR Winston 
Cup Series driver dreamed of driving a 
front running car in pursuit of the Win­
ston Cup championship.

The dream came true for Sterling 
Marlin in 1987, when he was chosen by 
J. Wayne King to be the new driver 
for his Piedmont Airlines/Underalls 
Oldsmobile. Marlin is the son of for­
mer series driver Coo Coo.

Marlin is excited about the oppor­
tunity to drive for a team which won 
the 1984 Winston Cup Series champi­

You can understand a lot about Neil 
Bonnett, driver of the Valvoline Pon­
tiac in the NASCAR Winston Cup Se­
ries, by examining his approach to life 
away from racing.

He likes to hunt and fish. In fact, he 
hunts deer with a custom-made .340 
Weatherby rifle. "They told me," he 
laughs, "to aim at the deer through an 
eight-inch tree to slow the bullet down 
some."

Fishing? His bass boat will go faster 
than 100 mph. "I'm thinking," he says, 
"of putting a second motor on it, too."

With his cheerful demeanor and the 
easy-going Alabama cadence in his 
speech, he's an easy fellow to like. But 
as you've probably figured out by 
now, Neil Bonnett, who earns his liv­
ing driving stock cars faster than 200 
mph, doesn't let much of life pass him 
by.

"I even get fidgety," he admits, 
"waiting at a red light."

Now in his 14th year on the 
NASCAR Winston Cup tour, Bonnett 
was born July 30, 1946, the only child 
of Lawrence and Josie Bonnett, in Bir­
mingham, Ala. His first exposure to 
racing came early in life, when his dad, 
a steel worker, took him to local stock 
car events. "I was probably seven or 
eight years old when I saw my first 
race," he recalls. "Dad was a big fan 
and I just naturally took up a liking for 
it."

When Bonnett was 17, he began to 
visit a race car shop owned by Lee 
Hurley, a successful NASCAR sports­
man racer based in Hueytown, a sub­
urb southwest of Birmingham. "I just 
stopped by his shop one day and then |
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driving championship, and acquired 
more racing experience than he ever 
thought existed.

“Speeds never bothered me," he 
says. “I never had to build up to speed 
to get used to it. And even today I 
wouldn't mind if we drove these cars 
250 mph. What I had to learn was how 
to win. In that very first race I ever ran, 
I was in a position to win but I didn't 
know how. That's what I had to build 
— the knowledge of how to win."

After those first four years, Bonnett 
had proven himself to be a winner. But 
despite having driven side-by-side 
with the top drivers of the day, he then 
stopped racing for nearly a year.

“I'd really done all I could do on the 
Modified circuit," Bonnett explains. 
“I'd had a year when I won 17 of 21 
races there at Birmingham, and I guess 
the challenge just went away."

Things “fell into place" because 
Bonnett had forged a winning reputa­
tion in racing; and around a place like 
Hueytown, where racing legends 
Bobby Allison and Red Farmer kept 
their shops, such a reputation wasn't 
about to be overlooked.

Much as he had at Lee Hurley's as a 
teenager, Bonnett began dropping by 
Allison's shop, where what time he 
had away from pipe fitting was spent 
working on Allison's cars. And then 
one day a racing promoter called Al­
lison and asked him to bring a car to 
Dallas, Tex., to race against a hot-shot 
local driver.

“Bobby had a car," Bonnett recalls, 
"but he didn't have the time to go run 
that race because he was so busy on 
the Winston Cup circuit. He asked me 
if I wanted to take one of his cars over 
and give it a try. Well, I went over — 
first time I'd driven a race car in eight 
months — beat that local guy and won 
the race.

“After that, when Bobby had more 
races than he had time to run — which 
was all the time — he'd call me up and 
I'd drive his cars for him."

Because Bonnett's reputation didn't

McAdams. “Her support meant every­
thing to me," he says. “At first she 
wasn't all that wild about my racing, 
but she has stuck with me every step of 
the way. When things go bad in a race, 
I try not to let how bad I feel show to 
my crew, the fans, or anyone. But she's 
the one that has to listen to me gripe, 
and I don't know how she's done it all 
these years."

Bonnett graduated (“More like es­
caped," he says) from Birmingham's 
Ensley High School in 1964 and 
promptly entered a trade school for 
pipe fitters. As an apprentice he 
worked from 7 o'clock in the morning 
until 3 in the afternoon and then jug­
gled an evening class schedule to work 
at Hurley's, often until midnight.

Hurley not only raced his own cars, 
he built engines for several local 
racers. Bonnett helped with that, and 
after a while Hurley let him warm up 
his cars at race tracks.

Bonnett was 19 when he first drove 
in a race, steering one of Hurley's cars 
to a third-place finish in a NASCAR 
Winston Racing Series race at 
Montgomery. Then, in his second 
start, he took the checkered flag right 
there before the hometown folks in 
Birmingham.

By now Bonnett was a very busy 
fellow between pipe fitting and week­
end racing. In fact, he moved up to 
what was then called NASCAR's Mod­
ified circuit, the predecessor of today's 
Busch Grand National series.

Driving a car owned by Anthony 
Artale and later sponsored by Bir­
mingham used car dealer Butch 
Nelson, Bonnett competed primarily 
on the asphalt ovals of Birmingham, 
Montgomery and Huntsville. “It was 
like if you were going to college and 
went to the hardest school you could 
find," he recalls. "I didn't really plan it 
that way, but I was thrown into one of 
the toughest racing situations in the 
country."

Over the next three years, Bonnett 
won a flock of races, an Alabama state

extend much beyond the Alabama 
pavement tracks prior to his involve­
ment with Allison, the guys in the 
shop stenciled “Neil Who?" on the 
side of his car for the Dallas race — and 
the gag stuck.

"All that time I drove Bobby's cars, I 
was going around with that 'Neil 
Who?' on the side of the car," he 
laughs. “We probably got more recog­
nition for doing that than if they'd had 
my real name on the car."

While continuing to work as a pipe 
fitter, Bonnett was driving up to 80 
races a year as Allison's protege. In 
1974, after Bonnett had accumulated 
170 victories pinch-hitting for him, Al­
lison suggested that Bonnett move up 
to the big leagues — the still-young 
Winston Cup circuit.

“Bobby said he thought he could get 
me a sponsor if I wanted a Winston 
Cup ride," Bonnett says. “Armor-All 
was the sponsor, and Bobby gave me a 
comer of his shop to build my first 
car."

Bonnett built that first Winston Cup 
car from the axles up, and the record 
shows his first race was the 1974 Win­
ston 500 at Alabama International 
Raceway in Talladega, 500 miles from 
his home. Obviously, both car and 
driver needed more work after qualify­
ing 33rd in the 50-car field and finish­
ing 45th when an oil line broke after 51 
laps.

Bonnett started another race that 
year and two more in 1975, failing to 
finish any of them. But it was in that 
fourth race, back at Talladega, that he 
started 10th and twice led the field on 
NASCAR's fastest speedway. Even 
though a blown engine after 97 laps 
left him in 35th place, nothing could 
alter the fact that he'd set the pace in 12 
laps.

That encouraging performance led 
to an expanded Winston Cup program 
for Bonnett in 1976. He entered 13 
races, finishing one in the Top Five and

I four others in the Top Ten.
The rest, as they say, is history.
