Jim started racing half-midgets 31 years ago in California. He went on to drive
- micro-midgets and three-quarter midgets, and in 1967, moved into C.R.A. sprints.

Jim told me he grew up with the original “Outlaw” Jan Opperman. He also said 
it was Jan who got him his first big ride with Hampton Palmer, from Virginia. He 
later landed a ride in a sprinter that was built for Jan and finished second behind 
him. Jim impressed Jan’s car owner so much, that they hired him to drive the 
following season.

Jim’s many accomplishments include the 1976 State Champ Race at Lincoln 
Speedway, the only person to win three straight Hub City 100’s at Hagerstown 
Speedway, also the 1978 World of Outlaws Syracuse Mile and the 1985 C.R.A. 
season opener at El Centro. He has raced for the likes of: Weikert’s Livestock, 
Lloyd Racing Enterprises, Lucas Coal Miners and Dyer Masonry. He also repre­
sented the USA in the 1974 South Africa tour and won the overall points total.

Jim’s greatest support comes from wife, Linda. Both share each others hobbies 
and are lots of fun to be around. Linda is the daughter of Indy vet, Dee Jones, 
and the niece of Windy McDonald, past announcer here at Manzanita Speedway.

Although Jim has not won a main event this season, consistent top finishes 
have enabled him and car owner Corky Chumbley to have lots of fun as well as 
taking home the Arizona sprint car driving title for ‘88.

SAMMY SWINDELL, Bartlett, Tennessee - Wheeling the beautiful TMC Challenger house car, Sammy had one 
goal this season; to dethrone Kinser for the WoO title! Some plans go astray. It certainly wasn’t from lack of 
preparation or determination. Sammy actually wrestled the point lead away from Steve during the first 
Pennsylvania swing, but could not keep up during the long, hot summer. His recent Memphis victory was his 
first score in over two months. The new high-bar ’89 Challenger will be brought to Arizona and Sammy will be 
looking for his second Western World trophy!

DA VE BLANEY, Hartford, Ohio - When car owner, Allen Nott died unexpectedly at the end of last season, 
Dave figured to be ride-hopping, but the Nott family has shown the same love of racing as their patriarch and 
put the sharp No. 48 Gambler back under the “Buckeye Bandit” for the *88 WoO season. Dave responded with 
five wins and a solid fourth place in the WoO points. He was really flying two weeks ago at Syracuse looking for 
a repeat of last year’s win when the change gears let go and a great rim was spoiled.

MARK KINSER, Oolitic, Indiana - Soon to be married, Mark has shown flashes of brilliance this season, but 
has been bothered again from his Port Royal, Pennsylvania injuries of two seasons ago when he bruised his 
heart. Mark powered the Reid Diesel No. 6R Gambler to two WoO wins this season and has a solid fifth place 
in the WoO standings.

ANDY HILLENBURG, Broken Arrow, Oklahoma - Driving his dad’s beautiful No. 2 Challenger. Andy has 
completed his first full WoO season with much improvement and hopes for next year. Four quick-times 
(including a new Lincoln Speedway track record) and several top five finishes have shown the youngster is 
learning his trade well. Andy qualified at Knoxville and was credited with 18th place.

JAC HA UDENSCHILD, Millersburg, Ohio - Jac started the season in the uncompetitive Runyon No. 7R, got 
the Kepler No. 18 ride early on, scoring non-wing victories with U.S.A.C. (Eldora) and C.R.A. (Kansas City), 
but was replaced before Knoxville by Doug Wolfgang. He bounced around in several cars before securing the 
Trigueiro Bros. No. IT Lightning chassis for the season ending races. Don’t worry about bleacher splinters when

BOBBY ALLEN, Hanover, Pennsylvania - The last real Outlaw, “Scruffy” picked up three WoO wins this 
season and nearly stole the $50,000 in the “King’s Royal” at Eldora. A shaking motor slowed his relentless 
pursuit of Kinser, but he held on for second and $10,000. Bobby still drives cars of his own design and if the 
veteran can get an up-front starting spot and his desired bottom lane is raceable, he can still beat anybody to 
the checkered flag!

