Swindell recorded his sec­
ond two-feature winning streak of the 
year, taking the checkered flag at Cedar 
Lake and Santa Fe. Then Kinser re­
turned the favor with “A” Feature vic­
tories at Tri-City and Millstream.

But just when a second Nationals 
championship appeared to be in 
Sammy's grasp, Allen regained the lead 
with a turn-three pass as the two headed 
for the white flag. "Scruffy" held off Swin­
dell during the final 1 1/4 laps for the 
largest victory of his career.

"Wolfie," who passed 62 sprinters in 
79 laps during the feature program, 
heaped praise on Knoxville’s newest 
champion, saying, “My daughter, 
Nicole, the second runner-up in the Na­
tionals’ Queen Pageant, was hoping like 
hell that Bobby would win and Stevie 
(Smith) would finish third so she could 
kiss Stevie instead of "Scruffy."

Steve and Mark Kinser sandwiched 
victories in the Miller Nationals at Hales 
Corners Speedway and the One/Third- 
Mile Nationals at Eagle Raceway 
around Swindell’s sweep of a double­
feature event at Huset’s Speedway be­
fore the tour turned west for a three- 
week tour of California.

“A" Feature victories recorded by 
Swindell at Santa Maria and Calistoga, 
"Wolfie” at Bakersfield and Gaerte at 
San Jose provided a fitting prelude to 
Stevie K.’s eighth Gold Cup Race of 
Champions title and ensuing five-event 
winning streak. Swindell provided the 
only interruption in the streak, taking the 
Preliminary Feature at the Winged 
Sprint Championships. In addition to his 
sweep of the Fram/Autolite National

Kinser swept the swing, sandwiching 
$5,000 victories at Lernerville and 
Remington around a twin-killing at Wil­
liams Grove.

A change of venue - to Memphis 
Motorsports Park for the inaugural 
Southern Sprint Nationals 
Sammy just fine. His #1 TMC Swindell 
was dialed-in perfectly as he roared to 
victory in all three Preliminary Features. 
Starting next to his high-flying rival on 
the front row in the championship fea­
ture, Kinser believed he had something 
to prove. It didn’t hurt that $18,000 was 
on the line, either.

When Steve and Sammy bumped 
wheels within seconds after the green 
flag was thrown in the $76,725 cham­
pionship feature, the near-capacity 
crowd knew both meant business. 
Kinser moved ahead of Swindell during 
the first lap and held him off during the 
remaining 29 to stop Sammy’s Southern 
Sprint Nationals streak.

With a standing-room-only crowd 
greeting the World of Outlaws to its “Sa­
lute to the Knoxville Nationals’’ event, 
Tri-City Speedway was the scene of

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all the time. I don't think you can come out your first year and be 
dominant, even though I ran the All-Star circuit. It’s still going to California 
twice a year and Pennsylvania for a month. I think all those are factors. 
You race probably twice as much with the (World of) Outlaws as you
do with the All-Stars, which is a really big factor.

“Our sponsor (House of Windsor Cigars) helped, of course. I think 
the House of Windsor's support really helped us. As far as the promo­
tional end, getting me into interviews on radio and TV and having the 
booth at the Knoxville Nationals - that really helped me as a person. I 
think it helped the whole team get exposure. I think it’s helped sprint
car racing, in general.

“Sticking with the same crew and the same (Gambler) cars was im­
portant, too. The longer you can stick together, the better the years will

“Starting out, I didn’t expect to have that good a year, with Steve, 
Sammy (Swindell) and (Doug) Wolfgang back. But I’ll definitely take 
third.

“We really got going shortly after we got back from California (in 
March). We got some different cars. Gambler changed their cars around 
a little bit. From that point on, I think we kept our motor program pretty 
much the same. We didn't experiment nearly as much as we had the 
year before. We just tried to finish races, and finish in front. We wanted 
to finish in the top 10 (they did 49 times). The cars fit our needs better 
than the previous cars we had. We were consistent through the year 
I don't think we dropped out of a race all year. That helped, too"

When asked it he thought he had an advantage because his father, 
Earl, is one of the best engine builders in the business, Gaerte said, “If 
they want one of my motors, I’ll let them have it any time. It might not 
last one night. We do a lot of testing. I think Sammy and I have the 
same two motors, basically. He gets some test stuff occasionally, too. 
I’d say mine are more tested than his because he's got to finish the 
races. He's got people looking at him to finish. They're probably going 
to be eventually looking at me to do that, but I think in the back of their 
minds they’re thinking that I'm experimenting.” Not any more.

“I thought we had an excellent season last year," Joe Gaerte said 

after finishing third in the Copenhagen-Skoal Shootout point standings 
during his second year on the World of Outlaws tour.

“We won some races (at Bloomington Speedway, Kokomo Speedway 
and San Jose Fairgrounds Speedway), too. I really enjoyed the one at 
Kokomo because it’s so close to home. It seems like every time I won, 
Steve (Kinser) was right behind me. Winning twice in Indiana was really 
nice.

