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Larry McDaniels, of Wichita, Kansas, began following in his father's tire tracks in 1973. 
Dale McDaniels, his father, was known as the "Country Gentleman" when he races NCRA 
supermodifieds during the organization's early years.

Larry has been a "driving force" in many types of cars. He started with late models in 
1973, then in 1976 he drove supermodifieds and late models in a weekly shows shows in 
Caney, Kansas. The supermodified was owned by Missouri's Melvin Brown, whose son Terry 
is a current NCRA Outlaw sprint car owner.His big break in late models came in 1980, when 
he teamed up with Bill Rogers. The Ulysses, Kansas, based team enjoyed four great years 
before Bill's business interest pulled him from racing. Among their accomplishments were 
Larry's first two late model titles, in 1981 and 1983.

He has gone on to add the 1987 crown and the 1995 title for the reborn NCRA Late 
Models. In the twelve years the organization has sanctioned full-bodied cars, Larry has been 
fifth or better in the final points standings eleven times. "I'm very thankful for all the people 
who have helped me in my racing career" says the four time champion, " but my biggest 
supporters are my wife Donna and my daughter Marci."

As the owner if Wichita's Pro Motorsports and a McCreary Racing Tire distributor, Larry 
maintains a full schedule. "My plans for 1996 are to run the complete NCRA Late Model cir­
cuit and take in as many big money shows as I can." Sponsoring his efforts will be Trio 
Machine, Inc., GRT Race Cars, McCreary Racing Tires, Pro Shocks, Weld Racing Wheels, and 
Russell Baker Racing Engines. Good sponsors and a well-prepared race car help rack up con­
sistent finishes, and that could mean a fifth NCRA Late Model title in 1996.

Kirby Hagans from LaCrosse, Kansas was the NCRA sprint car co-champion for 
1995. But the story really began twenty three years ago when at the age of five Kirby 
stated racing go-carts owned by his dad Glenn Hagans.

After setting out 1993, Kirby teamed with Jetmore's Brett Schaffer in 1994. The 
consistant top finishes which led to the "95 championship show how quickly the team 
matured.
