metamorphosis in sprint car racing. Heavy, non-winged cars were 
raced for peanuts before evolving into the powerful (800 horse­
power), solid yet lightweight (1,200 pounds), high-tech, winged 
warriors of today.

In the early days of sprint car racing, world-renowned drivers 
A.J. Foyt, Al Unser, Johnny Rutherford and Mario Andretti steered 
the then-wingless wonders amid dreams of securing Indianapolis 
500 rides.

When Johnson said the World of Outlaws would run winged 
races exclusively in 1984, his decision was based on extending the 
lives of the cars themselves. The advent of the 25-square-foot top 
wings also multiplied the space available on the cars for corporate 
sponsorship decals."Run what ya brung" was the early theme in sprint car racing. 

Dirt racetracks built into the sides of mountains attracted cars look­
ing more like dune buggies and midgets than the modern aerody­
namic sprinters. These racing Gypsies crisscrossed the country in 
search of the highest-paying races they could find. There were no 
rules governing where, when or how they raced. Thus, they were 
dubbed "outlaws."

Event sponsorships at such tracks as Knoxville Raceway, 
Eldora Speedway, Williams Grove Speedway, Devil's Bowl 
Speedway, Silver Dollar Speedway and Lernerville Speedway 
allows World of Outlaws teams to race for six-digit paydays.

The Outdoor Channel will produce and telecast 35 events in 
2004 on a tape-delayed basis. The one-hour telecasts will air 
Wednesdays at 8 p.m. Eastern Time between late March and mid- 
November as part of The Outdoor Channel's "Wednesday Night 
Horsepower" time slot. Most telecasts air within 14 days of each 
race. Additional replays will be presented Saturdays at 8 a.m. 
Eastern Time and Thursdays at 10 p.m. Pacific Time.

The outlaw image made sprint car racers instant heroes of the 
fans. Most often, it was the romantic, Wild West lifestyle, rather 
than racing for three-digit payoffs before small crowds, that kept 
the early drivers going.

Sprint car racing might have continued with this hit-and-miss 
pattern, or simply died altogether, had it not been for the efforts of 
Ted Johnson, a former midget racer from Madison, Wl. As a part- 
time racing promoter, Johnson believed that unifying sprint car rac­
ing under a set of basic rules, scheduling a calendar of events and 
acquiring corporate sponsorship would save the sport.

The World of Outlaws is also a fixture on the Internet. 
Worldofoutlawsracing.com, the series' award-winning web site, 
receives more than 1,000,000 hits a month. The interactive page 
allows the fans to learn more about the world's largest sprint car 
racing series, view color photos of the drivers and racing action 
and pick up the latest-breaking news, results and point standings.With the goal of giving the fans the most exciting wheel-to- 

wheel racing on dirt and emphasizing safety and more prize money 
for the racing teams, Johnson formed the World of Outlaws in 
1978.

As part of an aggressive motorsports partnership, Speedway 
Motorsports and the World of Outlaws started presenting special 
events with NASCAR Winston Cup races in 2000. The sprinters - 
with all the horsepower of a Winston Cup stock car and only one- 
third the weight - put on quite a show for new fans unfamiliar with 
"the greatest show on dirt."

Through increased corporate sponsorship, Johnson built the 
World of Outlaws into the largest sprint car sanctioning body in the 
United States. The World of Outlaws is the fifth-largest auto racing 
tour in the world, attracting more than 2 million fans a year.

Karavan Motorsports in the middle of May last year." 
Jason Meyers said a week before Christmas. 2003. 
“It wasn’t the best circumstances for all parties 
involved, but I think it turned out very well. It was def­
initely the best season I’ve ever had. It was a plea­
sure working with a great team, great crew members, 
a great car owner and it was great working with Craig 
(Dollansky). I couldn't have asked for anything more, 
that’s for sure.

“Craig and I met in 2000 when we were both 
racing with the World of Outlaws Gumout Series. We 
had a good relationship then and we were friends, 
but I can say I was just as surprised as anybody 
when he called me. I’m very thankful for the respect 
he showed me. knowing I had the ability to do the job 
and for him giving me that chance. Every racer is 
looking for that one chance in his career and this was 
definitely one of those wonderful opportunities for 
me. I’ve tried to explain this to people many times, 
'Unless you're a driver, I don’t think you can realize 
how much it means when another driver asks you to 
take his place. That's very hard to do. Obviously, he 
had to do it. He had to have somebody fill in for him 
after getting hurt. But to have somebody like Craig, 
who is a very established and accomplished racer, to 
ask me to try to fill his shoes, is an honor.

"We had a great year, and that was due to a lot 
of things. They have a great team there. D.J. Lindsey 
and Brian Sundby is a great crew. We just happened 
to click. Unfortunately. I clicked with someone else’s 
team, but it went really well. I have no regrets about 
last year - none at all. That was one of the greatest 
things to ever happen to me and, hopefully, I can 
build on that.

