Winston Cup racing as it is 
known today.

That popularity has 
filtered down to other types 
of pavement racing such as 
ARCA, ASA, the various 
divisions of NASCAR, and 
numerous other short track 
pavement organizations. 
There are dozens of them!

Then, there is the 
situation of national televi-

How did it hap­
pen? How did dirt track 
racing seem to be a 
lap down to other forms 
of motorsports as we 
entered the last 
decade of the 20the 
century?

After all, stock car 
racing's roots go back 
to dusty dirt tracks 
where drivers per­
formed in front of dirt- 
coated crowds. 
Everybody knows that 
were the sport of stock 
car racing really got 
started.

Doing it in the dirt 
was super-exciting rac­
ing to be sure, but it 
would not continue to 
enjoy national exposure 
in the decades 
following the sport's 
birth. Why? It just might 
come down to poor 
promotion of dirt racing.

But the same couldn't 
be said for pavement rac­
ing. Mostly because of the 
genius of Bill France, Sr., that 
form of racing was suddenly 
thrust into the forefront as 
Big Bill brought law and 
order to the sport, brought 
forth the importance of 
national sponsorship, 
established its national stars 
and set the scene for

sion coverage. The 
pavement boys seem 
to get it all. All the dirt 
boys have gotten 
over the years has 
been some local TV 
race coverage and 
an occasional 20-sec- 
ond spot on the 
national racing shows. 
But that trend is 
changing with things 
looking a lot better for 
the dirt stock car 
boys.

OK, go ahead 
and name two or 
three dirt late model 
organizations?

■ Obviously, it's not
I easy except for the 

astute dirt stock car 
fan. But things are 
changing here too, as 
more dirt organiza­
tions are getting 
things together.

It must be noted 
that a strong attempt was 
made to produce a leading 
dirt late model division did 
take place in the early 
1980's when the late Robert 
Smalley formed the short­
lived National Dirt Racing 
Association (NDRA) which 
brought together all the tops 
guns of the sport at the time, 
drivers like Freddy Smith, 
Larry Moore, Charlie Swartz,

Buck Simmons, and others.
Unfortunately, the 

futuristic concept ended 
quickly, and dirt racing 
found itself back in its non­
descript situation again. 
There were some other 
attempts, including efforts 
by both the two top sprint 
car organizations, the World 
of Outlaws and the All Star 
Circuit of Champions to for­
mulate dirt stock car organi­
zations. The former was 
around for only a year, while 
the All Stars operated from 
the late 1970's until the early 
1990's. The, in the late 
1980's, enter the Georgia­
based Hav-A-Tampa series, 
born at the start of the 
decade, the brainstorm of 
Jimmy Mosteller.

Initially, it wasn't far 
from a reincarnation of the 
NDRA, but Mosteller had 
one big plus going for him. 
It was national sponsorship - 
an advantage the series still 
enjoys.

The Hav-A-Tampa 
series is obviously backed by 
the cigar company of the 
same name, a product 
which Mosteller greatly 
recommends with his cigar­
chomping habit.

When the Hav-A-Tampa 
company looked at motor­
sports to push its sales, it first 
looked at sponsoring a sin­
gle race team. But W. T. 
Morgan, III, Hav-A-Tampa's 
Executive Vice President 
thought differently, "We felt 
that sponsoring a complete 
series would give us more 
bang for the buck."

After consulting with 
Mike Swims, the two

agreed that in order to sell 
the cigar company on rac­
ing it basically had to be an 
advertising campaign that 
included racing.

Mike Swims created a 
program that targeted 
many of Hav-A-Tampa's 
prime markets in the 
Southeast where distribution 
was abundant. Races would 
be scheduled in these mar­
kets and the program would 
mandate that promoter 
mention Hav-A-Tampa in all 
electronic and print 
advertising for the event. It 
also required sampling rights 
at every venue along with 
signage, banners, etc.

Al! the participants 
would display Hav-A-Tampa 
decals on their race cars 
and wear Hav-A-Tampa hats 
in the victory circle.

But t the series of 
events had to tell a story. 
There had to be a plot that 
led up to a climax - the 
"Hav-A-Tampa ShootOut" 
This race had to be unique - 
like no others - just anyone 
couldn't come. You had to 
earn the right to be there. 
So ail the other races were 
made to be qualifiers for the 
ShootOut in which the top 
five drivers plus one 
promoters choice from each 
race received an invitation 
to compete in what was 
soon going to be "dirt 
racing's Crown Jewel" 
event.

Mickey Swims, owner 
and promoter of Dixie 
Speedway would agree to 
host the event and give the 
program added credibility.

After reviewing the

proposal W. T. Morgan III and 
Tom Arthur agreed to give it 
a try.

The first year, 12 races 
were scheduled with $180,00 
in total prize money. There 
was no points fund and no 
consistent set of rules as 
each even adopted the 
track's local rules.

