WINCHESTER SPEEDWAY

This famous track was the first of half-mile distance
built expressly for auto racing. In its forty-five years of
existance race fans from the nation over have witnessed
miles of the grcatest speed competition events over its
famous thirty-four degree banks. Built originally by the
grand old man of racing Frank Funk, the Winchester
Speedway is now owned by veteran race car owner and
speed enthusiast Pete Wales of Dayton, Ohio.

The one lap record in these forty-five years has been
whittled down from a tremendously fast 38 seconds to a
jet age time of 16.98 seconds—fifty miles an hour to
106.007 M.P.H.

The track originally was a dirt surface and flat and the
banks were raised gradually and in the early 30's the track
was paved. The banks are now 25 feet high.

At the end of each year we usually claim
that the past season was the greatest in the
history of USAC. We are making this claim
again for the 1968 season and we feel justified
in doing so. This year our total prize money,
paid in all four divisions, amounted to an all
time high of $2,460,367.00. The average
purse for the increasingly popular, "Cham-
pionship Trail," averaged more than
$70,000.00 per race -- in fact the average
purse for the 131 events run in all four divi-
sions, Championship, Stock, Sprint and
Midget came to $18,781.43 -- more than
double the average purse per event estab-
lished in 1962,

Although 1968 was tremendously success-
ful from the standpoint of the record purses
paid and very fine competition, it was a year
of great frustration. During the past year our
club was involved in the most costly and
lengthy law suit in the history of American
auto racing. Although we emerged from the
law suit victorious there remained a certain
stigma and divided public opinion which has
lingered and in fact, inflated into other areas
of general criticism and harassment. But just
as we won the law suit, so though we will
overcome the unwarranted criticism and pros-
per from the constructive criticism.

It has been said USAC is at the 'Cross-
roads.' Maybe this is true but there is no
doubt it will take the right road to bigger and
better things, especially with the help of you,
the membership. USAC is not infallible and
not without certain shortcomings but we are
confident that many of these past problems
have been or will be rectified in the future.

We are proud of our record breaking per-
formance in 1968 but by no means have we
reached the peak: In keeping with the ever

NATIONAL SPEEDWAYS OF FLORIDA, INC.

As we scan the records trying to wrap up a capsule account of the
year's activities on the National Speedways circuit, we can easily
realize that 1967 conditions jumped up and down the graph more
often than any season in the 52 years that the venerable Interational
Motor Contest Association has been in existence, Accidents were at
a minimum and no fatalities reported.

First off 1967 will go down as the rainiest year in the history of
all sports. Most states received more inches of rain in a month than
they ordinarily receive in a year. Getting off to a wet start at the
Florida State Fair, where time trials were postponed twice and a rain
date set for the Sunday after the fair's closing, business was gener-
ally good. Advanced admission prices, a more streamlined office
operation and an experienced staff of track officials, who knew how
to cope with rapidly changing weather conditions, were responsible
as NSI wound up in the black in spite of seven rain-outs. °

Sixty dates were run off from February until October, with the
closer at the bustling Tulsa State Fair a dusey. Jerry Richert made
a gallant stretch run winning the feature in the sprints, but was
unable to overtake the point spread of the new IMCA champion Karl
Busson of Toledo, Ohio. The farming-race driver, Lennie Funk, Otis,
Kansas ace sta one of the greatest exhibitions of stock car
wheeling, when he won the 100-lap late model stock car feature on
the closing Sunday. Fair executives and race fans heaped deserved
praise on the vice president of NSI, Gene Van Winkle, who ran off
the two programs in record time, with the competition the closest
ever seen on a track that has offered every kind of speedway attrac-
tion known to fans.

Over 1,000 cars and drivers registered for competition in the threc
major divisions of the International Motor Contest Association, a
healthy increase over former years. The Regional division of modi-
fieds and late models advanced in numbers and indications point to
another increase in all categories for 1968,

New speed stars appearcd on the horizon and the future looks
brightest for Lee Kunzman, named sprint car “Rookie of the Year."”
Joe Saldana of Lincoln is sure to make his mark. Jerry Blundy, Jay
Woodside, Jim Moughan and Charley Masters all proved by winning

in 1967. that they will be knocking on the throne door before the
scason is over. Jerry Richert is expected to be in the thick of com-
petition, trying for his fourth title,

One of the saddest moments in my life came recently when I had
to write a finish to one of the most colorful careers in the history of
auto racing. It was a letter telling me that Hector “Pappy” Honore,
the renowned owner-builder of the famed ‘‘Black Deuce” sprint car,
had decided that he was getting too old to take the rigors of the long
highway hauls. Old No. 2 was to be sold and the shingle that he
used to put up at the Pana, Ill., garage which read “closed—gone
racing” would be taken down.and stored with the numerous memen-
toes that he has collected during his 32 yecars as a driver, mechanic
and owner.

Reams of publicity have been written about the greats of auto
racing, but I am sure that none—even those with millions of dollars
at their command—have established a record for consistency that
this little French-American has built up during his lifetime. 434
feature victories, 704 heat races and 216 new track records have been
established during a 32 year span. But, the record to beat all records
is t};fis—zss motor or mechanical failures a year, during the same
period.

Hector has schooled over 20 good drivers, including Harold Shaw,
Cliff Griffith, Spider Webb, Don Branson, Bobby Grim, Pete Folse,
Gordon Woolley, Jerry “Scratch” Daniels, Jim Moughan and others.

His car was responsible for 10 sprint car championships. Three with
Harold Shaw in the old CSRA days, four for Bobby Grim in IMCA

and three more for Pete Folse in IMCA. His most recent protege
was Don Daniels, brother of Scratch Daniels, who won last year's
Winter National Sprints.

Honore will expand his garage operations at home and will be in
charge of a fleet of trucks, Olga “Ma"” Honore, claims they have
logged 1,100,000 miles, using up ten cars and trucks as they cam-
?‘llgnded the IMCA circuit in practically every state in the Union and
