“I can’t believe it, I just can’t believe it,” was all Richie Evans could say.

Just minutes before he had taken the checkered flag in die Race of 
Champions at Trenton International Speedway. His spoils were glorious; 
he was a winner not once, but twice.

The victory—he covered the 200 laps or 300 miles in two hours, 44 
minutes and 50.90 seconds, averaging 109.092 mph—earned the Rome, N. Y. 
veteran $11,250.

Actually, Evans should have believed it. He almost predicted it. In 
midsummer, while the point battle for the NASCAR modified championship 
raged between him and his neighbor Jerry Cook, the floppy haired Evans 
figured, "There’s an awful lot at stake at Trenton. That will make the 
difference.”

“My crew told me on the radio he couldn’t possibly make it,” Evans 
told the press later. "There is no way you can 
stop.”

Still the two traded the lead back and forth, Evans slipping by in the 
front stretch only to have Bodine retake the lead approaching the dogleg 
over and over again.

"You can never tell in a situation like that who is sandbagging," said 
Evans. "It was to my advantage to let Bodine lead the race, but I also 
wanted to let him know I could go by when I wanted to.”

The weekend begins inauspiciously. The silence which envelops a 
speedway asleep prior to race activities is only slightly stirred with the 
arrival of drivers and mechanics towing their modified and sportsman 
stock car rigs.

Like spirits in the night they invade the confines of the 1^4-mile 
Trenton International Speedway on Thursday. They came from near and 
far, nortn and south -— for their version of “Indianapolis”.

The Race of Champions returns to Trenton Speedway. Along with it 
comes the know-how and expertise of Al Gerber, who for 22 years co­
promoted the event at Langhorne International Speedway which now is 
a modern-day shopping center. He is joined by his son, Joe Gerber, in 
the promotion.

The move is monumental. The nostalgia surrounding the three day family affair continues to grow 
and the physical move is a mere 15 miles (20 minute trip) across the Delaware. (It took George Wash­
ington even longer to make his historic crossing).

Langhorne’s one-mile oval has been replaced by the l^-mile super speedway, unique with its dog­
leg right-hand turn and 15 degree banks. The 200-mile distance has been increased to 300 miles and the 
purse has vaulted from $40,000 to $54,000. It was instant success in 1972.

The silence is completely shattered on Friday. The mighty engines, many housed by antique, hand­
crafted shells of cars which graced the highways in the 1930’s, get their first taste of speed in practice.

The activity builds to fever pitch as the fans in trailers, campers, station wagons and cars come from 
near and far to see their heroes face the challenge of man against machine — with the flavor of speed as 
topping on the cake.

In the past, Langhorne extended 20 invitations to qualifying tracks throughout the northeast to send 
their winning drivers to the Race of Champions. Even that facet has grown to 30 — and, all 30 qualifying 
tracks representatives are preferred starters for the Race of Champions according to the speeds they turn 
in time trials.

In recent years, only southerner Ray Hendrick has been able to defeat the strong Yankee contingent 
at the “Home.” The pattern may change at Trenton Speedway. Six southern representatives have been 
listed among the 30 qualifying tracks and dozens of other Rebels with a cause are expected to meet the 
northern challenge. It sounds almost like the foundation of a “Civil War”.

Speed, of course, is relative to track conditions. Clockings close to 120 miles an 
at the ’Horne. At Trenton in the 1972 Race of Champions, Maynard Troyer needed a 
win the pole.

A long, 2,200 foot straightaway provides the speed chute

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Race drivers all start out as the kid-next-door. They come in all shapes and sizes, and from all types 
environments . . . rich, poor, or middle-class. It really makes no difference where they come from, only 
where they decide to go.

It’s hard to tell at what age, or “why” they decide they want to go racing. There are- now so many 
second generation drivers that you can readily see WHY “some” made the decision. They grew up while 
Dad (or maybe another member of the family) was pushing jalopies on the dirt-track circuits.

But, what about the others? The ones who never were exposed to the world of auto racing until 
they grew up? What ignited the spark? What fanned the fire? It HAD to be a burning desire that would 
NOT be denied because, unless you were brought up with it, it’s not an easy accomplishment to get the 
“big-break”.

