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This tells the story for both spectator and competi­
tor alike for the first Watkins Glen “250”. For the 
first time in the illustrious history of the Grand 
Prix course, short track stock cars will be taking to 
the 2.38 mile famous road circuit.

The list of entries in both divisions reads like a 
“Who’s Wh'o of Short Track Racing”. Since its first 
announcement back in June, the event has attracted 
wide interest throughout the Northeast and Mid­
West.

The Grand Prix course to be used by the Late 
Model Sportsman and Modified Sportsman is the 
original course which was changed in 1971. With the 
event taking place for the first time, it was decided 
to eliminate the new portion of the chute loop. As 
with most road courses, it is virtually impossible to 
see the whole circuit at one time. Many of you will be 
experimenting to determine the best vantage 
point for the races. We encourage you to look over 
the grandstand area, especially by the start/finish 
line. These seats give you visual access to all the pit 
activity in addition to some of the most exciting 
portions of the road circuit.

Much of the activity will be brand new to the short 
track race fan. The cars will be running right as 
opposed to the normal short track left. The cars must 
run right due to the positioning of safety barriers. 
This will require modifications on the cars permitting 
them to handle both for right and left turns. An add­
ed problem to the competitor is insuring that the 
engine is properly oiled with left and right turns 
along with a good transmission and clutch.

In order to get a first hand view of the cars, we 
encourage you to go through the Kendall Service 
Garage where you can see first-hand many of the 
Late Model Sportsman and Modified Sportsman. All 
the winners of preferred starter qualifiers through­
out the Country have earned garage spots in the 
Kendall Service Garage.

It is felt that this event will become an annual 
happening each fall rounding out the short track race 
season. But we must have the cooperation of all in 
attendance. We urge you to respect the property and 
right of others. We will not tolerate misconduct. 
We are doing everything within our power to provide 
you with reasonable facilities.We only ask that you 
behave in a manner bef itting short track race fans.

We want you to have a good time. We feel if all 
cooperate, it will be one weekend to remember.

We also welcome suggestions in regard to the 
running of this event. Obviously being the first time, 
there are bound to be shortcomings. But we do look 
upon your suggestions and criticisms in a construc­
tive fashion.

Again, we welcome you to the world famous Grand 
Prix Course. We hope you have an enjoyable week­
end.

Now, lets go racing!

WHERE IT ALL BEGAN: 
25 YEARS OF WATKINS GLEN

Briggs Cunningham in the car of 
his own creation, the Cunningham

in 1937. But no fewer than 
three wins—1939, 1940 and 
1946-in the 500 by Wilbur 
Shaw’s road racing-developed 
Maserati from Bologna must 
have had a significant effect 
on the Gasoline Alley estab­
lishment, because for the 
first time in two decades they 
looked at European racing 
machinery with more respect. 
At last the Miller-derived 
cart-springed track special was 
losing its monopoly.

The sports car/road racing 
boys knew what it was about 

. all the time, although it took 
them another decade to really 
prove it. People like the 
Collier brothers and their

coterie had formed the Auto­
mobile Racing Club of Ameri­
ca and even put on a few pre­
war races where MGs were 
quite prominent, culminating, 
would you believe, in a dash 
round the 1939 World’s Fair 
grounds. ARCA disbanded 
during the war, but in 1944 
the Sports Car Club of Ameri­
ca was formed. And a surpris­
ing number rallied to the 
starter’s flag when a group 
of pioneers in upstate New 
York, led by a young lawyer 
named Argetsinger, managed 
to organize an absolutely-for- 
real road race at Watkins Glen 
in October, 1948.

I remember reading about

the race and wondering how 
on earth they managed it, 
because even on the Continent 
the circuits on real roads were 
becoming fewer. In England 
they were long gone.

