3 times, and Paul Kauffman and Maynard Yingst each logged 2 
wins while competing at Silver Spring Speedway.

No longer active, Ron Tilley left his mark in career wins with 
21. He also set a record of most feature wins in a season in 
1968 when he recorded 11 wins.

Russ Smith is no longer active at local tracks but we see his 
name in the line-up at another track occasionally, accumulated 
a total of 35 wins at the Spring where he also copped Cham­
pionships in 1966 and 1971.

Jimmy Sheaffer won his first Silver Spring feature on August 
4, 1962 and went on to win 31 more along with Champion­
ships in 1962-1963-1965 during his colorful career on the 
3/8 mile oval.

Although not active as a driver but rather as a coach and 
manager of Go-Carts, Mitch Smith left an incredible mark in the 
record books all over the country. He especially starred at 
local tracks and Silver Spring Speedway is proud of his start at 
their racing plant. Smith got his first Spring feature win on May 
18, 1963 and added four more victories that year before 
moving up to the Sprints where he embarked on a brilliant 
career.
