JUNE 10, 1 983...For the third time this season, the Silver 
Spring Speedway super sportsman division made the trip 
across the town of Mechanicsburg to race at the famous 
Williams Grove Speedway. The sportsman had a 20-lap race 
that was curfewed earlier in the year to run along with their 
regular 20-lap feature race that was scheduled for that night. 
The first feature found the “Jackson Jet" of Larry Jackson 
winning his first Williams Grove feature of the year, and in the 
second race “A.D. Sideways”, Dwight Leib, picked up his 
second win of the year at the Grove.

When the green flag came out on the first feature race, 
Howie Locke jumped into the lead with Fred Putney, Vance 
Yinger and Rich Eichelberger following. The next lap found 
the Randy Shuman-owned, Shuman Gun Shop-sponsored 
no. 69 of Larry Jackson storming into second position. At 
the end of the second lap the caution flag came out when 
Vance Yinger came to a stop on the track. While the cars 
were under the caution flag, Jackson was informed that he 
was being penalized two positions for jumping at the start of 
the race.

When the race was restarted, Rich Eichelberger charged in­
to the lead with Jackson second and Putney third. While 
Eichelberger was running the bottom of the turns, Jackson 
was slamming the cushion up high in the turns. Using this 
groove, Larry quickly caught Rich and on the seventh lap, 
Jackson slid by Eichelberger in the second turn to take com­
mand of the race. While Larry opened up a large lead, 
Eichelberger had his hands full as Dwight Leib was 
challenging for second place. Dwight had his bid for the run­
ner-up spot come to an end on the 11 th lap when the hood 
flew off of the car bringing out the caution flag to the field and

forcing Leib to the pits.
The restart found Jackson in the lead with Eichelberger 

second, John Murphy third and Gary Wolford fourth. On the 
14th lap Murphy went for second place. The Eichelberger 
and Murphy cars slid into the first turn only inches apart. Rich 
suddenly found his no. 8 going straight towards the fence. 
“Ike” hit the fence and the car rode the fence for several yar­
ds until the car rolled over onto its side. While Rich climbed 
from his car uninjured the red flag was brought out to the 
field.

The new restart still had Jackson in the lead with Murphy, 
Wolford, Bobby Weaver and Fred Putney following. With two 
laps to go Wolford snuck by Murphy to take command of 
second spot, but he was too far behind Larry to make any bid 
for the lead and Jackson took the checkered flag six lengths 
in front of Wolford, Murphy, Weaver and Putney.

After running their heat races the sportsman came back out 
for the second 20 lap feature race. Lanny Hake grabbed the 
lead on the first lap, but on the second lap it was Rich 
Eichelberger diving under Hake coming out of the second 
turn to take over the lead. The third lap found rookie spor­
tsman driver Bob Fannasy taking over second spot, but on 
the next lap Larry Jackson flew by Hake and Fannasy to take 
over second position.

The caution flag came out on the fifth lap, and at the same 
time the caution flag came out leader Rich Eichelberger went 
into the pits. This put Jackson in the lead with Fannasy 
second and Dwight Leib third. Just as the green flag came 
out, a couple of cars in the back of the pack got out-of-shape 
and Steve Wolfe ended up flipping several times in the third 
turn. Steve was uninjured.

When the green flag finally came back out, it was Jackson in 
the lead with Dwight Leib second and Fannasy third. At the 
midway point of the race Gary Wolford took over third place 
with teammate Bobby Weaver running fourth. On the next lap 
the caution flag came out and on the restart Leib dove under 
Jackson going into the first turn. Both cars were even going 
down the back chute and Dwight and the R.W. Lutz owned, 
A1 Automotive sponsored A1 won the drag race coming out 
of the fourth turn to take over the lead. Jackson was not 
about to give up and tried several times to recapture the lead 
from Dwight. With five laps to go Leib opened up a four car 
length lead, but now everyone was watching the torrid battle 
that was going on for third spot. Wolford, Weaver and 
Eichelberger were fighting wheel-to-wheel all the way around 
the track for the last five laps, swapping the positions back 
and forth.

When the checkered flag came out it was Leib first, with 
Jacson second, while Wolford just edged out Eichelberger 
for third while “Ike” just edged out Weaver for fourth.
