BUSCH BEER TWIN 20’s

Barry Camp ended a 4-year dry spell Friday night and Jim
Nace became the season’s leading winner at Williams Grove
Speedway as the two veterans split the Busch Beer twin 20
lap Sprint car features.

Starting in the front row Camp took the lead at the drop of the
green and bolted away from the rest of the field. His Fram-
Autolite No. 56 was never seriously challenged in the non-
stop event. Camp earned *1,800 for his third career victory
here, and his first since the 1982 season.

The race also marked a return to victory lane for Camp’s car
owners, Charlie and Mike Lloyd, whose chassis dominated
Sprint car racing during the late "70’s and early years of this
decade.

Charlie Massey in the Matteo Trucking No. 32 took second
place from MeMe DeSantis at the half way point then held off
the charge of Keith Kauffman to keep the spot at the finish.
Steve Smith Sr. and DeSantis completed the top five.

Randy Wolfe, Johnny Mackison, Donnie Kreitz, Mynard
Yingst and Bobby Parrow finished in positions six through ten
respectively.

Bobby Weaver started third in the second feature and led the
first 18 laps before something in the suspension system
broke sending him into the fourth turn guard rail.

Nace, who started fifth in the Camel Express No. 26,
inherited the lead at that point, and went on to his seventh
career victory here. It was the third Williams Grove win of the
season for the current point leader.

Donnie Kreitz passed Ron Kramer on the 19th lap to finish
second. Kauffman in Roy Morral's Hardee’s No. 880
finished fourth ahead of Jerry Stone in the OFIXCO No. 21S.

Fred Rahmer, Mackison, Scotty Haus, Massey and Bryan
Miller completed the top ten.

Heats went to DeSantis, Wolfe and Camp. Kramer won the
consolation race.

Kauffman claimed the Busch Beer Driver of the Month
honors for June.

Nace earned *1,980 for his two-race total and became the
first driver eligible to try for the *10,000 Challenge at the
Pabst tracks this weekend.

The black, Gambler built sprint car No. 60, that you see
here every week is run by Bernie Lemaster from Littlestown,
Pa. Bernie is a quiet kind of guy but one of the nicest guys
around, that tries just as hard each and every week.

Bernie got started in sprint car racing in 1 982. Before that
Bernie raced drag cars for a couple years, but like Bernie
says, "Drag racing was boring, so | decided to go sprint car
racing."” The sprint car is owned by Bernie himself. His crew
consists of Joh, Bob and Bobby.

Bernie is 25 years old and works at the Penn Performance
Shop in Bonneauville, Pa. where he serves as sales manager.
The business involves building late model and sprint cars that
is owned and operated by Jeff Newman.

TWO RACE NIGHTS FOR GROVE
SPRINTS THIS WEEK-STILL
ANOTHER BONUS ADDED

Two big nights of racing are planned for the Sprint car
drivers at Williams Grove Speedway this week, beginning
with a 30-lap Sprint championship tonight July 3.

Tonight July 4, the USAC Midgets join the Sprint car for an
open wheel double header. A spectacular fireworks display
will also be presented on Friday night.

Both programs carry an 8:00 starting time.

USAC MIDGETS, SPRINTS
AND FIREWORKS TONIGHT-----
BETTENHAUSEN ENTERED

Indy 500 veteran Gary Bettenhausen will head a star-
studded field of Midget racers at Williams Grove Speedway
tonight, July 4th, in a program sanctioned by the Unided
State Auto Club.

A complete program of Sprint car racing and a spectacular
fireworks display are aslo on Friday night's card. The first
heat is scheduled to start at 8:00. General admission is
$8.00.

Bettenhausen, 44, of Monrovia, IN, is the ledest son of the
late Tony Bettnehausen, a former USAC National Champion
who died at Indianapolis in 1961. The second generation
driving star has entered Bob Lowe’'s No. 74 Volkswagon-
powered Midget in this week’s race.

A veteran of 15 Indy 500 starts, Bettenhausen’s best effort
occurred in 1980 when he brought the Sherman Amrstrong’s
car from the last row to a third place finish. In the 1986 ver-
sion of the Hoosier classic Bettenhausen drove the Vita
Fresh/Timex March, entered by the Leader Card team, from a
29th place start to 11 th at the finish and earned $108,912.
Once considered among the elite on the Indy car circuit, Bet-
tenhausen was headed for victory at Indianapolis in 1972 in
Roger Penske’s Sunoco McLaren when ignition problems
cost him the race. A serious arm injury which resulted from a
championship dirt car crash at Syracuse in '79 cost him his
ride with Penske.

Bettenhausen, who joined the U.S. Millionare Driver's list in
1980, won Indy car races at Phoenix, Michigan, Trenton,
and Texas. He came out of the old school of making a name
for himself in Midgets and Sprints before moving to the rear-
engine cars. A former 2-time Silver Crown champion and 2-
time USAC Sprint car champion, Bettenhausen owns 40
USAC Sprintwins and 27 Midget victories.

He will be challenged at Williams Grove this week by the likes
of 7-time USAC Midget champion Mel Kenyon of Lebanon,
IN, former USAC Sprint and Midget champ Tom Bigelow,
Whitewater, WI, along with Rich Volger, Indianapolis, IN, and
promising lady driver Bev Griffis.

More than 40 entries have been received for the USAC race
including those of Eastern standouts such as Nick Fornoro
Jr., Bob and Lew Cicconi, John Heydenreich and Drew
Fronoro.

The Midget drivers will draw for starting spots in heat races
and the 30 lap feature will be lined up according to heat
finishes. There will be no time trials.
