Have you ever wondered how they determine starting 
line ups in the main events for each division? Here is how 
they do it in all divisions.

They use a handicap system. Handicaps are 
determined by dividing total money won by a driver by 
the total times raced. All the races are then totally inverted, 
meaning those with the highest handicaps start in the rear 
of the race.

The trophy dash, with the exception of the Late 
Models, will be comprised of the top two finishers from 
the prior week’s heat races (4 or 6 cars).

The highest handicapped driver starts last in the 
first heat, 2nd handicap last in the second heat, and so on. 
Drivers without handicaps start in front according to draw, 
except any new driver to the Speedway starts last The 
top seven finishers in each heat transfer to the main, where, 
once again, the field is inverted. High handicap starts last, 
2nd high handicap next to last, etc. In the event there are 
only two heat races - ten cars transfer from each heat to 
the main. Simple isn’t it?

Late Models will use the same format as the other 
divisions, except that they will qualify with points awarded 
for fastest qualifiers. The four fastest qualifiers will make 
up the trophy dash (inverted). Also, passing points will be 
awarded in the main event.

If there are 21 cars or more, there will be three heats 
with inverted starts. The first five finishers transfer to the 
main event and the rest to the semi-main event The first 
three finishers in the semi-main will transfer to the back 
of the main event. The main event will be totally inverted.
