We, the officials of the Midwest Auto Racing Association, hope you enjoy this, the*
1991 Midwest Auto Racing Association Yearbook made possible from advertisers in
this book. We hope that you will join us in supporting these people who support midget
racing and the M.A.R.A.

1991 marked the 15th year of consecutive midget auto racing by M.A.R.A., who
appeared at 15 different race tracks in the states of Illinois, Missouri, Kansas, and lowa.
There were one hundred thirty seven participants who came from 15 states to compete
in M.A.R.A. sanctioned events.
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The Midwest Auto Racing Association again faced
tragedy at their inaugural midget event of the 91 season as
St. Louis, Missouri, driver, Shannon Finley lost his life in a
heat race incident on the 1/4 mile track at the Tri-City
Speedway in Granite City, Illinois. Driving a car owned by
his father, Joe, Shannon suffered fatal head injuries when
his car was involved in a three-car accident on the 2nd lap of
the event. Shannon’s entire life circled around midget racing
as he and his father had been very involved in the St. Louis
Auto Racing Assn. (SLARA), the International Motor Con­
test Assn. (IMCA), and the Midwest Auto Racing Assn.
(MARA).

The 1991 MARA schedule listed 23 race events with 21
being held. Rain forced cancellations at Santa Fe Speedway
on May 3rd and Tri-City Speedway on October 5th as well as
postponing a Spoon River event for one week. Rain also
forced a feature to be eliminated at Santa Fe on May 17th
after the remainder of the program was in.

1991 saw the MARA and UMARA midgets appear on
several paved surfaces as a Memorial Day weekend was
planned to bring the midgets to the 1/4 mile track of the
Hawkeye Downs Speedway (Cedar Rapids, Iowa) and the 1/
2 mile facility at the Lakeside Speedway (Kansas City, KS).
Danny Pens, the 1990 UMARA champion won the feature
event in Iowa; whereas, MARA driver, Steve Enlow won the
20-lap Kansas feature event.

The rescheduled June 7th event at the Spoon River
Speedway (Canton, IL) saw an outstanding field of midget
and sprint car competitors fill the pit area as Promoters Judy
and Allen Johnson sanctioned this Friday night event. Steve
Knepper showed his dominance on the high banked 1/3 mile
facility as he swept to victory in the 20 lap feature event.
Another victory, his third of the ’91 season, would follow for
the personable young Belleville driver as Steve would win
the Bob Tattersail Memorial on July 3rd at the Tri-City
Speedway.

The MARA midgets took to the open highway immedi­
ately following the Tattersail race to appear at the Osborne
Speedway in Osborne, Kansas for a two day event, co­
sanctioned with the Rocky Mountain Midget Auto Racing
Assn. (RMMRA). Here, on a very dry, dusty half-mile track,
Steve would rack up his fourth season win before having to
take a back seat to Denver driver, Dave Strickland, Jr., who
would win the Saturday night event.

July was an ambitious month for the MARA midgets as
8 events were scheduled including two weekends of travel in
the hot state of Kansas. Following the shows at Osborne,
many of the MARA regulars paid a visit to the 1/2 mile
facility of the Missouri State Fairgrounds in Sedalia. Here,
before a large crowd estimated at about 4,500, the midgets
staged a most exciting feature event with Terry Wente,
taking home his first MARA victory in recent years.

Terry outdueled cars driven by Don Beechler and Dan
Ford to post the win. From there, it was on to Tri-City
Speedway where MARA would split a show with the World
of Outlaws sprint cars and where a newcomer would enter
victory lane as Don Lehmann posted his first midget feature 

win. Lehmann would follow, one week later, with the Ron
Hughes, Jr. Memorial at 81-Speedway in Wichita, KS. Tulsa
driver, Dean Franklin would accept the laurels at the Kan­
sas State Fairgrounds in Hutchinson on a very hot, 116
degree day, as the MARA staged their only afternoon show
of the ’91 season. Denver visitor, Keith Rauch, would suffer
injuries in a horrifying crash following the checkered as he
raced to a second place finish.

The following 3 MARA events would see four-time
MARA champion, Steve Knepper, adding more wins to his
already growing list as he captured feature events at
Belleville, IL; Farmington, MO; and Granite City. Both the
events at Farmington and Granite City saw full capacity
crowds.

