WORLD OF OUTLAWS 
RETURN TO 

WILLIAMS GROVE
MECHANICSBURG, PA - On May 30th, when it seemed 

like everybody was inserting his name in the Williams Grove 
Speedway record book, Jac Haudenschild inscribed his in 
bold print.

Not only did “The Wild Child” win the first Pennzoil World 
of Outlaws Series “A” Feature of his career at Williams 
Grove, he also lowered the single-lap record he set a week 
before.

Also setting Williams Grove speed records were Steve 
Kinser in the (five-lap) Vivarin Dash, Dave Blaney in the 
(eight-lap) First Heat Race and Todd Shaffer in the (12 lap) 
“B” Feature.

Haudenschild, who also won the Iowa Ethanol Classic at 
Knoxville Raceway on July 5th, is only three points out of 
third place in the Outlaws driver point standings. “The Wild 
Child” has also earned 14 Channellock FastTime Awards 
this year. He has recorded 39 top-10 finishes, including 27 
in the top five, in the first 43 “A” Features.

Haudenschild is expected to be among the leaders again 
when the Pennzoil World of Outlaws Series returns to Wil­
liams Grove for a $75,000 event July 31 and August 1.

Steve Kinser, winner of 21 World of Outlaws “A” Features 
at Williams Grove, leads the driver point standings. He has 
been incredibly consistent, recording 39 top-10 finishes, in­
cluding 29 in the top five. At one point, he reeled off 25 
straight top-lOs.

Although missing several events to fulfill his NASCAR 
Truck Series commitments has taken him out of contention 
for the 1997 championship, Steve’s cousin, Mark, leads the 
series with 15 main event victories. In Mark’s absence, 
cousin Kelly Kinser filled in admirably to keep Mark’s fa­
ther, car owner and crew chief, Karl Kinser, atop the World 
of Outlaws car owner standings.

Sammy Swindell led the Pennzoil World of Outlaws Se­
ries driver standings for much of the season. He has won 10 
main events and five Preliminary Features and is only 11 
points out of the points lead after 43 events.

Dave Blaney, the 1995 World of Outlaws champion, would 
be leading the driver points by 49 points had he not lost 
battles with his muffler and surrendered a preliminary fea­
ture victory and a runner-up run in a main event. Despite 
this muffler problems, “The Buckeye Bullet” has won six 
”A” Features and is 18 points out of first place.

Although he has yet to visit victory lane in a main event, 
Andy Hillenburg has had his #2 STP J&J among the lead­
ers in almost every race. He already has 20 top-five finishes 
after recording 26 all of last season. He won the Prelimi­
nary Feature at the 14th Annual Eagle Nationals at Eagle 
Raceway in late June.

Greg Hodnett has driven the #11H Selma Shell Maxim 
into sixth place in the point standings by finishing in the 
top 10 33 times, including two second-place runs. The 1993 
Rookie of the Year has finished in the top 15 in all but five 
feature races this season.

Solving the lubrication problems in his new #19 sprinter 
has allowed Pennsylvanian Stevie Smith to finish among 
the top 10 in 10 of the last 12 events, including two “A” 
Feature victories. Stevie’s $10,000 victory at Orange County 
Speedway in early June was timely, as Smith’s wife, Kendra, 
delivered their first child, Shaylee Suzanne, May 28th.

NOTE: Danny Lasoski and car owner, Jim Wahlie parted 
company following the WoO activity at Eldora (Oh) Speed­
way two weeks ago. Wahlie has since hired Craig Dollansky 
while Lasoski joined efforts with longtime friend, Chris 
Black. Lasoski is listed as Wahlie’s driver in the center pho­
tos as the change in drivers was too late before the program 
went to press.

Despite his dominering driver during last Friday’s 25-lap 
sprintcar main event at Williams Grove Speedway, Gobre­
cht does have someapprehension about the invasion of the 
profession sprint car drivers.

“This win helps us out and all, but I’m not ready to make 
anyprediction as far how we’ll do against them,” said Go­
brecht afterwinning his second feature event of the season I 
at the Grove.

There was little guessing of Gobrecht’s sheer domination 
lastweek.

The third and final caution period occurred on lap 16 when 
BuzzWilson stopped in turn two.