GREG WOOLEY, Oklahoma City, Oklahoma - Greg towed all over the United States again this year chasing 
WoO points and he ended up in 11th place. He was knocked out of the Knoxville Nationals on a last lap pass 
by Rick Unger in the “B” main. Greg took his wing off and ran four races on the C.R.A. Southwest Tour with 
some success. He will drive the Darrell Wooley No. 23 Gambler at this year’s 21st annual running of the Western 
World Championship.

JEFF SWINDELL, Memphis, Tennessee - Jeff picked up a ride in the northern California based Williams No.llx 
Gambler and this team really clicked. He chalked up several victories before hitting the road in mid-summer and 
immediately scored a WoO victory at Sante Fe Speedway, Illinois. Good finishes put Jeff into the top 15 in 
seasonal points and he will be looking for a good finish here this weekend.

DOUG WOLFGANG, Sioux Falls, South Dakota - “The Wolf” is coming to Arizona in search of his first Western 
win. After starting the year in Gary Stanton’s No. 40, Doug landed in Les Kepler’s No. 18 Lightning chassis 
machine and was the show at Knoxville. A broken fuel drive left him in the pits on qualifying night and Saturday, 
Doug came from 11th to 2nd in the “C” main, 21st to 1st in the “B” main, and rushed to a great fifth place in the 
“A” main. Doug won six WoO main events this year and will debut an ’89 Challenger for Iowa’s Max Rogers.

DANNY SMITH, Danville, Indiana - Although he’s had no wins this season, Danny had a good year driving the 
Nash Lumber No. 57. With tenth place locked up in WoO points, the car was parked before the California 
swing. Danny had a fantastic qualifying run at Knoxville and started the “A” main in the second row. He 
crossed the line for an eighth place finish and $5,000; his biggest check of the year'. Danny replaced Kenny 
Jacobe in Dick Hammond’s No. 56 for the Memphis WoO show and Syracuse, and will pilot it here tonight!
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JOE GAERTE, Rochester, Indiana - Son of famed motor man, Earl Gaerte, Joe makes his first trip west in the 
Tom Wimmer No. 7TW Gambler. Joe went into last weekend’s All-Star Finale at Eldora tied with Rocky Hodges 
for the championship. He could well be the All-Star Champion here tonight. His biggest win this year was the 
“Sheldon Kinser Classic” at Paragon, Indiana.

JACK HEWITT, Troy, Ohio - “Do it” Hewitt makes his annual Western appearance in Stan Schoff’s No. 23s 
Gambler. Having parted company with Bob Hampshire in July, Jack is settled in with his new team, a non-wing 
supporter. Jack placed 11th at Knoxville and fourth at Syracuse to show he can go either way; wings or non-wings. 
He won the dirt champ race at the Four Crown Nationals at Eldora, but car failures during the season kept him 
from repeating last year’s dirt champ title.

KENNY JACOBS, Holmesville, Ohio - Last month, “Mouse” jumped from the Hammond No. 56 to the very 
potent Weikert Livestock No. 29, Buckley chassis. He scored his biggest win ever winning the “Williams Grove 
National” last month worth over $15,000. A bumping incident with fellow front row starter, Steve Kinser at 
Syracuse dashed his hopes of a big win there; he came back for a good fifth place finish.

RICK HOOD, Memphis, Tennessee - Now regarded as a seasoned veteran, Rick spent most of the season chasing 
All-Star points driving the Nance No. IN house car fielded by Ohio’s Marshall Campbell. His biggest win came 
at Eldora in the final night of Ohio Speed weeks when he drove masterfully to pick up $10,000. A miserable dirt 
champ season left him out of the top ten in points. Skilled with or without the wing, Rick drives Bob Hampshire’s 
No. 63 Challenger here tonight.