“I think us having a good year goes back to going to all the race 
tracks for the second time. The first year, you’re on your own learning

stage where we were running slow. We couldn't qualify good and we 
couldn’t race good.

“At the end of June, we built some different (J&J) cars and started 
going good again. I don’t think changing cars (from Gambler to J&J) 
really had anything to do with it. All the cars out there are pretty much 
the same. That’s kind of what happened to us, though. We built some 
different race cars that we thought might help our situation. But that 
really hurt us more than it helped us, and we stuck with it longer than 
we should have. Then, at the end of June, we went back to our basic 
race cars and got going good again."

When asked if he thought the return of Steve Kinser, Sammy Swindell, 
Mark Kinser and Dave Blaney returning to the Copenhagen Skoal Shoot­
out tour affected his World of Outlaws championship defense, Davis 
said, “I don’t look at it that way at all. You can look back at the previous 
years when Steve and Sammy were there, and I ran good. So it was 
just like any other year for me.

“Last year definitely wasn't one of my better years, but for someone 
to look at it on paper it would be a pretty good year. We definitely didn’t 
have as many first-places as we would have liked to have. That was 
disappointing.

“But (car owner) Casey (Luna) hung in there. (Crew chief) Kenny 
Woodruff hung in there. I hung in there. We ran as hard and worked 
as hard as we ever have, and it seemed like we didn't get what we 
wanted out of it. We really can't put a finger on the cause, but we went 
back to our basic race car and waited too long to get one of the 'swap 
tube’ cars like Steve and Sammy have. That put us behind the eight-ball 
a little bit. It’s kind of like being in school and the teacher says something 
and you’re not paying attention.

“What was really so hard about last year was that the things we had 
been doing for the last four or five years didn't work any more. It was 
like throwing the things you’ve learned in racing over the last eight or 
10 or so years out the window.

“All the things we learned last year should carry over into next year. 
We expect to improve a lot in 1991."

SELECTS STEVIE SMITH 

1990 ROOKIE OF THE YEAR
By RICHARD DAY

Stevie when “the greatest show on dirt” 
visited Santa Fe Speedway in July. After 
leading the feature race by as much as 
six car-lengths, Smith lost the lead when 
he collided with Sammy Swindell’s #1 
TMC Swindell and suffered a flat tire 
during the 18th lap.

A month later, Stevie was leading the 
"Salute To The Knoxville Nationals" 
championship feature at Tri-City Speed­
way when Steve Kinser passed him dur­
ing the 14th lap. Smith out-dragged

Stevie Smith entered the 1990 sea­
son as the most highly regarded rookie 
in World of Outlaws history.

Having won the Copenhagen-Skoal 
Shootout main event at Lincoln Speed­
way on June 4,1988, and sweeping the 
feature races during the 1989 Fram/Au- 
tolite National Open at Williams Grove 
Speedway, Smith was the first driver 
with a victory on his resume before com­
pleting his first “greatest show on dirt" 
season.

Although he failed to win a 1990 main 
event, what Smith learned while piloting 
the #77 Hamilton GMC Trucks Maxim 
during his rookie season should lead to 
many “A" Feature victories in the years 
to come.

"We think last year's experience is re­
ally going to help us next year," Stevie 
said during an off-season interview. “I’m 
just glad things went as well as they did 
for us last year. I learned a lot, being 
out there (on the World of Outlaws tour) 
every night."

Smith opened the year on a high note, 
breaking the one-lap record at historic 
Ascot Park and finished among the top 
10 in seven of the first 10 events. In the 
Preliminary Feature at Memphis

first half of the 40-lap main event at Tri- 
State Speedway on May 13th. Another 
Turns Trophy Dash victory put Smith on 
the pole to start the $28,000 race. Smith 
blew into the lead and raced ahead of 
the 22-car field until “Wolfie" took over

first place during the 11th lap. Five laps 
later, Stevie returned the favor and held 
the lead until he allowed the #77 to drift 
high in turn two and spin.

Stevie added his third Copenhagen- 
Skoal Shootout victory with a green-to-

Swindell, the polesitter, down the front 
straightaway immediately after the 
green flag was thrown and, after being 
passed by Kinser, held on to finish sec­
ond.

A second consecutive third-place 
finish in the Knoxville Nationals - on 
seven cylinders - had Smith in the 
limelight once again. When the World 
of Outlaws made its second invasion of 
Ascot Park for the September Winged 
Sprint Championships, Stevie led the 
first 21 laps from the pole and eventually 
finished third in the main event.

In all, Smith earned five Autolite 
Pacesetter Awards, won six Turns 
Trophy Dashes, earned $125,815 in 
purse awards, recorded 42 top-10 
finishes and qualified for 65 of the 66 
“A" Features the World of Outlaws ran 
in 1990.