“Scott Boyd is definitely a class individual. In 
the world of sprint car racing, a lot of times you don’t 
find the kind of professionalism he brought to the 
team. The way he runs his team - the way he runs it

like a business - and the respect he gave me, is out­
standing. I was coming in to fill in for someone, but I 
wasn't treated like a fill-in. I was treated like part of 
the team and we were there to win races. He is a 
great individual who I would love the opportunity to 
work with again.

“Winning the race at Fox Ridge was extra spe­
cial for a lot of reasons. For one thing, Mr. Boyd was 
promoting it. Secondly, it was only our seventh race 
together as a team. Thirdly, it was his (former) wife's 
birthday. All the stars just lined up that night and it 
was really special.

“We went on to win three other main events (at 
Eldora Speedway. Grays Harbor Raceway Park and 
Port Royal Speedway) and we got a prelim (at Grays 
Harbor), too. That was my best season and probably 
one of their best seasons as well

“Sweeping the Grays Harbor event was spe­
cial, too. You can look back on last year and think 
about achievements and sweeping a weekend is an 
achievement in itself. We were so close to home - 
we weren't quite to California, but we were close - at 
a great racetrack that always has a packed house 
and both nights went really well for us That's some­
thing I'll never forget. That was my first sweep ever 
on top of the season with my most victories.

“There's a funny story to go along with it. too. 
We won the Dash Race on opening night and I 
remembered as a kid sitting in the stands when they 
always had trophy girls. Well, since I’ve been racing 
you don’t ever see that any more. We won the Dash 
and I told the guys, ‘for you single guys, there’s a 
couple of great-looking trophy girls, we have to win 
this race.' Then we went out and won both nights, so 
it worked out really well for all involved.

“My plans for 2004 are to race 100 percent with 
the World of Outlaws. We're starting to put a team 
together and it's rather difficult. It's not all bad; the 
series is just going through a transition. We're ready
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to go to Australia and we're just looking forward to 
starting the season. We're putting things together 
and working hard every day to make it happen Our 
intentions are to race with the World of Outlaws and 
run for the championship.

“I think the World of Outlaws 'Down Under' 
event will be very exciting. I've been down there 
before and it's a lot of fun. I think what Brian Healy is 
doing is great for the World of Outlaws."
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“We had a tough year last season," Tim Shaffer 
said as he and his new crew members prepared for 
2004. “We had certain guys who didn't want run full­
time, so we didn't get to run all the races. We re def­
initely going to run the full schedule this year. We re 
pretty excited about that. We also have new person­
nel on our team. We’re even going to have new col­
ors this year.

“The two races we won in Las Vegas (the J.D.

He broke both nights and we cap­
italized on it. I've lost them that way. too.

“It was very disappointing after winning both of 
those races when we didn’t run the full schedule. We 
were right there in the hunt. It was tough passing that 
up, but that's the way it worked out. We did have a 
decent year for the races we did run.

“The car was av/esome the night we won the 
feature on opening night of the 1/3-Mile Short-Track 
Nationals (at Eagle Raceway). That's when Kenny 
Woodruff was our crew chief. That was just one of 
those nights when you have a car that's so fast that 
you can put it anywhere on the racetrack. You can 
drive it as hard as you want. Those nights don't hap­
pen very often, but when they do, you definitely need 
to take advantage of it. The whole crew did a great 
job that night. Kenny and I ran together a couple of 
months and we had some good races. We actually

worked together pretty well.
“(Car owners) Dennis and Teresa Roth are 

excellent to work for. We've been through some good 
times and bad times, but we’ve stuck together. When 
I first started driving for them, I felt so comfortable 
They made me feel at home from the beginning. 
Dennis has always done what he said he would do. 
If he tells you something, you can believe he's going 
to do it. He's been great. You can't ask for better peo­
ple to drive for. They give us all the parts and per­
sonnel to get this done. This year, we’re really look­
ing to make things happen. It’s going to be an inter­
esting year.

“We have Dave Lawrence from Pennsylvania 
as our new chief. I have worked with him the last 
three years down in Florida. He's never gone on the 
road as a crew chief before, but I think he's more 
than capable of doing the job.

KNOXVILLE, IA (March 21) -• World of Outlaws Founder and President Ted Johnson has been named sprint car racing’s most influential leader for 
the 12th consecutive year, according to the voting panel of the National Sprint Car Poll. Johnson garnered 34 of the 58 first place ballots cast by the select 
voting panel of non-winged, 360- and 410-cubic-inch sprint car racing media members, promoters, sanctioning officials and builder/manufacturers.