Mosteller attended 
each event and did the 
announcing and p.r., acting 
as Hav-A-Tampa's "spark 
plug" in order to guarantee 
exposure and excitement. In 
the beginning, the only thing 
the fans could count on for 
sure was that Jimmy would 
be there - and that was 
usually a show in itself.

As the shows grew in 
attendance and car count, 
more promoters were 
wanting "one of those 
Hav-A-Tampa races." 
Promoters competed for 
schedule slots, with most 
promising to pay more 
money to get their desired 
date. As the money and 
the number or races grew, 
so did the list of competitors.

As more and more 
drivers started to follow the 
Hav-A-Tampa series, it was 
decided that a sanctioning 
body was need to provide 
rules and consistency.

B.J. Parker's Southern 
All Stars agreed to take on 
the task in 1993. After one 
season, the Alabama based 
organization did not feel it 
could commit to a future of 
obviously increasing travel 
and increase of staff.

In 1994, the 
Hav-A-Tampa series still 
needed a sanctioning body.



With Parker no longer in the 
picture, Mike Swims stepped 
up to the plate to help 
organize the effort. In '94 
there was no official 
sanctioning body - just the 
Hav-A-Tampa Racing Series. 
In 1995 Mosteller came up 
with the name U.D.T.R.A 
(United Dirt Track Racing 
Association) and Mike Swims 
agreed to be UDTRA'S 
president. The UDTRA was 
incorporated as the official 
sanctioning body for the 
Hav-A-Tampa Dirt Racing 
Series in 1995.

With travel schedules 
growing and Mosteller 
reaching retirement age, a 
full staff had to be 
assembled to take the show 
on the road. Mosteller still 
makes races whenever 
possible.

The series was about 
to experience the biggest 
growth yet between 1996 
and 1999 with television, 
larger purses and major 
event sanctions. National 
television coverage came 
from the Speedvision 
Network. And purses grew to 
over $3,000,000 with events 
like Cedar Lake Speedway's 
The Masters and The USA 
Nationals and Dixie 
Speedway's ever growing 
Hav-A-Tampa ShootOut.

Since 1990 the 
Hav-A-Tampa/Phillies Cigar 
Company in conjunction 
with the UDTRA has become 
a major fixture in dirt late 
model racing. The UDTRA 
name has been in the back­
ground, as every dirt stock 
car fan now calls the classy 
group the Hav-A-Tampa Dirt

Racing Series.
The UDTRA and the 

cigar company appear to 
have an ongoing love affair 
with the association 
between the racing series 
and the sponsor being 
renewed on three separate 
occasions. The current 
paper work reaches to the 
2000 season. And with Mike 
Swims referring to the 2000 
ShootOut as the 
Hav-A-Tampa ShootOut, we 
have to assume that love 
affair continues.

What has made the 
Hav-A-Tampa Series work 
when others have failed?

Much of the success 
falls directly in the lap of 
Jimmy Mosteller and his way 
of thinking, "My goals were 
simple from the beginning, I 
wanted to build a top dirt 
stock car racing series and I 
think everyone will agree 
that the Hav-A-Tampa series 
consistently offers the best 
racing there is today. I also 
realized that there was an 
image that we had to 
overcome about dirt racing 
in general, like dusty tracks 
and poor racing equip­
ment." UDTRA is constantly 
encouraging tracks, 
promoters and car owners 
to always put their best face 
forward.

Through Hav-A-Tampa 
and the UDTRA's growing 
years there has been one 
big constant with both - 
GROWTH and lots of it.

During this season, 
there have been initial 
incursions into new tracks, 
including Thunder Valley 
Speedways in Louisiana and

North Carolina, Route 66 
Speedway in Joilet and The 
Monster Mile at Duquoin, 
Illinois. The purses of well 
over $3,000,000 is also 
another ample indicator of 
the growth, along with the 
continued growth in the 
number of races.

The ambitious group 
plans new venues for the 
next millennium with races 
planned at sprint car shrine 
Knoxville, Iowa Speedway 
along with a possible West 
Coast swing.

There also looms the 
possibility that the 
Hav-A-Tampa Dirt Racing 
Series could be a part of 
Brutin Smith's experiment of 
running on the temporary 
dirt tracks that have been 
constructed for the World of 
Outlaws on the parking lots 
of Winston Cup tracks.

Many elements 
contribute to the success 
and professionalism of the 
Hav-A-Tampa Dirt Racing 
Series: the show itself, being 
the quality of the drivers and 
cars present, the high level 
staff of professionals from 
announcer to flag man, and 
the consistent support of the 
fans. But few could argue 
the one basic premise that 
got the Hav-A-Tampa 
Dirt Racing Series off to a 
winning start was the 
philosophy of one "little, 
biddy buddy" of large 
stature, Jimmy Mosteller, 
"We're just so glad you 
came to see us!"

There were - they still 
are - and fully intend to 
always be.

Dan felt well enough 
to make an appearance at 
the World 100 a month ago.