But “however”, or “whenever” it happened, it wasn’t easy, I can assure you. And you can bet 
DURING THEIR VERY FIRST FEW YEARS) they “were” GOOD GUYS! You had to be! You had 
to be LIKEABLE and PERSUASIVE. You had to be CONSIDERATE and PATIENT. You had to be 
HUMBLE, and you had to be TOLERANT. If you didn’t possess all of these “sterling” characteristics, 
you had to do a very good job of “faking” it.

Because ... if you weren’t likeable and persuasive, you could never get to first base in trying to 
promote your ability to someone who could give you a ride. If you weren’t considerate enough of all 
factors involved, no one would trust you with their equipment. And, without patience, you would give up 
long before you got a chance to don a helmet. To be humble enough to know (when you are learning) 
that you are NOT the one-in-a-million “natural” who knows it all, may be the ticket that saves your life. 
Or, someone else’s! And tolerance is perhaps the BIGGEST AND MOST NECESSARY ingredient!

Tolerance of the guy who might “accidently” put you out of a race. Tolerance of a possible error in 
someone elses judgment. Tolerance of a pit crew, who may not be able to find an answer to a problem. 
And . . . perhaps MOST OF ALL . . . tolerance of the “fans” and “press’”. That’s the easiest yardstick 
by which to measure the “faker”.

MOST DRIVERS “are” good guys! They started out that way and (successful or not), they have­
n’t changed. They still possess the characteristics that gave them their chance. Some have become BIG 
NAMES in racing. Some have remained relatively obscure, just plugging along winning a few, losing a 
few. But, doing what they like to do . . . whatever it was that made them want to do it.

But . . . THERE ARE A “FEW”, unfortunately . . . that success has changed. Of course, I needn’t 
tell you “who” or “how”. You’ll see for yourself when you walk into the pits today, after the race. Talk 
to the “GOOD GUYS”! They appreciate RACE FANS!

RULES, REGULATIONS ANO SPECIFICATIONS AND CONDITIONS FOR 
THE 300 MILE RACE OF CHAMPIONS

THE FOLLOWING SPECIFICATIONS WERE DEVISED FOR YOUR SAFETY. THE MAJORITY OF CARS AND DRIVERS ENTERED IN THIS EVENT WILL BE 
SUBJECTED TO THE HIGHEST COMPETITION SPEEDS IN WHICH THEY WILL EVER HAVE ENGAGED ON A RACE TRACK. ACCORDINGLY CARS WILL 
UNDERGO A STRICT SAFETY INSPECTION AT THE SPEEDWAY PRIOR TO PRACTICE.

DRIVER QUALIFICATION AND ELIGIBILITY—All veteran drivers and those who, in the opinion of the stewards and officials, shall have had a 
sufficient background of professional stock car racing experience, and who shall have competed in at least six open competition, independ­
ently and/or NASCAR sanctioned race programs, or in six programs at qualifying speedways during the current race season, shall be elig­
ible to complete in the official time trials.
PREFERRED STARTERS—Every driver who shall have won a qualifying race shall be designated as a Preferred Starter in the 300 mile Race 
of Champions. All Preferred Starters are required to file entries and take official time trials. All Preferred Starters will be required to 
qualify at a speed of 122 MPH or greater. The Preferred Starter will be the winner of the qualifying race at his local track or if the win­
ner has won more than one qualifying race, the 2nd position will then be considered the Preferred Starter. In the event the Preferred is 
unable to enter, the track point champion or a suitable representative will be nominated by the promoter of that track. A reasonable pe­
riod of time will be given driver and owner to file his entry blank. The time period will vary in accordance with date of the qualifying race. 
Under no condition, will Preferred Starters' positions be filled later than October 1st and no Preferred positions will be given the week­
end of the race.
STARTING FIELD—300 MILE RACE OF CHAMPIONS—All Preferred Starters who have attained at least 122 MPH in Time Trials and the fast­
est qualifiers from the time trials plus the winners of the two Special Races.