That was when the Glen 
began its 25 years of unin­
terrupted, ever-improving road 
racing. It has been an achiev- 
ment not equalled anywhere 
else in the country. Of course, 
Indianapolis oval track racing 
has been at it since 1911 and 
is the most vivid example in 
the world of the sheer im­
portance of continuity in 
successful racing promotion; 
but we’re talking road circuits. 
Alec Uhlman’s Sebring, start-

■ here was precious little car 
racing of any sort in America 
immediately after World War 
II. I remember because I had a 
hard time finding any, as a 
leave-of-absence staffer for 
Autocar from London, bum­
ming around from coast-to- 
coast. That was 1945 to 1947 
or thereabouts. I took in 
Indianapolis and midget rac­
ing and the records on the 
salt flats and that was about 
it.

There was no road racing at 
all and there had not been any 
since the Vanderbilt Cup at 
Roosevelt Raceway, Long 
Island, when the German GP 
formula cars swept the board



ing in 1952, has done well in 
spite of the handicaps of its 
location. Riverside has been 
struggling along since the 
Fifties. Bill France’s Daytona 
came along in the Sixties. But 
none of the road courses has 
equalled the solid success of 
the Glen.

A lot of it must have been 
the sensible and unique manage­
ment. Watkins Glen is not the 
property of a promoter; it is 
the property of the indepen­
dent minded local community. 
This has saved it through in­
evitable crises, such as the 
one in 1952 when a spectator 
was killed and New York 
State angrily banned racing 
on the public highways; an­
other when there was open 
war with the SCCA over 
official sanction in 1956; 
and again when the new course 
they designed proved too fast- 
and even dangerous-and they 
had to finance the addition of 
a full mile of cambered loops 
to slow the boys down a bit. 
The winning race speed had 
reached 126 mph and was 
going faster every year. The 
new 1971 circuit knocked 
off ten mph and gave specta­
tors a closer look.

It all started with Cameron 
Argetsinger’s idea for a race 
on the roads near his family 
summer home. As he puts it, 
“I had this racing car with no 
place to go.” In the early 
races Cam drove Bugattis and 
Jaguar XK 12Cs. Most people 
scoffed at Argetsinger’s pro­
posal, but he stuck doggedly 
to his idea and enthusiasm. 
Twenty-five years later he’s 
still at it as Director of Pro­
fessional Racing for SCCA,

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stack the entries to get a de­
cent field—23 in the qualifier 
and fifteen in the final. Almost 
no racing cars and very few 
passenger cars were being 
built in America. They had to 
depend on the pre-war stuff 
and some recently imported 
MGs. In the front row of the 
grid, Briggs Cunningham had 
his so-called Bu-Merc with a 
Buick engine in the great 
38/250 Mercedes-Benz frame. 
And next to him was a Lagon- 
da Rapide! But behind were a 
couple of real cars—Frank 
Griswold’s magnificent twin­
blower straight-eight 2.9 Alfa 
Romeo coupe and, I believe, 
George Weaver’s single-seater 
Maserati. Understandably, 
Griswold won; but indicative 
of the miscellany was the 
30-98 Vauxhall which came

in third. It was twenty years 
old even in those long-ago days.

But very soon they graduated 
to Allards with Ford or Cadil­
lac V8 engines and to Jaguar 
XK 120s. Briggs built his own 
historic Chrysler-engined 
Cunninghams. Then came the 
C-types and the D-types and 
finally the Lister Jags. The 
Fifties led to the Sixties and 
an era was gone.

Those carefree days are well 
illustrated by the stories Jeff 
Scott of CBS Radio can tell 
of his racing days. He was a 
Jaguar buff who graduated 
through XKs to the C-type 
he still proudly owns. But in 
the early Fifties he bought an 
XK 120, and the weekend 
after taking delivery he drove 
it at Thompson, raced with 
some success and drove home.