The first Annual Wayne Webb Memorial was run at the
Macon Speedway on Friday night, August 16th, prior to the
Illinois Mile Event. Here it was Don Beechler who recorded
his first USAC win as MARA co-sanctioned with USAC to
bring an outstanding field of cars to this high-banked 1/5
mile track. Dan Ford found the track a little rough as he took
a nasty ride during his qualifying attempt; whereas, Califor­
nia driver, P.J. Jones made an easy time of it as he set fast
time, establishing a new track record for the midgets. Steve
Knepper, Eddie Lynch, and Wes Hardin were all victims as
they experienced difficulty with the 1/5 mile track.

Tri-City Speedway, one of the mainstays of the 1991
MARA season, hosted the MARA midgets five times. Three
of these were co-sanctioned with the USAC sprints and
midgets, and two were held with the World of Outlaws Sprint
cars. Bob Wente, Jr., Promoter of this excellent facility saw
large field of cars, both in the midgets and sprint events, and
even larger, attendance totals. Ohio driver, Jack Hewitt
outbested an excellent field of 49 USAC and MARA midgets
as he won his first MARA midget event. This was the first
time Steve Knepper would lose on the 1/4 mile facility during
the ’91 second, this time, running second to the veteran
driver.

After an absence of several years, MARA returned to
I 34-Raceway in Burlington, Iowa to run for new track owners,
Ron and Susan Pallister. This split show with sprint cars
and the Burlington modifieds provided the large grandstand
with an outstanding show which included close wheel-to-
wheel action as well as numerous flips. Several drivers were
taken to the hospital for observation including point leader.
Phil Heavelow and rookie driver, Eddie Lynch.

Wisconsin driver, Randy Koch recorded his first MARA
feature win as he captured the 25-lap feature event at the
Mississippi Valley Fairgrounds in Davenport, Iowa. Thirty-
three midget cars signed in for that event which included
many BADGER members as well as members of MARA. As
always, the MARA midget race provided the fans and mem­
bers of the Midwest Old Timers with new and exciting
midget action.

With the help and support of Promoters Judy and Allen
Johnson, a race was planned for the Morgan County Fair­
grounds in Jacksonville, Illinois, the night prior to the Tom
Knowles Memorial. It was a return to the quarter mile
facility after an absence of over five years for the mighty
MARA midgets. Forty-nine midgets and 39 sprint cars filled
the pit area for race promoter, Bob Stanton. Unfortunately,
an 11:00 curfew along with numerous caution periods, pro-

vided problems for the program, which had to be cut short
before a midget feature could be run.

The 7th Annual Tom Knowles Memorial, again, pro­
vided some great midget and sprint car racing. Fifty-three
midgets and 40 sprint cars signed in for the one day event
which would see 18 different race events. Steve Knepper,
won his 10th feature race of the ’91 season as he captured his
third Tom Knowles Midget Memorial. Springfield midget
and sprint car driver, Don Beechler, captured the sprint car
event to record his first sprint win of this annual event to
become the first driver to win both a midget and sprint car
feature race in this annual event. Beechler won the 1989
midget feature in the Wayne Darnell machine.

Despite Knepper’s 10 feature wins, it was Phil Heavelow
who captured the 1991 MARA driving title. Heavelow
competed in 20 of the 21 sanctioned events, five more than
his rival, Knepper. It was an exciting point race as four
drivers staged the closest battle in MARA history with a tie
resulting between Knepper and Tim Siner for second. Fourth
place driver, Don Lehmann, was only 20 points behind his
two closest competitors with one race left on the schedule.
Unfortunately, that was not to be as the race scheduled on
October 5th show at Granite City was called due to rain and
not rescheduled.

One hundred thirty seven drivers participated at MARA
sanctioned events including drivers from 15 states at 15
different tracks in the Midwest. States included in this
year’s schedule were Illinois, Iowa, Missouri, and Kansas.

Of the 21 events held, 5 were held on the 1/4 mile
facility of the Tri-City Speedway (Granite City, IL); two were
held at the Spoon River Speedway (Canton, IL) and the
Osborne Speedway (Osborne, KS) and single events were
held at Santa Fe Speedway (Hinsdale, IL); Hawkeye Downs
Speedway (Cedar Rapids, LA); Lakeside Speedway (Kansas
City, KS); Missouri State Fairgrounds (Sedalia, MO); 81-
Speedway (Wichita, KS);

Kansas State Fairgrounds (Hutchinson, KS); Belle-
Clair Fairgrounds (Belleville, IL); St. Francois County Race­
way (Farmington, MO); Macon Speedway (Macon, IL); 34-
Raceway (Burlington, IA); Mississippi Valley Fairgrounds
(Davenport, IA); and the Morgan County Fairgrounds (Jack­
sonville, IL).