KEITH KA UFFMAN, Mifflintown, Pennsylvania - Keith brings his own ammo to this year’s Western, the Al 
Hamilton No. 77 Gambler. He drove Roy Morrall’s No. 880 Cook car most of the season and was the only 
repeat winner in the Ohio Speedweeks. He picked up a big win in the Selinsgrove “National Open.” This 
team is a legitimate threat for the first win by an eastern based car in a long time. His 16 wins were second only 
to Steve Smith, Jr., in the east.

BRENT KAEDING, Campbell, California - What a year for the “Campbell Comet.” The N.A.R.C. Championship, 
the Golden State Series Crown, plus C.R.A. wins at Hanford, California, and Baylands have made this his finest 
season ever. Piloting Bob Miller’s very potent No. 69 Gambler, Brent is a threat wherever he races and has the 
best chance ever for his first Western win.

ANDYHILLENBURG, Indianapolis, Indiana - No you’re not seeing double, there are two Andy Hillenburg’s 
and this one goes by “Drew” when racing the same show as Oklahoma’s Andy H-Burg. Andy saw his biggest 
win ever slip through his hands, the Springfield, Illinois dirt champ show when his car started sputtering with 
less than 10 laps to go and Steve Chassey swept by for the win. He tries for his first Western start in Chuck 
Merril’s No. 5m Gambler.

JOHNNY HERRERA, Albuquerque, New Mexico - Johnny raced his dad’s No. 45x Challenger early in the year 
until landing a ride with the Ron Pack 4 aces Magnum chassis before Knoxville. He scored the first ever win for 
Magnum chassis in Arkansas and performed brilliantly at Knoxville qualifying for his first ever “Nationals,” 
finishing 13th. He won the “Buddy Taylor Memorial” at Manzy two weeks ago and will drive the same Smith 
Exxon No. 70 Stewart car at this weekend’s speedfest.

CRAIG KEEL, Weedsport, New York - Economics forced the “Cricket” to be a part-time racer this year, but 
his performances at the Rolling Wheels (Weedsport, N.Y.) WoO show brought a standing ovation from the home­
town crowd. He led much of the race only to be run down in traffic late in the main. Craig will drive the family 
owned No. 8 J&J chassis sprinter.

RANDY SMITH, Mt. Ayr, Iowa - The Knoxville track champion and former WoO campaigner brings Nebraska’s 
Phil Durst’s No lx to Arizona for the first time and this veteran should do well here. Randy made the Nationals 
field fairly easily although he ended up finishing 20th.

DANNY L ASOS KI, Dover, Missouri - “The Dude” drove Max Rogers No. 49 Gambler all season at Knoxville 
and battled Randy Smith for the title. A great fifth place on his qualifying night in the nationals put him in the 
“A” main where he finished 12th. He will drive the Illinois based Arthalony No. 14 tonight.

JASON McMILLIN, Sacramento, California — “Racin’’ Jason ran with N.A.R.C. this year, pulling down several 
checkered flags along the way. A trip to Knoxville proved a valuable learning experience for the blond, curly 
haired youngster. Jason may turn a few heads this week wheeling his dad’s No. 21N Lightning chassis.

STEVE SIEGEL, Hanover, Pennsylvania — An early season switch from Challenger to Gambler seemed to help 
the El Paso native on the tough central Pennsylvania circuit and he picked up nine feature wins this year; his 
most productive season ever. Steve will again bring his own Busch Beer No. 2 to Manzanita.

1988 SPRINT CAR RACING
AT MANZANITA
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WHAT’S HAPPENING TO SPRINT CAR RACING? By Rutt Hooker

Something is happening to sprint car racing... something that doesn’t seem just right. It gets stuck in a person’s 
mind and just sort of sits back there like a bothered conscience, or like that nagging feeling you get on vacation 
when you can t remember whether or not you left the water running in the back yard. It feels like something is 
going wrong and it just won’t let itself be fixed.