Ranked second in the special edition National Sprint Car Poll is Knoxville Raceway director of racing and current RPM Auto Racing Promoter of the 
Year, Ralph Capitani. ,,Cappy,n who promotes the sport's 360-, 410-c.i. and 1200-pound National Championship events for the Marion County Fair 
Association, earned 12 first-place ballots. Rounding out the top five of the sport's most influential leaders are Earl Baltes of the world-famous Eldora 
Speedway, Emmett Hahn of the American Sprint Car Series (ASCS), and Bert Emick of the All Star Circuit of Champions (ASCoC), respectively. Individuals 
other than Johnson and Capitani who received first place votes were Baltes (2), Hahn, Emick, Karl Kinser (2), Steve Kinser (3), Doug Auld, Tony Stewart, 
and J.V. Brotherton.

Rounding out the top 10 most influential leaders in sprint car racing are Ron Shuman of the Sprint Car Racing Association (SCRA) and Non-Winged 
World Championship (NWWC), Hall of Fame owner/mechanic Karl Kinser, 16-time World of Outlaws champion Steve Kinser, veteran journalist Dave 
Argabright, and Chuck Merrill of Maxim Chassis, respectively. Those making their debut on the annual list are new United States Auto Club (USAC) pres­
ident Rollie Helmling in 14th, defending World of Outlaws champion Danny Lasoski in 15th, driver-turned-builder Bob East of Beast Chassis in 24th, 
Lasoski's high-profile sprint car owner/NASCAR stock car driver Tony Stewart in 25th, veteran cylinder head manufacturer J.V. Brotherton of Brodix in 26th, 
and Interstate Racing Association (IRA) president Steve Sinclair in 29th, respectively.

According to Tom Schmeh, executive director of the poll-sponsoring National Sprint Car Hall of Fame & Museum, "The real value of this special edi­
tion poll is only apparent when it is viewed in an historical context. It is interesting to see that people within sprint car racing continue to view Ted Johnson 
as the most influential leader of a sport that remains very fragmented. It is equally interesting to note that of the top thirty individuals, only 11 were listed 
in the inaugural poll's 'top 30' in 1991. As Open Wheel magazine reported in 2001, there is a definite changing-of-the-guard taking place in sprint car rac­
ing today, and ironically that became all-too-apparent late last year with that publication's own demise."

Joey Saldana finished third in driver points, while father Joe Saldana's team 

ranked fourth in the car owner standings.

"I watched my father race and 
I’ve had a love for racing my whole 
life. Growing up, I knew I was going

fun now as I have in my whole career. It's been a lot of fun all year. I don't want to 
quit. I’d just as soon go ahead and keep racing.

He’s going to be around the sport, and I plan on being around a few 
more years myself. I'm one of the few who's been here from the start in '78. I’ve had 
a lot of good times, met a lot of good people, a lot of great race fans and a lot of 
great sponsors. I've had opportunities to drive other kinds of cars - Indy cars and 
stock cars - and opportunities to fly with the Blue Angles jets. But there's nothing 
more exciting and fun than fighting a sprint car around a little bullring, a half-mile or 
a mile track, with a wing or without a wing. A sprint car is an animal all its own that 
has given me a lot of pleasure over the years. Second to having my family, my wife 
and kids, it’s been the biggest love of my life.”

BUFFALO, NY (December 15) - From Knoxville Nationals 

Rookie of the Year to the World of Outlaws Kevin Gobrecht Rookie 
of the Year in one year? That’s "First Lady” Erin Crocker’s dream.

The 22-year-old driver of Mike Woodring’s #16 Rensselaer 
Polytechnic Institute J&J, who became the first female to qualify 
for the Knoxville Nationals championship feature last August, has 
decided to race with the World of Outlaws next sea­
son.

The rest is history. Crocker finished 22nd in sprint car racing's 
premier event and, just last month became the first driver - male 
or female - to receive the Wild Card Awards for exciting sprint car 
performances in the 360- and 410-cubic inch sprint car sprint car 
polls in the same year. Now Erin wants to make history as the first 
female driver to receive the Kevin Gobrecht Rookie of the Year 
Award with the World of Outlaws. Woodring, who has dominated 

the Empire Super Sprints 360- sprint car 
division in recent years, winning 50 feature 
races on his way to eight series champi­
onships, believes she can do it.

“Erin is a natural in sprint car racing," 
Woodring said. “She really enjoys it. She 
has always wanted to race the World of 
Outlaws tour so, after last year’s success at 
the Nationals, we decided to race with the 
series in 2004. She is a good driver. I think 
she will turn some heads again with the 
World of Outlaws. We have good sponsor­
ship and four J&J Chassis and three motors 
to start with. We hope to announce more 
sponsorship before the season starts."

“I would really like to be the World of Outlaws 
Rookie of the Year in 2004," Crocker said Monday. 
“This is really a dream come true. I never thought 
this would happen back when I was watching the 
World of Outlaws race at Lebanon Valley Speedway 
and Syracuse (New York State Fair Speedway).

“I started driving quarter-midgets and mini­
sprints before driving sprint cars. It’s something I 
really enjoy. One of my goals has been to race with 
the World of Outlaws. I have been racing sprints for 
Mike for two years. The week before last year’s 
Nationals was the first time we put a 410- engine in 
the car.”