STARTING FIELD—TWO 30 MILE RACES—The fastest sixty non-qualifiers shall be divided into two groups, in the order of their qualifying 
times, in odd and even numbers. First, third, fifth, etc. to 59th shall constitute the starting field for the first special race. Second, fourth, 
sixth, etc. to 60th shall constitute the starting field for the second special race, the race or relinquish their position to the alternates. All 
relief drivers must be approved by Dirk Van Ort or Bob O'Rourke. Failure to notify will be reason for disqualification.

BAD WEATHER PROCEDURES—In the event that weather conditions shall require the cancellation of time trials, then starting positions shall 
be determined by a drawing to be held as follows:

1. The Preferred Starters will draw for positions number one to fifty-five.
2. All other entrants will draw for the remaining starting positions.

In the event weather conditions shall interrupt time trials to the extent that the starting fields for any of the race events cannot be com­
pleted, then the Race Officials shall, at their discretion, determine the best and fairest method of completing the starting fields, e.t. by 
combination of times officially recorded and one or more drawings.

REFUNDS OF FEES—Entries withdrawn voluntarily by owners and drivers prior to September 20th will receive a refund of both entry and 
inspection fees.

MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS
1. Drivers must wear Snell Foundation approved type helmet, Z-90-1 code or equivalent which must be in good condition. They must also 
wear fire-retardent coveralls. Both of these items will be in the race car when it is inspected.
2. Qualifying trials, the two special 30 mile races and the 300 mile Race of Champions will be conducted in accordance with the ground 
rules in force at the Trenton Speedway.
3. Standard flag signals will be used.
4. After the race is underway, cars may be started by hand pushing in the pit area only. Under no circumstances is any car to be pushed 
or towed to the race track from the pit area.
5. All cars must be numbered in numerals not less than eighteen (18) inches high on both sides and 36" on the roof and rear deck. 
In the event of duplicate numbers, the faster car according to time trials will be awarded his original number. Final determination of 
numbers shall be made by the stewards.

1. ELIGIBLE MODELS
Any make or model of American closed passenger car with factory made steel roof of the year 1935 to 1969, the stock wheel base of 
which is not less than 107 inches, and later models, the stock wheel base of which is not less than 107 inches or more than 116 in­
ches, are eligbile to complete in the race at the Trenton Speedway. The Race of Champions has approved the use of late models up to and 
incuding the 1973 models in this race as follows: Pinto, Maverick, Gremlin, Cricket, Demon and Vega. Approval of the late model bodies 
is done in the interest of up grading coupe bodies now in use. When installing late model bodies on approved frames, the body may only 
be altered for proper installation on frame. Body must remain standard as to size and shape and must conform to manufacturer's original con­
figuration as to height, length NS and width. Subject to the limitations set forth.

2. BODIES
(a) In models where fenders are molded part of the body, they may not be removed or abbreviated except to the extent necessary for tire 
clearance. Substantially installed run-rails, nerfing bars and crash rails are required on all cars to prevent contact and locking of spinning 
sheels in competition.
(b) All doors must be bolted (half-inch bolts) or welded, or secured with not less than 3/8" diameter cable and "U" bolts. Where bolts are 
used, they must be cut down and wing nuts are required. Where doors are welded, they must be cut down 6 inches and the metal rolled 
as to leave no sharp edges. Remaining door section must be reinforced from within.
(c) The top part of the engine hood is compulsory, must extend over the radiator and must be safely fastened. Side panels of hood may be 
bored with holes not exceeding 1/2" in diameter for cooling.
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(d) Floorboards must be complete in driver compartment between front and rear firewalls.
(e) Body width must conform to stock measurement for the year, make and model of the body. There must be a minimum of 40 inches of 
overall height from floor to center of roof, except in those cases where the original stock measurement is less.
(f) An approved spoiler must be a solid non-adjustable part of the body which controls the flow of air over one surface only. In the in­
terest of safety and handling characteristics, a non-adjustable spoiler, not exceeding 7 inches in height, may be attached to rear deck lid. 
An approved spoiler may be mounted to the front underside of cars. The optional non-adjustable front spoiler must be installed a minimum 
of 3" behind the lower trailing edge of the front bumper and the lead ng edge of the spoiler cannot extend forward beyond the lower trail­
ing edge of the bumper and cannot extend over 2" below the lowest point of frontal area. Spoiler cannot extend beyond center line of 
front frame rails. Spoilers must have a minimum ground clearance of 2". All support brackets must be mounted to rear of spoiler—only ap­
proved spoilers permitted not to exceed 9''.
(g) NOSE CONES—lengthening of hood and hood sides will be permissable.