You don’t do that much more. 
Now came a giant step.
The race promoters from 

the Seneca Lake area made a 
bid for the big time. By now 
there was a Grand Prix of the 
United States road race on 
the international calendar but 
it had failed promotionally, 
first at Sebring and then at 
Riverside. Finally Watkins 
Glen had a try in 1961, guar­
anteed a sizeable stake and 
got away with it; and for a 
dozen years, right up to today, 
the Glen has been the venue 
of America’s senior interna­
tional motor race—the Grand 
Prix for Formula One cars. 
More than anything else this 
has made Watkins Glen world 
famous and has justified the 
city fathers in their venture. 
Because it is really the crowds

movie and TV personalities to 
involve himself in SCCA racing 
was Dave Garroway, shown here 
on the 1951 Grand Prix grid in

working out of Denver these 
days. Others were Henry 
Valent, a local attorney who 
is now President of the 
track; Bill Milliken, a high­
brow engineer from Cornell 
who also raced Bugattis in the 
early years and who designed 
the present circuit and its 
modifications; and Mai Currie, 
whose connection began as 
Editor of the local newspaper 
but who became so involved 
he has served as Executive 
Director of the track these 
last several years.

The 1948 inaugural may 
have been a lark for the boys 
who drove, with more than 
three years of war just behind 
them and now the open high­
way ahead, but it certainly 
was not much of a race. As a 
matter of fact they had to
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and the tourists they are try­
ing to attract, to bring pros­
perity and a lengthened sum­
mer season to that beautiful 
Finger Lakes area.

The list of great races and 
great cars and great drivers is 
long and includes all the world 
champion drivers since the 
Sixties. It has been a lucky 
circuit for Britishers. Graham 
Hill won at the Glen three 
years in a row, each time for 
BRM. Jimmy Clark won three 
times, too; and Jackie Ste­
wart, twice to date.

Colin Chapman’s Lotus­
framed cars have won half a 
dozen times with Climax, 
BRM and then Ford engines. 
It has also been a fortunate 
circuit for several drivers early 
in their careers. Innes Ireland 
won in 1961. Jochen Rindt

his scrumptious Jaguar SS 100. 
Like Cunningham ‘s Bu-Merc, 
Garroway has his SCCA medal ion 
fixed to the upper left hand 
corner of his front license plate.

in 1969, Emerson Fittipaldi 
in 1970 and Francois Cevert 
in 1971. But American men 
and machinery have not been 
so prominent, at least in 
Formula One. The United 
States Grand Prix has yet to 
be won by an American driver, 
with the exception of Chuck 
Daigh’s win in a Scarab at 
Riverside, back in 1958 when 
it started as a national-only 
sports car race. On the other 
hand, without Ford engines 
the whole of modern motor 
racing would look very thin.

But American cars and 
drivers have come more into 
their own in other forms of 
racing, which the Glen has 
promoted most years in its 
ambitious program. Their 
own GP sports car races ran 
twenty years from 1948 to

1968, when the six-hour en­
duro took over. There has 
been Can-Am, with the most 
powerful racing cars of all, 
and Trans-Am with the big 
American sports cars—Camaro, 
Javelin, and the others—and 
these gave the opportunity 
for victory to many Ameri­
can greats such as Mark Dono­
hue, George Follmer, Dan 
Gurney, Richie Ginther, 
Carroll Shelby, Peter Revson, 
Mario Andretti and farther 
back to Jim Hall and Walt 
Hansgen. It is hard to realize 
that when it all began in 
1948 there were no top flight 
American drivers with road 
racing experience: but they 
soon showed up, adding 
greatly to the scene, for it is 
international driver rivalry as 
much as inter-manufacturer

rivalry which makes for the 
most exciting competition of 
all in motor racing.

My company—British Ley- 
land—has, for the record, 
gotten the highlights of racing 
at Watkins Glen into a half- 
hour television film, 25 Years 
At Speed-The Watkins Glen 
Story, which readers may 
have seen on the air or at club 
meetings this year. As coor­
dinator for the picture for 
British Leyland I went up to 
the Glen one glorious week­
end last summer when Capital 
Cities’ crack director, John 
Toutkaldjian, was shooting 
at an SCCA National event. 
This was the memorable oc­
casion when John McComb 
drove the injured Bob Tullius’ 
TR-6 and beat out arch rival 
Bob Sharp’s 240-Z. They got

some tremendously exciting 
footage of that race and of 
the general enthusiasm for 
sports car club racing.