Tim Siner of Dupo, Illinois, raced to a tie with his friend and

fellow competitor, Steve Knepper to share honors for the 2nd
and 3rd place positions in the final tally of the MARA point
standings. Driving the red #15 Canaday Sesco owned by his
father and sponsored by Bob Johnston Towing and Riverview
Ford, Tim had his best career finish. The 1991 season saw Tim
compete on a regular basis, making 20 of the 21 AAARA
sanctioned events. Although he never captured a feature win,
he recorded 6 heat wins and scored in the top five on 8
occasions. Tim was impressive on the paved facilities where
he competed for the first time racking up a 2nd place finish at
Hawkeye Downs followed by a 5th place finish at the new
Lakeside Speedway. Tim’s racing is supported by his wife,
Melissa, his mother and father, as well as his twin brother, Jim.
Tim is fast becoming a favorite of the fans across the Midwest.

#4 DON LEHMANN
Don Lehmann of Springfield, Illinois, was the MARA fourth

Driving the Howard
Lehmann Beast, Don captured 6 heat races as well as back-to-
back feature wins; the first on the 1/4 mile of the Tri-City
Speedway in Granite City, Illinois, and the second, the Ron
Hughes, Jr. Memorial, at 81 -Speedway in Wichita. Don was the
only driver to participate in all 21 MARA sanctioned event,
picking up a ride in the Dooling Machine for the two pavement
shows after his car suffered mechanical problems just prior to
the first event. Don is one of MARA's most active driver
competing with USAC, BADGER, UMARA, and CMCS. He also
competed in the prestigious Chili Bowl Nationals, the Belleville
Nationals, and the Heart of America Midget Nationals on
pavement.

#2—TIE STEVE KNEPPER
Belleville, Illinois, driver, Steve Knepper took time away from

several AAARA events, competing in only 15 of the 21 sched­
uled events, yet shared honors for 2nd place with Tim Siner. In
his 15 appearances, Steve placed in the top 5 on 12 occasions,
winning 10 main event, a personal record for Steve.

He is assisted in his racing endeavors,
missing only the two shows on pavement,
by his friends, Dean and Frances Cordts,
who helped to keep the #11 machine run­
ning strong.

The car is one of the fan’s favorite as its
brilliant color combinations make it one of
the most attractive machines competing.
Although Terry went without a feature win
during the 1991 season, he did have 2 top
5 feature finishes and won 2 heat events.
Terry returned to the MARA circuit having
sat out most of the 1990 season after taking
a violent tumble at the Chili Bowl Nationals
in January.

#6 TODD HOLDERFIELD
Todd Holderfield, cousin to Terry, became

our 6th place finisher. Driving a car owned by
himself and wife,

Stephanie, Todd returned to actively cam­
paign the MARA circuit after several years ab­
sence. Todd’s best finish came at Tri-City Speed­
way where he placed second in a main event.
He had two additional top 5 finishes during the
'91 season. Like his cousin, Todd chose not to
compete on the paved surfaces this year. He
did, however, participate in 16 of the 21MARA-
sanctioned events. Todd is an electrician by
trade and resides in Mahomet, Illinois, where he
is employed as an electrician. His racing en­
deavors are supported by his wife; as well as his
brother, Bryan, who late in the season, offered
his car to his brother when the #74 car was
sidelined with mechanical problems.

#7 JOHN McENTIRE
16-year old Springfield resident, John McEntire, competed

his very successful rookie season finishing 7th in the overall
point standings. Driving a Chevy II powered Challenger ma­
chine, John participated in 17 MARA events, being the first
MARA rookie to compete oh pavement. His car is owned and
maintained by his father, Allen, and is sponsored by Lascody
Trucking and Hoosier Tires. John became active in racing at a
very early age, first in the quarter midgets for 8 years, followed
by 2 years of mini-sprint racing before advancing to the full-
sized midget. He won 2 national driving championships in the
quarters in 1984 and one in 1 §85. While school is important to
John, he is a junior at Glenwood High School, so, too, is his
racing career.

#9 JOHN LYSELL

THE SEASON 1IN REVIEW
TRI-CITY SPEEDWAY, Granite City, IL

April 27,1991
Four-time MARA champion, Steve Knepper captured

the 30-lap midget feature when the MARA midgets teamed
with members of USAC to bring open wheel racing to the Tri-