Just at the time when you’d think sprint car racing should be vital and thriving in Arizona as it is on the west 
coast and the mid-west, it’s floundering and sometimes appears to be doomed to eventual extinction. Car counts 
continue to be down year after year. Not many years ago, a fan could come to the track on Saturday night and 
watch four heat races, a consy, semi and main event and couldn’t know until the checkered flag waved who the 
eventual winner would be. In recent years, a person pays twice the price to watch two heat races and a feature, 
and can probably name the winner before leaving home.

What has happened to sprint car racing in Arizona? More importantly, what is its future? There is no short­
age of opinions. Everyone who cares about racing has at least a dozen ideas on the subject and probably can’t 
wait to tell you whose fault it is. Others don’t care who the villian is, or who did what to whom. They are more 
interested in watching great, competitive racing and don’t give a rip about choosing up sides and playing power 
games. They’re the fans who slap their money down on the counter at the ticket window.

What’s happened? A lot. And whether it's good or not depends on your point of view and probably on your 
prejudices. For example, it’s fairly obvious that success breeds discontent and imitation. USAC, The World of 
Outlaws, The Allstar Circuit and USA Sprints are all actively struggling for survival or supremacy, and are trying 
to attract the-same cars, drivers and sponsors to race at the same tracks around the country. The result is dilution 
of the sprint car product and a reduction in the quality of events offered to the fans for their higher priced admis­
sion ticket. To be competitive on the professional tours a team has to have a generous sponsor and/or win often 
enough to pay the cost of running back and forth across the country for ten months a year. It’s not surprising 
that few are able to do either. The fragmented associations have allowed the level of competition to go down, 
making it easier for the haves to kick the pants off the have-nots. Wouldn’t it be great to see all of today's great 
cars and drivers on the same track at the same time?

Locally, the cost of operating a competitive sprint car has escalated incredibly in recent years. Those who can 
afford it create cars loaded with every new expensive trick set-up the touring pros come up with, even if the driver 
would have trouble making the “C” main if he went up against them. The gap is widening between local high- 
dollar cars and budget racers. The result, predictably, is that the same cars and drivers win over and over again, 
week after week. Add the fact that more than ten racing divisions and three tracks are competing in the Phoenix 
area for the same drivers, sponsors and fans and it becomes apparent why sprint car counts are low and why fans 
are discovering other things to do on Saturday night.

Winning races in sprint cars on dirt hasn’t been the path to Indy for years and never has been the way to 
NASCAR fame and fortune. Ambitious, career-minded drivers are heading for the asphalt road circuits to seek 
recognition, and many would-be great drivers never even get mud on their helmets from an open wheel sprinter 
sliding sideways through the turns.

What will it take to invigorate local sprint racing again, bringing back the 30-40 cars each week and the 100 
plus cars that used to fill the pits at the Western World Championship? Well, maybe nothing can ever return it 
to that level. Back then, just staging a championship was enough to bring cars from across the nation, but today’s 
instant success society dictates that you call one of the groups of touring professionals and have them come to 
town and cater the event. Perhaps the time is fast approaching when even the local sprint cars will compete in a 
handful of special races each year at tracks around the state. Maybe the wear-and-tear of extensive, ambitious 
schedules for too few cars has soured racing fans and sent them away disillusioned. Tire rules, engine limitations 
and other formulae are designed to keep racing competitive and less expensive, but signal the end of local un­
limited super sprint classes of racing. And the incessant adversarial relationship between promoters and racing 
associations have severely damaged fan support and destroyed interest through the years. The vendettas have 
tarnished the reputation of a sport which needed cooperation and professionalism, and made victims of the fans 
who pay the bills for everyone else.

While we may be concerned by the problems of local sprint cars racing, we can still be thankful for the oppor­
tunity to watch some of the best sprint car drivers in the world do battle for the right to flash under the check­
ered flag on their way to victory lane. For those who love this sport, nothing can overshadow the thrill of being 
part of the pageantry and competition of such an event.