3. BRAKES
Only hydraulic four wheel brakes in good working condition will be allowed.

4. CRASH BARS OR BUMPERS
As a safety factor, all cars should have at least a 3” minimum bumper, with center of bumper in line with center of axles. All nerf bars must 
extend to outside edge of front and rear wheels, and should not be any higher or lower than center of axles. All edges should be rounded.

5. STARTER AND BATTERY
(a) All cars must be equipped with self starter in working order and must be able to leave pits and starting line under their own power.
(b) Any type ignition permitted. Batteries must be located under floor or engine hood and may not be located in driver or fuel compart­
ment unless properly covered and secured.

6. EXHAUST
Exhaust systems shall be designed and constructed so as to direct the exhaust flow out and away from the driver. The Outlet for the exhaust 
system shall be outside the vehicle and extended to the rear of the front fire wall. In each case, the outlet must deflect the exhaust 
fumes outward away from the driver's compartment as per New Jersey law.

7. ENGINE LIMITATION
(a) Multiple carburetion or injection allowed on flatheads and six cylinder engines. Only one carburetor of factory type production will be 
permitted on overhead valve V8 engines. No fuel injectors, superchargers, or home made carburetors will be permitted.
(b) Engines may be moved to any position in frame provided an adequate firewall separates engine from driver and the safety factor has not been 
lowered.

8. FUEL AND FUEL TANKS
(a) Commercial grades of gasoline will be the only fuels permitted.
(b) All cars must be equipped with fuel tanks of not more than 22 gallons capacity, containing fuel cells and ball check. All cars must be so 
equipped in order to pass inspection and to engage in practice, qualifying and racing. Rear of the tank must be well protected by an ade­
quate bumper installation.
Fuel tanks may not be pressurized and there must be a quick shut off valve located at floor level in driver compartment.
(c) A steel fire wall of not less than 20 gauge thickness must be securely fastened on top, bottom and sides and must separate driver from 
fuel compartment.
(d) Fuel lines from cell to carburetor may be relocated to prevent vapor lock, but must remain under floor of car unless otherwise approved. 
Line may be replaced with neoprene hose not to exceed !/2 inch I.D. Only one fuel line permitted from fuel cell to fuel pump. Extra fuel 
lines or cells, concealed or otherwise, are prohibited.
(e) Positively no electric fuel pump or glass bowls allowed. Braided neoprene hoses are permissable Rubber hose connection will be per­
mitted from fuel tanks for filler spouts. Filler spout must not extend outside of body shell.

9. GLASS
(a) Headlights must be removed and holes suitably covered.
(b) A safety glass windshield is compulsory on driver's side. Other glass must be removed.
(c) Rear window openings may be enlarged enough to permit entry of tires.
10. RADIATOR AND COOLING SYSTEM
Any type may be used except that no auxiliary cooling tanks or radiators may be located in drivers compartment. Catch can required.
11. SEATS, BELTSAND HARNESS
Bucket type seats must be used. Back of seat must extend to the top of driver's shoulders with substantially padded headrest above. Seats 
must be welded or bolted to frame of car. Approved quick release safety belts must be used. Belt must be securely fastened to both sides of 
seat and also fastened to roll cage or a chain which is looped around frame. An approved shoulder or diagonal type harness with quick re­
lease is mandatory and must be securely fastened to roll cage or to the frame of car. Third seat belt, coming from between legs to the quick 
release catch, will be installed. ALL CARS MUST HAVE APPROVED NYLON MESH ON DRIVERS SIDE WITH QUICK RELEASE.
12. STEERING
All steering parts must pass safety inspection.
13. CHASSIS, WHEEL BASE A GROUND CLEARANCE
(a) Chassis may be strengthened but not altered or cut, except as provided. Wheel base and tread must conform to stock measurement, to
be governed by the year, make and model of the body. The race stewards are empowered to permit a uniform degree of tolerance in
checking these measurements.
(b) Channeling and sectioning are not permitted. Chopping permitted only to the extent necessary to accommodate modern racing drive lines.
(c) There must be a minimum of two and one-half (2/2) inches of ground clearance. This limitation shall extend to ail parts, including oil
pans, pitman arms, front spoilers and so forth.
14. DRIVE SHAFT
It is mandatory that two U-shaped brackets, no less than 2 inches wide and !4 inch thick, must be placed around the drive shaft and fast­
ened to the floor or cross member of car to prevent drive shaft from becoming dislodged and dropping to race track.
15. WHEELS
Dual wheels are not permitted. Safety hubs on all wheels are compulsory.