Brock Yates, Senior Editor 
of Car and Driver, who lives 
not far away in Castile, N.Y., 
came over to narrate the film.

About the stone bridge and 
its right angle exit, he com­
mented, “We did not have 
much trouble there. It en­
couraged respect. It was so 
obviously unforgiving.” About

The Kendall Service Center, built during The Glen’s 
1971 reconstruction and improvement program, is part of 
the Kendall Refining Company, Division of Witco Chemi­
cal's continuing interest in the world of motorsport and 
road racing at Watkin’s Glen.

Larger than the conventional football field (400 feet 
by 70 feet), the new Service Center was constructed at a 
cost of nearly $250,000 by the Bradford, Pa., refining 
company.

The facility has 30 two-car working areas, each with 
its overhead garage door opening on the side of the build­
ing. A superior fluorescent lighting system provides illumi­
nation for mechanics, team managers and drivers, and 
custom-made work benches are allotted for the teams. A 
poured concrete floor provides the base for the building, 
which is open 24 hours a day for spectators who wish to 
get a close-up look at the racing machinery.

Chain link fences separate each work area and allow 
passage through a 12-foot-wide aisle which stretches the 
entire 400-foot length of the building.

Two 25-foot-square offices on the northwest end of the 
new facility provide facilities for technical inspectors, 
security workers and Kendall personnel who staff each race 
to provide information and technical assistance to both 
drivers and spectators.

Kendall technicians are on hand each race weekend 
at The Glen offering advice, knowledge, experience and oil 
to all competitors who desire such assistance.

Open to the public beginning at 8 a.m. Friday of each

race weekend, the Service Center closes only at 8 p.m. Sun­
day evening at the conclusion of the weekend’s activities.

Admission to the building is $1 per person. For the 
small price, the Service Center enables all spectators to 
spend as long as they wish examining the machinery and 
seeing drivers in a way not available at other road racing 
circuits.

The Kendall Service Center is the latest effort in a 
15-year association between the oil company and The Glen. 
Other structures provided by the Bradford concern include 
the old Kendall Tower at the former Start/Finish line, the 
Kendall Press Building at the same location and the Ken­
dall Technical Center, formerly used to house all the racing 
machinery.

The latest addition to the Kendall facilities is the 
Winner’s Circle, located on the south side of the Tower at 
the Start/Finish Line.

According to Raymond Saunders, Vice President of 
Witco Chemical, and General Manager of Kendall Refining 
Co., “the building is evidence of Kendall’s contribution to 
the sport of Grand Prix racing at Watkins Glen and the 
entire sport, and to the people who support the sport and 
our products. We will continue our ambition to stay abreast 
of the fast-growing sport and the Grand Prix track, pro­
viding as much as we can when we feel the time is right.” 

Don Place, Merchandising Manager for the Bradford 
refinery, noted during the dedication of the Kendall Service 
Center that the building is a continuation in “our effort in 
making Watkins Glen the ultimate in road racing.”
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Representing Chemung Speedrome in Chemung, N.Y. will be Tom Gush of nearby Elmira, N.Y. Tom 
is the 1974—75 track champion at Chemung, holds the fastest time there at 14.89 seconds and just 
this year won NINE FEATURES IN A ROW.

Surely one of the modified drivers to watch today will be the 26 of George Kent out of Horseheads, 
N.Y. George won a qualifying spot at his home track, Shangri-La Speedway in a 50 lap championship 
on July 26th. Doing the honors are Fran Gitched, promoter of Shangri-La and Ed Serwacki.
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Dirt track modified racing plays a big part in the overall New York State Racing Picture and many 
of the top dirt tracks held Glen qualifiers. Dick Knox of the Glen promoters presents Davey Moore 
of St. Catherines, Ont. with the qualifying plaque for his win at the Canandaigua Speedway in 
Canandaigua, N.Y.