16. ROLL BARS
One and one-half (1/2) inch outside diameter (.90 thick) seamless steel tubing or equivalent square tubing. Front and rear roll bars, con­
nected by cross and three side bars and securely fastened to the frame are mandatory. Rear roll bars must be padded with foam rubber 
not less than one inch thick taped from bottom of the window opening on the left side to center of the top near roll bar.
17. TIRES
Any approved wheel or tire allowed, except that rim width shall not exceed a maximum of 15 inches and tires shall not exceed maximum 
sidewall measurement of 17.60 inches plus .15 tolerance at 60 pounds pressure mounted on 15 inch rim.
18. OIL SYSTEM
All components carrying and housing lubricants must be tight as to avoid dripping or spilling of oil.
19. MINIMUM WEIGHT
Car must weigh not less than 2,650 pounds wet.
20. CLUTCH AND FLYWHEEL
(a) No dog clutch or similar design allowed.
(b) A steel scattershield, not less than 3/8 inch thick, must be installed over flywheel and clutch area. Special production all-steel and clutch 
housings are permitted in lieu of spearate scattershields. "Clutch-Flywheel Flexible Housing Safety Shield" is approved for use.
EXCEPTIONS
The race stewards are empowered to permit minor deviations from any of the specifications herein set forth, where in their opinion the 
safety factor is not lowered. Any driver, who in the opinion of the stewards is detrimental to himself or anyone in the race, will be black- 
flagged for consultation.

1. Smoking is prohibited in the Pit Area. Alcoholic beverages are prohibited within the race track enclosure and/or pit area. Violations
will result in arrest by the State Police of New Jersey and will automatically disqualify both car and driver.
2. Race track officials may permit deviations from the specifications at their sole discretion in the interest of safety, providing deviations

meet the State of New Jersey racing specifications.
3. All cars must be equipped with a hand fire extinguisher within easy reach of driver.
4 All cars must be clean with a professional looking paint job. Drivers must wear clean firesuits whenever on frack.
5. No vehicle shall carry more than one person at any time during warm-ups, practice, qualifying and the race.
6. No one under the age of 18 will be permitted in the race track enclosure or pit area. Proof of age must be furnished on request. 

This is a New Jersey Motor Vehicle Law.
7. At no time shall any car be left unattended.
8. No refueling permitted without firemen standing by with fire extinguishers. Fireman and extinguishers will be on the premises for all 

racing events. Rear window must be covered when car is being refueled.
9. Cars may be started by hand pushing in the pit area. Under no circumstances is any car to be pushed or towed to the race track from 

the pit area once the race is underway.
10. Any entrant violating rules may be disqualified from the race at the sole discretion of the track officials.
11. No driver shall compete with his head or arm extended outside of the door of the race car.
12. Elevated gasoline drums, or refueling towers, will not be allowed. Only approved ventilated gasoline cans will be permitted.
13. Any driver, car owner or mechanic, physically assaulting any of the officials connected with the race or using abusive language be­
fore or after time trials or the race, will automatically be disqualified and removed from Trenton Speedway by the security police and will 
forfeit any and all prize money that might be due him.
14. Any car passing the pace car under caution and does not immediately drop back to his original position, will be penalized one lap.
15. Under no condition will a race car be allowed to start the engine on Sunday before 12:01 P.M.
16. All payoffs will be made by check within 30 minutes after official results are posted. Check will not include lap or accessory money,
which will be sent separately to winners the following week. Area police have advised us, as a security precaution, not to keep cash on
hand. Therefore, we will be unable to cash any checks.

THE WHITE FLAG . . . This one means 
simply “one more lap” . . . we’ve been a 
little too busy to count them, and this lets 
us know that we are starting on that last 
long lap. We’re always glad to see this one, 
but the one we really wait for is:

THe CHECKERED FLAG . . . This is the 
big one, the one we’ve been waiting for . . . 
it means it’s all over but the shouting. We 
all want to get under this one first, but of 
course we can’t all do it. -We keep trying, 
though, and I guess that’s why you keep 
coming back. Thanks for the ride? Don’t 
mention it . . . come again. And remember, 
when you drive your own car, although 
there are no flag signals, keep your eye 
on those traffic signs and obey them . . . 
they’re the “flag signals of the highway.”

THE BLACK FLAG . . . This is the “con­
sultation flag,” telling me to pull into the 
pits on the next lap ... it is often called 
the disqualification flag, but it doesn’t nec­
essarily mean that I have done something 
wrong ... a part may be hanging loose 
from my car, about to fall on the track in 
front of the other machines in the race. 
Can’t ignore this signal ... if I get it more 
than twice, I’ll be disqualified!

THE BLUE FLAG WITH DIAGONAL 
STRIFE . . . This is the “passing flag.” 
It indicates that a faster car is about to 
lap me ... he has already passed me, and 
he now has a complete lap on me. This 
flag tells me to “hold my groove” or posi­
tion on the track until I am passed. There 
he goes . . . but I’m not worried ... he 
may not lust long at that pace.

THE YELLOW FLAG . . . This is the “cau 
tion flag.” It tells us to slow down; to hold 
our position until the green flag is thrown 
again. The yellow flag indicates that there 
has been an accident on the track, or that 
the track has been partially blocked by a 
stalled car or a thrown wheel or other ob­
ject. The yellow flag will remain out until 
the officials have determined that no one is 
injured seriously or that the track is not 
completely blocked. If there is a “safety 
••ar," we must remain in line behind it until 
either the red or green flag is displayed.

THE CROSSED FLAGS . . . Half way! 
Crossed flags tell us that the race is half 
over. It makes no difference which ones 
the starter uses. He holds the cloth of the

THE GREEN FLAG . . . Here we go again. 
This is the starting gun. the opening whis­
tle .. . the race is on! The green flag tells 
us that the race is officially started, and 
during the long events, keeps us informed 
that the track is clear ahead . . . hang on! 
Here comes that first turn!

THE RED FLAG ... As always, this is the 
danger flag. Just like the red in a stop sign, 
it means STOP . . . and right now 
may have been a bad spill . . . perhaps 
someone has been hurt, or 
completely blocked . . . when we 
one, we get stopped as quickly as we can. 
The race may be restarted, but let’s find 
out what happened first.

Although the drivers that you will see in competition today may appear to be the most haphazard and 
devil-may-care competitors in the world of sports, their actions while on the track, either in practice or 
competition, arc very strictly covered by the racing flag code, and the penalty for disobeying these flags is 
disqualification. Although the meanings of the vari-colored flags are well known to most racing fans, let’s 
review them as you will see them used today by the starter. Imagine yourself the passenger in one of the 

competing cars as the driver explains the meanings of the various flags:

The place was quiet. They couldn’t believe it.

Up on the screen in the Bushnell Theatre in Hartford Conn. Pete Hamilton 
was racing David Pearson for the lead in the 1970 Daytona 500.

The closed circuit cameras were bringing it back north where just two 
years previous Hamilton was racing on a NASCAR modified circuit that 
included Stafford Springs, Conn., Norwood (Mass.) Arena and Thompson, Conn.

Then, the yelling and cheering followed. Hamilton won in a 
mouth. He put New England in the winner’s circle at Daytona.

The screen turned a pale orange but nobody went home. Little bunches 
of people remained and little bunches of New England racing history bounced 
around. It was New England’s greatest moment, too precious to let it escape 
without full appreciation.

Someone offered that it was Lonsdale Arena in Rhode Island that started 
it all back in 1947 when Bill Tuthill and Ed Otto decided to try “stock cars” 
on a midget track. There were some magic names there that day. The win­

With the United Stock Car Circuit of the mid I950’s emerged names like Dick Dixon, Red Bolduc, 
Don Collins, Gene Bergin, Ed Flemke, Bill Slater, Jocko Maggicomo, Jerry Wheeler and Buddy Krebs; big 
races like the riverside 500 and the Eastern States 100; and tracks like Savin Rock, Plainville Stadium 
and Riverside Park.

It was, however, with the advent of NASCAR in 1959 that New England began making some noise, with 
more magic names joining holdovers like Bergin, Ron Narducci, Flemke, Thompson, Wheeler, Harrison and 
Fats Caruso.

In the mid 1950s Slater dominated United Stock action and he continued to do

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RACING IN WESTERN PENNSYLVANIA

A dozen tracks are 
all forms.

In addition to the established running tracks, enthusiasm for the sport over the last several years has 
encouraged two tracks to re-open and one new facility to be built for the ’73 season. One of the oldest, Hei­
delberg Raceway celebrated its 25th anniversary this season. Most tracks are now running three divisions of 
cars with one track, Lernerville, running four classes for the last three seasons.

The Western Pa. dirt track Late Model takes a back seat to none and is a highly competitive machine 
that has come a long way in a relatively short time. Just three years ago most tracks placed the 10 year limit 
on Late Models which updated the cars. Fans could readily identify their favorites with their own brand of 
automobile. This also created a new division for the older vintage thus encouraging the inexperienced drivers 
or limited income racing crews to continue in a Semi-Late model class, where they could be competitive.

The Late Models fought the battle of the “specs” at first with the key areas being wheel base and engine 
placement. Once these were made uniform, the owners and drivers went to work making their machines the 
most competitive in the tri-state area. One outstanding Late Model chauffeur, Bob Wearing of Evans City 
earned the title of “Mr. Invitational” with his outstanding accomplishments in Invitationals in Kentucky, 
West Virginia, Ohio and Pennsylvania.

Another popular division which evolved in Western Pa. from the home-made super-modified bodies and 
frames is the Sprint car class. After building the winning car for A. J. Foyt at Indianapolis, Floyd Trevis of 
Youngstown, Ohio turned out two cars in 1961 which were to be his first of 85 sprint cars built thus far. One 
of these two cars was sold to Lou Blaney of Hartford, Ohio who immediately invaded the Western Pennsyl­
vania ovals and sparked the sprint revolution. The division has been upgraded over the years thanks to many 
inventive minds and the influx of the “full-time” professional racers in the Williams Grove area.

The conversion from a mile dirt to an asphalt operation at Heidelberg in 1967 put the drivers from 
that area at a disadvantage for almost two years. However, today the dirt track veterans have overcome the 
difference and are like “pros” on the surface and a new breed of stars has come along with the young drivers 
who have taken to the pavement like ducks take to water.

Mini-Stocks were tried in one area hut dropped after little success, while Figure 8 racing was 
one track but hasn’t spread to others yet.

The Coupe division today is hardly the Sportsman class of 15 years ago, with many of the bodies chopped 
and abbreviated; but fans still recognize them as Coupes and after being almost extinct two years ago, they 
started a come-back this season. The fields have increased and the Coupe competition has turned into a real 
crowd-pleaser.

It is really with this Coupe division that the Western Pennsylvania tracks began their 12 year association 
with the Race of Champions, held at that time on the mile dirt track at Langhorne.

Al Gerber, Race Director of today’s Race of Champions promoted the Langhorne operation with the idea 
of qualifying races at various speedways to acquaint the fans with the perfect climax to their racing season 
and to give the drivers an opportunity to run for a “pot of gold” — which incidentally has grown from $4,000 
to $54,000. Fans at the first qualifying race in Western Pa. at Greater Latrobe Speedway witnessed Al Gerber 
himself helping to greet the record crowd with pamphlets, a handshake and a personal invitation to Lang­
horne.

This year Al was joined by his son Joe and together they continue the tradition of greeting fans and talk­
ing with drivers about the past and present Race of Champions.

to Mercerville, you’ll probably appreciate the problems George and his men had to 
ight in 1777. But Washington and his men did have one advantage. They didn’t have to put up

on the night of Jan. 2-3, 1777, and the fight at the Stony Brook Bridge has gone 
as the Revolutionary War’s Battle of Princeton.

So tonight, when you’re leaving the Trenton Speedway after the Race of Champions — a historymaker 
in itself  turn left at the exit and go down to Route 33 (Nottingham Way). Turn onto that highway, and 
imagine the scene in 1777, with nothing but trees and dirt along this route, as you head toward Sandtown — 
now Mercerville.

., The Trenton Speedway has had many great races run on its dirt, asphalt 

mile and the present ll/2-mile paved tracks, and today’s 300-milc Race of 
Champions should go down in the books as one of the best.

But the greatest race ever held in these parts didn’t take place on this 
track. It passed by on the highway over there beyond turns one and two.

There wasn’t a single automobile in the field, and all of the contestants 
were either on foot or horseback. The clothes they wore were not the driving 
uniforms of today. Many were in rags. Some had their worn out shoes wrapped 
in rags. They were not what you’d call a stylish looking bunch.

They were rebellious, too, these “racers,” and practically every one of them 
carried a weapon of some sort.

The race didn’t have any spectators, so the clothing didn’t matter from 
that point of view. In fact, the “promoter” went out of his way to prevent others from knownig the race was 
on the schedule.

The promoter, we’ll call him George (no, NOT Hamid), scheduled the thing to start at midnight. The 
competitors began their preparations after the sun went down.

It was a cold ngiht, and the ground was frozen, but that made the promoter very happy. You see, 
roads weren’t paved and the mud of the daylight hours hardened under the night’s low temperatures.

The starting line was five miles away, right smack in the middle of Trenton at a place where the Lutheran 
Church of the Redeemer now stands.

Promoter George sent some of the entrants out ahead of the main body of competitors. It was probably 
2 or 3 a.m. by the time they reached the land now occupied by Route 33, out beyond the present White-Modell 
shopping center.

The road was called Sandtown Road in those day?. The competitors moved swiftly and silently. The few 
horse-drawn wagons had their wheels wrapped in cloth to reduce the noise.

Probably none aside from the competitors and promoter George was even aware that the race was passing 
by here. Some of the competitors — they came from New York and New England, Pennsylvania and points 
south — didn’t even know where they were.

Some were aware they were going through a place called Sandtown. Only a few of the leaders — we could 
call them crew chiefs I suppose — knew that the finish line was at Princeton, several miles to the north.

When the ragged bunch of racers reached Sandtown (now called Mercerville) they made a 
left and went storming along toward a town called Maidenhead (now Lawrenceville).

When the sun came up on January 3, the first group of competitors, led by a fellow named Mercer, 
into a bunch of other racers. These racers were heading for Trenton, having left Princeton an 
earlier.

It’s a good thing that George’s men had their weapons with them, because these fellows coming from 
Princeton were well armed. They marched across a bridge over Stony Brook.

The two sides started shooting at each other. Crew Chief Mercer was one of the early victims of the gun­
fight. Promoter George heard all the ruckus up front and came riding up rapidly on his white horse.

Riding up and down the line of men, George shouted encouragement as shots went sailing past him.
When the rest of George’s men arrived at the scene, there was a fierce battle for about 15 minutes. Then 

the fellows who had been racing from Princeton toward Trenton decided they’d had enough. Some took to 
their heels back to Princeton. The rest headed for Trenton. The battle had lasted about two hours, and there 
was little doubt that George and his men were the winners.

The race didn’t end there, though. George set his racers off again, this time heading north toward 
little town called Somerset Court House (now Millstone), about 15 miles north of Princeton. George was 
afraid that the guys who were shooting at him in Princeton would bring some of their roughneck friends 
around and start the thing all over again.

But them guys from Princeton and their “promoter,” (we can call him Charlie), were operating out of 
Trenton by now. And Charlie wasn’t about to tangle with George’s boys again. He and his gang backed off. 
They backed off all the way to New Brunswick.

You’ve probably figured out by now that this historic race I’m talking about involved General George 
Washington, his Continental army and militiamen.

The bad guys were General Charles Cornwallis and the British troops.
